Fathor Ezan’s Fuzaral

The obsequies of the deceased
patriarchal pastor of Nelson were per-
 formed on Tuesday last in the wost
solemn wmanner. The body, resting in
and enclosed 1In a

:Sllpcrb casket with glass cover, which
| permitted inspectio>n of the face and
| bust, had been laid out in the large
| parlour near the entrance of the pastoral

| residence from the time of his decease
until its removal to the hearse. This
apartment was most appropriately
draped. Sacred mottoes, the crucitix—
emblem of{ man’s redemption—-were
conspicuous. Lighted tapers and nat-
ural flowers surrounded the coftin, near
which was the holy-water v%‘;e and
sprinkle, which the clergy aud other
visitors used before kneeling to pray for
the soul of the beloved departed.

It will be remembered that since the
burning of the church and former
presbytery, the R. C. congregatioa of
Nelson have had only a temporary
chapel in which to worship, consisting
of a hall the whole size of the upper-
' most flat of the new presbytery. This
hall could not contain the throng of
people expected to assist at the obse-
quies. Therefore it was considered to
pe more couvenient anl sunitable to
erect outside of the end of the house,
and communicating by an op2un window
with the apartment in which the corpse
lay, a platform and awning for the
altar, clergy, and choir, with temporary
seats extending far out on the grass for
the audience. This 1mprovised open-
air chapel, festooned with mourning
drapery, proved to ba most satisfactory
-—-permitting each one of the large
audience to hear and see every part of
the sacred functions.

Oan the morning of the funeral (Tues-
day, Aug. 30th) His Grace, Archbishop
O'Brien, with his Secretary, the Rev.
Edw. Murphy, arrived from Halifax by

Father Egan was at fi-st sent for a
few months to aid Father Dunphy in !

Egan, |
whose vigorous, agile frame, genial hu-
mour, maniy bearing and priestly zeal,
proved him to be the man of Providence
to bring consolation and joy to the scat-
tered exiles wherever located-—whether
at Neison, Renous, Chatham, Poke-
mouche, Pokeshaw, Bathurst or Bellc-
dune—from Boiestown to Restigouche. |

In the course of years the country de- |
veloped and improved in agriculture |
and other industries, in better roads,
bridges and general facilities for inter-
communication and social enjoyments,
so that in the field where Father Egan
labored, a new Dioces: with increase ot
peop'e, pastors, schools, convents snd
all other such auxilaries for mission
work, has grown up around him. Al
the workers of to-day find it just as
much as they can do, to fulfil their re-
spective duties. But contrasting their
limited missions with the vast field cul-
tivatced by Father Ezan and other such
vigorous pioneers, we are made to fee!
that “there were giants in those days’
of early settlements and that God gave
the special needed aids and capabilities
to tse workmen whom he sent into his |
vineyard, and who so well and bravely
bore the heat and burden of the day.
All honor to their memories!

For the last few years the end of |
Father Ezan’s useful and laborious life
has been calmly but perceptibly ap-
proaching. He had no particular ail-
ment, no suffering, other than the
gradual decay brought on by old |

CHEMICAL COMPOSITION OF BRAY,

Bulletin xiv., issued by the Ontario
Agricultural College, consists of a paper
by Professor James on the chemical com-
position of bran. In introducing the sub-
ject Professor James says: —

The aim and tendency of modern milling
is to produce as much white flonr as pos-
sible from the wheat grain. The demand
of the public stimulates this, regardless of
the fact that the whiteness is not a prooi
of richness. To produce a white flour, the
germ: or embryo, which is very rich in
nitrogen, is removed and sold as germ
flour; the husk or covering is removed and
sold as bran. A d:s:ription of a grain of
wheat will axd in uuderstanding the com-
position of bran. At one end is the brush,
or hairy covering: at the othes end the
germ, Commezncing at the outside of the
grain, we find the hask or bran coatin s,
sometimes given as three, sometim>s as
five, in numbar. These are fibrous in na
ture. Next comes a coating of gluten
c:lls (the perisperm). The gluten is the
nitrogenous compound of the wheat and
is of the highest nutritive value. Within
these lie enclosed the starch or flour cells
(the endosperm), containing also gluten
cells intermingled with them. To separate
theve dark fibrous coatings, to sift out by
themselves the greyish germs, and to re-
tain as much of the white starch as pos-
sible, is the aim of the miller. In dving
so heleaves behind most of the gluten
coating with the bran. The oll milling
process left behind also with the bran a
considerable quaatity of starch. The
roller process tends to remove all this
starch; the result is that most of the bran
produced by the roller process is richer in
nitrogen, (gluten) and poorer in starch than
the bran produced under the old process,
and 1s therefore of ahigher nutritive value.

Here follows a series of tables, which
are of themselves valuable for reference;
but the ordinary reader will be more inter-
ested in the subjoined practical conclusions
which Prof. James d.aws from his figures,
and with which he closes his paper: —

1. Bran is a concentrated food, which,
though variable in composition, possesses
high nutritive value,

2. Roller-process brau is, on the average,
richer than old process bran.

3. Its excess of ash or mineral matters
eminently fits it for bone-building in grow .
ing animals, and for supplementing the
lack of mineral matters in roots.

4. Its chemical composition points to
the conclusion that it is somewhat Letter
adapted to the formation of fat and pre-
duction of heat, than the formation of
muscle or of ilk.

5. Both its chemical composition and its
physical form adapt i¢ admirably asa
supplementary food to be used in connec-
tion with poor and bulky fodder, such as
straw and roots,

6. Its manurial or fertilisins va'ue alone
repays its cost.

7. By retaining and feeding the bran
upon the farm, the objection to selling the
grain is partly overcome, viz., the exhaus-
tion of the soil, since the bran retains most
of the mineral matters which cannot be
derived from the air.

MiNerAL plant food seems to be essen-
tial for the productior of a good crop of
grass. Large dressings of phosphate on
grain which has been seeded have been
observed to promote a strong growth of
hay, but as phosphate is an expensive
fertilizer for pasture lands, a dressing of
salt may be given as a substitute. If
applied at the rate of three bushels an
acre on land having a good store of vege-
tab'e matter, an excellent effect is produc_
ed, as the salt has the effect when used in
small quantity to decompose the vegetable
substance and so fit it for plant food: in
large quantity, however, it serves as a
praventive of decomposition. Wood ashes

are also most valuable for pasture lands,
sweetening the grass and euriching the
soil, and for this purpose they will give
infinitely larger returns than the too com-
mon disposal of them to the manufacturer
of soap or potash.

THE CARE OF COLTS.

Few who urndertake to raise horses have
any due impression as to the amount of
care and attention required thoroughly to
develop these animals in the earlier stages
of their history. A full grown horse may
suffer from neglect or 11l-usage for a time,
and afterwards fully regamn all that has
been lost, bat a colt that receives a check
or is badly treated in any way will be af-
fected all through life. Its growing will
be retarded, its powers of endurance les-
sened, and its capacity for usefulness di-
minlshed during its whole. career.

Many colts are permanently stunted be-
fore birth, for want of sufficient nourish-
ing food being supplied to the mother,
and the same fatal mistake is often made
after the foal's birth. A pregnant or
nursing mother has to eat for two, and
should be fed accordingly. Serious mis-
chief is often done by the summer drought
when a mare and foal, turned out to grass,
are left to forage for themselves. How-
ever good the pasture, they should have
some grain daily. The colt should be en-
couraged to eat oats at an early age, Any
one who has tried the two systems of colt-
raising, one on exclusive grass, and the
other on grass with some grain added, will
need no argument or persuasion on this
subject. If this be the case when the
pasturage is abundant, how much more is
it needful to feed grai n when the grass is
dried up, and the ground is parched and
barren? A month of short commons of
this kind will permanently stunt the most
promising colt that was ever bred.
Another mistake is that of leaving colts
in the fields too late in the fall. Seasons
differ, but most years a succession of early
frosts deprives the grass of its most nu.
tritious qualities, and renders the teed
poor. Added to this, chilly nights levy a
large tax on the animal heat, so that a
great proportion of the meagre food supply
goes to keep the creature warm, Stables
are cheaper than open fields or uncoverd
barn-yards when the weather becomes
cool. The old method of letting colts run
loose all winter is a thoroughly bad one
in every view of it. They grow up wild,
untamed, mischievous and breachy. A
colt should be halter-broken, and accus-
tomed to indoor life the first winter of its
existence. Half the trouble of breaking
them in, as it is termed, may be saved by
their being civilized and domesticated from
the beginning. Instead of a great revolu-
tion being made in their habits, when ser-
vice is wanted from them, there is only a
1 ttle more to learn when they are put to
work.

“‘Too much bether” is the usual plea
when suggestions of this kind are made,
to which the reply is, Do not undertake
to raise horses if it is ““too much bother”
to do the thing asit ought to be done.
Whatever is worth doing at all is worth
doing well. This is especially true of
raising live stock, and more especially of
horses, the noblest and best of the stock
reared on our farms,

Feepixe ror A CoLr.—Give a colt
nearly a gallon of good oats, half a pint
of split peas and a quarter a pint of crush-
ed linseed morning and night, mixed
with bay chaff. Allow him a good sup-

ply of sweet hay, a fair amount of exersise
without fatigning him, and a f ew carrots
in the middle of the day. Give hima
bran mash, not too wet, or a little dry
bran oceasionally by way of change. It
would be perhaps as well to save a few
feeds of the oats from morning and night
feeds to give at mid-day with some chaff
and the carrots,

Tue Ricar Kixp o¥ A Cavry.,—Ia se-
lecting a churn, says T. D. Cartis, be sure
and get large enough. It should not be
more than one-third full of cream, if the
easiest, most speedy and most satisfactory
results are desired. Do not give too swift
a motion. If you do you will prolong the
time of churning, if you do not prevent it
altogether. Forty or forty.five revolu-
tions a uinute is usually fast enough.
Give just that motion to a revolving churn
which will carry the cream to the top of
the churn and permit it to fall with a
swashing thud,

Lambs atter weaning thrive best by
frequently shifting them to fresh pasture,
which must not b2 strongor succu'ent,
and they should have ready access to
water. Salt should also be given at fre-
quent intervals, and preparations for their
winter food should begin early enough for
gradual change before the setting in of
the winter season,

For ACow Givise Broony MiLK.—
Administer half a pound of Epsom salts
and afterwards a dose of four drachms of

nitrate of soda daily for one week,
