A distﬂguished. Visitor.

Sir Thos. Henry Grattan Esmonde, M.
P. visited St. John, on Friday and re-
mained until Sunday night. He held a
reception at the Royal Hotel on Saturday
afternoon and addressed a public meeting
in Mechanic’s Institute in the eveaning.
The latter event is reported in the 7'cle-
graph as follows:—

A very large audience assembled in the
Mechanics'Institute in the evening, to
hear Sir Thomas talk upon Irish affairs.
He was introduced to the audience by
Presiaent James Barry of the Irish Liter-
ary and Benvolent society, who took oc-
casion to thauk those present for their at-
tendance and their interest in the affairs
of Ireland. The Irish people at the pres-
ent time needed all their sympathy, be-
cause of the inhuman treatment accorded
them by the present government.

Sir Thomas received a very warm wel-
come which he acknowledged gracefully.
His address lasted for about an hour, and
was a very deliberate and calm statement
of Irish troubles,and the efforts of the na-
tionalist party to better them. He talked
in a conversational way,received a very at-
tentive hearing, and frequent and enthusi-
astic applause. He said he had heard of
the warmth of the Irishmen of St. John,
but his reception was warmer than he
had anticipated. The chairman had said
that Ireland needed a'l their sympathy

That was true in every respect. At the
present time the coercion act was the
constitution of Ireland and according to
som e gentlemen would remain forever,
tle did not think that if the people of St:
John were governed by the coercion act
they would be as loyal as they were to-
day They would be diseatistied if the
dominion pailiament prohibited them
from holding public meetings and their
newspaper editors from publishing any"
thing agamnst the government.

In districts of Ching Chow and
Chen Chow no less than three thousand
large villages are stated to have been en-
gulfed in a very few moments, and scarce-
ly any of their ill-fated people had time
to save themselves. The extent ef the
disaster will be better understood when it
is learned that an extent of country mu-h
larger than the whole principality of
Wales and much more thickly populated,
is now a raging sea and that all its inhab-
tants are either drowned or have fled,

The people so terribly visited cannot
number far short of the whole population
of Ireland, as the province includes
about twenty-five million inhabitants,
with an area of sixty-five housand square
miles, and the waters of theriver now
cover between eight and ten thousand
square miles. According to the most
trustworthy authorities the loss of life
will be numbered literally by hundreds of
thousands, while the starving people
must amount to many millions, who are
atterly beggared and depending for sub-
istence upon the charity of others. 'T'he
Emperor contributed immense sums for
the relief of the sufferers.

Salisbury at Liverpool.

Liverroor, Jan. 11.—Lord Salisbury
arrived here to-iay and spoke to 5,000
persons. Many thousands unable to gain
admittance waited for the appearance of
Salisbury,sang patriotic songs, and cheer-
ed the Unionist leaders. A prominent
feature of Salisbury's speech was . his
dubious utterances in regard to free trade,
due to the fact that Liverpool is the
strongest centre of the fair trade move-
ment. Salisbury said the Gladstomans
relied upon the conviction that Ireland
was ungovernable and had directed their
policy towards securing the fulfilment of
that imagination. Glalstons had pro-
phesied that the Conservatives woull
eventually give home rule to Ircland,
their defence of the union being insincere
Let the Gladstonians consider the spirit
f the Unionists, many of whom had sunk
every party and personal consideration to
preserve the country against Gladstonism,
Never was the principle of national umion
wmore sincerely held. The Unionists were
convinced that Ireland would, sooner or
later, become thoroughly consolidated
with Great Britain and peacefully and
prosperously exist under the same legisla-
ture and the same laws, paying the same
esp-ct to the law and enjoying equal Iib-
erty.

Managzement of Manure.

Farmers waste money. It is true they
lo not waste it directly, or many of them
knowingly, but they certainly waste their
manure, which is equivalent to money.
It seems strange that so much waste is
tolerated by intelligent farmers. Ia these
days of agricultaral progress and agricul-
tural papers every farmer shonld know
how to take care of his barnyard, and
yet how often do we pass by yards that
speak plainly of ne:lect and waste.

Manure is composel of the solil and
liquid excrement of animals, mixed with
the lister used for bedding. A very great
deal depends on the animal itself. A
young animal requires a vast amount of
food to baild up and strengthen the sys-
temn, A working animal also requires a
great leal to supply the waste of muscle,
and therefore these animals produce ia-
ferior manure,

Animals that are being
fattened produce avery superior manure,
being unable to assimilata all the food
given them. Some kinds of food make
better manures than others.
make rich manures and poor food poor
manures

Again, the manure of horses is very hot
and dry, that of cattl: very coll and wet,
while that of hogs is intermediate Now,
if these manures are kept separate the
first is likely to heat, and the most valu-
able part of it will escape inty the air
and be lost, leaving behind a pile of white
and almost useless material. 'frue, this
may be prevented by allowing cattle and
horses to tramp it down solidly in the
pile.

The proper way is to have the yard
slizhtly hollew in the midle, so that the
liquid may run to the centre and be ah-
sorbed. Some may object, saying it will
keep the yarl muddy. Bat if a good
layer of straw be placed in it early in the
fall it will prevent this, and besides, the
edge of the yard is where the mud is to
be found. In many yards the buiilings
are not provided with eavetroughs, and
the rain water is aliowed to d:luge the
yard and wash off much of its strength.
Baildings shon!d provided with
troughs particalarly on the barnyard sile.
For sandy soils the manure requires to
be well rotted, and shoull not be ap-
plied till the crop is ready to use it, other-
wise it will be lost.
