The 

Council had no legal power to pay ac- 

counts for prosecution of Scott Act cases 

“out of the money paid in for fines. Leg- 

fslation was intended to carry out some 

~ certain thing and somebody must be ap- 

pointed to perform that duty. It appear- 

d to him that the only way was to carry 

out the law by the appoinment of an in- 

spector, and if he, in carrying out the law, 

incurred expenses they could be paid out 

‘of fines. All constables and policemen, as 

well as inspectors, were competent to 

‘prosecute as stated, but that it wes com- 

petent for private individuals to be paid 

out of the fines for their spyism he could 

not believe, and the local act provided a 

way ef getting over the difficulty by ap- 

pointing an inspector. Mr. Thomson had 

failed to strike the point advanced by him. 

The Dominion law was ambiguous and 

the local government stepped in and leg- 

islated to perfect the Canada Temper- 

ance Act. The law provided that you 

“could appoint an inspector, and when 

such legal officer was appointed the Scott 

Act funds could be expended in further- 

ing the carrying ont of that Act.

Smith addressed the Council on 

the subject of the excessive stumpage tex 

levied by the local Government, refer- 

ring to the decline of lumber exports 

from the North Shore, the adverse con- 

ditions under which the trade here was 

carried on in the matter of freights, ice- 

closed ports, etc., the discrimination by 

‘the local governmert against the nor- 

_thern counties in giving provincial aid to 

railways, ete. In the latter connection 

‘he took up the claim made in some 

«quarters that the L C. R. was a Domi. 

mion work for the benefit of the northern 

counties which the local government had 

40 offset with similar works in southern 

wounties, and showed that there was not 

only more mileage of the I. C. R. outside, 

of the four northern counties than within 

them, but that the Dominion Government 

~ diseriminated in favor of St. John as 

against the northern eounties in carrying 

flour, pork and other lumbering suppliee 

from the West; and while they carried 

coal at losing rates from Spring Hill to 

Chaundiere Junction, the best rates for 

lumber from the North to St. John were 

_prohibitory so far as being of any assis- 

"tance in enabling our lumbermen to avail 

themselves of St. John as a winter port 

for shipping their stock was concerned.

exert their tullest influence in that body

It was true that under 
the impetus and moral effect of the Coun- 
cil’s action in appointing an inspector, and 
of the fact thatthe Inspector had vigor- 
ously performed his duties until stopped 
by the highest legal authority, private 
prosecutors had, subsequently, been en- 
couraged to continue his work, but when 
these parties and their sympathisers not 
only censured the Council because its In- | 
spector was prevented by high authority

Coun. Smith asked the opinion of the 

Secy-Treasurer as to whether, in the 

event of petitions being circulated for the 

repeal of the Act, the expenses thereof 

could be legally paid out of Scott Act 

funds ? 
Sec.-Treas. said they could not. 

Coun. Jones said the amount to the 

credit of the Scott Act fund was $607.30, 

and the bills to be paid $1074.78. 

Coun. Robinson gave his reasons for 

agreeing to report rs the committee had 

dove. The money they had had to pay 

tingent fund, and he thought it could be 

used to replace it, if the ratepayers had 

to pay the former inspector, why could 

not this money go to it?

~sonfessed that he had misgivings as to the 

prohibitive effect of the Act in the County 

after it had been tried for a few years, 

but was willing, after the local act 

providing for the appointment of 

inspectors bad been passed, to assist 

in the trial of that further experiment 

for the suppression of the liquor traffic. 

He was the more willing to do this be- 

cause the gentleman who had been per- 

mitted to come before the Council on that 

occasion to speak for the temperance or- 

ganizatians had—with apparent sincerity 

—asked that this further experiment 

should be tried, and that geotlemen dis- 

tinctly said that if an infpector was ap- 

pointed and he did not succeed in having 

the Scott Act respected, the temperance 

organizations would consent to abandon 

that method for carrying out their views.

local enactments. The tendencies of the | 
times and business considerations, aided 
by moral svasion, were the most potent 
temperance agencies The attempts to 
enforce the Scott Act had not lessened 
the traffic, but driven it to obscure dens, 
where the young were being debauched 
and poisonous hquor sold. Respectable 
people were driven out of the trade, and 
while the evils of the traffic were not 
lessened, those who were enjoying its illi- 
cit fruits were protected from contributing 
to the County funds for licenses, because 
it pleased a certain class of prohibitionists 
to have the Scott Act nominally in force, | 
He had no part in the proposals of this 
committee and recognised that they had 
gone entirely too far in their recommend- 
ations, He, therefore, moved that the 
last clause of the report recommending the 
amount on hand be placed to the credit of 
the contingent fund be expunged and the 
report handed back to the committee for 
amendment. Carried. 
On motion council adjourned for 20 

minutes to allow the committee to bring 
in their amended report. 
Coun. Jones presented the report of 

the committee to whom was referred the 
accounts of prosecutors under the Canada 
Temperance Act, as follows —

He cou 
not vete to put the money into the con- 
tingent fund. 
Coun Hayes (Blackville) made a humor- 

ous speech, which was condemned as out 
of order. 
Coun Ryan said it would be more rea- 

sonable to take the Scott Act fund to pay 
Mr. Vye, the duly appointed Inspector of 
the Council, then to take it for the pay- 
ment of private brosecutions. He showed 

that in the Scott Act Committees accounts 
there were sums put down as paid to him 
as witness fees which were never so paid. 
Coun Bransfield said $500 was taxed on 

the county for the payment of the in- 
spector and instead of its being paid to 
hm we took money that did not belong 
to us for the purpcse. He didn’t know 
anything about these accounts, whether 

F they were correct or not. 
Coun Smith said the fines were appro- 

propriated by law to the payment of costs 
of prosecutions, and it was proposed to 

appropriate the fund to something else. 
The prosecutions were largely undertaken 
in consequence of the appointment of an 
Inspector, and it was only right ani just 

that the bills which had been incurred in 
making these prosecutions should be paid 
out of the fines collected. 
The Warden said $114 too much had | 

been taken from the Scott Act fund for 
the contingent fund. Now it was pro-
