At 3 o’clock in the dark morning as she
lay at anchor in the bay, with her fires
banked, the Blanco Encalada lookout dis-
covered a light to seaward, which events
soon proved to be the electric search
light of a government torpedo boat, the
Almirante Condell. The light was tem-
porarily obseured by clouds, but in a few
minutes two small vessels were discover-
ed bearing down on the Encalada, the
other vessel being the Alinirante Lynch,
another torpedo boat. The officers and
crew of the Encalada were quickly in
position, but the Condell discharged the
tirst torpedo, whiich missed its object, the |
Condell at the same time opening fire
with her Hotchkiss guns, in which she
was similarly followed by the Almirante
Lynch. The Encalada at this time was
compared to a huge whale attacked on
either slde by swordfish. The Lynch
next sent a torpedo at the Kncalada,
which missed, as did also one sent by the
Encalada at the Lynch. The Condell
then fired two more torpedoes, both of
which went wide of the mark, and in re-
turn received a shot from one of the En-
calada’s heavy guns, which killed four
men and shattered the rear smokestack,
the storm of projectiles from the Hotch-
kiss and other guns in the meantime
making sad havoc with the upper works
of the Encalada, and covering her decks
with killed and wounded. Twice more
did the Lynch send out torpedces unsue-
cessfully, the two torpedo boats constant-
ly changing their position around the
cruiser.

Eilsct of the Promier's Death upca the
Goverament.

[Toronto Ma1l.)

Four British Premiers since the begin-
ning of the century have died in oftice—
Pitt, Percival (who was murdered), Can-
ning, and Lord Palmerston. The Duke
of Portland, Lord Liverpoa!, and Lord
Derby were compelled to vetire by ill-
health. Lord Liverpool was'so complete-
ly stricken down by parslysis that his re-
tirement may almost be reckoned among
the death vacancies. When he resigned
he was past tendering any responsible
advice as to the succession.  Lord Derby,
before his retirement, and while in the
fullest sense he was still the responsible
Minister of the Crown, had advised the
Queen to call in Mr. Disraeli. We men-
tion this particularly to shut out any idea
so untenable as that of a bLequest in any
form by a deceased Premier of the first
place in the State. Advice given to the
Crown must be responsible, and respon-
sibility ends with life. Testamentary
disposition is as completely out of the
question as nomination by a party cauecus
or a conclave of Ministers without a head.

When Pitt died, his Government came
to an end,.and the King was compelied to
send for Greenville and Fox. The as-
sassination of Percival was followed by a
sort of interregnum, in which negotiations
for a coalition Government and for the ad-
mission of the Whig leaders to office were
carried on, the other Ministers retaining
their places meanwhile; but these negotia-
tions having failed, the King promoted
Lord Liverpool from the Colonial Secretary-
ship to the place of First Lord of the
Treasury and Prime Minister. When Lord
Liverpool received his deathstroke, the dis-
cordant sections of the Government which
his personal influence had held together fell
asunder and a brief suspension of the
Premiership ensued. The King, who it
must be remembered at that time still
exercised personal power, decided at last in
favour of Canning. The members of the
Anti-Catholic section then resigned and a
Government under Canuning was formed.
When Canning died the King retained his
Ministry, promoting Goderich, who had
been Colonial Sccretary,to the Premiership.
But the precedent which, as the most
rec-nt and the only one falling within the
strictly constitutional period, is most ap-
plicable toour case is that of the death of
Lord Palmerston. On that occasion the
Queen tendered the Premiership, in the
words of the ‘““Annual Register,” which
was known to be written by a coustitutional
-expert, ‘““te the most prominent and ex-
“perienced member of the Government,”
who in that instance was Lord Russell.
This is the reasonable as well as the ap-
proved course. It was in unison with it that
the Governor-General of Canada, on the de-
mise of Sir Etienne Tache, tendered the
Premiership in the first instance to Sir John
Macdonald as the senior member of the
Government. Thereis no good reason for
breaking up a Government which commands
a majority in Parliament, while it would be

and take a man who was a stranger to its
policy and responsibilities, still more to go
outside Parliament and take one who at the
time had no pledge of m:_b)ic confidence to
offer and was without conseitutional creden-
tials of any kind. In the present instance
the appointment of one who was not in Par-
liament would be doubly improper, since he
could not get himself elected in time to lead
the Government during the rest of the ses-
sion, and to pass the Supplies. The intro-
duction of a head from outside, moreover,
would constitute a practical change of Gov-
ernment, and as such would eutail a fresh

declaration of policy, and an early appeal
to the country.

The most prominent ami experienced
member of the present Cabinet is Sir Hector
Langevin. But he iswnder an impeach-
ment, pending which he must be considered
provisionally disqualified for the headship
of the nation. In truth, he would show a
keener sense of propriety and even a firmer
confidence in his own: innocence by trans-
ferring his degmrtment and its records for
the time to ether hands. Next to him
comes Sir Jobn Thompson, who seems to be
generally regarded as the natural person to
carry on the Government. Carried on the
Government, must be, since there is now
only one month left wherein to grant the
Supplies.
not feel himself strong enough to remain
permanently at the head of the Adminis-
tratiom, with the forces which he at present
commands, he will probably see that it is
his duty to hold the Premiership as it were
in commendam. in order that the public
business may not saffer.

Whether a Cabinet is formally dissolved
by the death of its head we leave to con-
stitutional metaphysicians to
That itis not necessarily broken up our
examples show. Of course it cannot with-
out a head give its collective advice to the
Crown.

The members of the Cabinet are not re-
quired on a change of the Premiership to
go to their constituencies for re-election.
No re elections took place after the death of
Lord Palmerston or the retirement of Lord
Derby, though Mr. Disracli, in dismissing
Lord Chelmsford, who had been Lord
Derby’s Chancellor, and sabstituting Lord
Cairns, asserted his right to deal with the
case as that of the formation of a new Gov.
ernment. The Cabinet is as a body still un-
known =0 the law, which recognizes no
jouncil of the Sovereign but the now
antiquated Privy Council. A change in the
headship of the Cabinet, therefore, does not
affect the position of the members in the eye
of the law or bring their retention of office
under anew Prime Minister within the
purview of the statute respecting elect ons.
Of the Premiership, though really equivalent
to the Presidency of the United States,
British law takes no cognizance whatever. In
the eye of British law the head of the British
Government is still the King. The question
as to the necessity of re-election, however,
seems to be settled in our own case by the
Canadian statute which was so grossly
abused in the performance of the ‘‘Double
Shufflle.”

Dominioa Parliament.

——

Orrawa, June 3.—In the House of
Commons to-day Mr. Bowers, of Digby,
moved for reports relating to the herring
fishery of the Bay of Fundy. He claim-
ed taat the herring fishery had been fail-
ing and that this involved the failure of
other [isheries, and he thought the failure
was due to imperfect protection and the
destruction of small fish at the mouth of
the bay. Heread from the report of fish-
ery officer Pratt to su:tain his view.

M. i12z>n reminded the house that he
Ead himself deals with the question in his
speech on the address. He adhered to
the opinion expressed then, and read let-
ters from an intelligent fisherman in his
county attributing the condition of thinga
to brush weirs and the sirdine business.

M. Skinner spoke to the same effect,
refecring to the winter herring fisheries,
which this year were an entire failure and
in former years were exceedingly im-
portant and profitable.

Mr. Forb:s (Queens, N. S.) took this
opportunity to expliin that if the govern-
ment had not protected the fisheries it
had not done its duty, therefore on the
assertion of the St. John members the
government had not done its duty.

The Minister of Fisheries promised to
bring down the papers asked for. At the
same time he would inform the mewmbers
who had discnssed this matter that a solu-
tion of the question was not quite so sim-
ple as might be supposed, and that the
fishery officers were not agreed in opinion
either as to ths cavse or remedy of the
decline in the fisheries. The fishermen of
the Bay of Fundy differed 1n opinion on
the question. It must be remembered
that the sardine fishing was a large busi-
r.ess and a great source of revenue to the
weir fishermen engaged in it. It was far
from certain that the sardine business
seriously injured the herring tishery. Ha
was glad to hear the snggestions and cpin
ions of the members, but was not convine-
ed thet more interference with the fisher-
men was desirable than now.

Mr. Gilmor tovk issue with the advo-
cates of more protection. He thought
the ocean was full of fish. For some rea-
son they did not come to certain places at
certain times, but there was no ground
for the supposition that the killing of
small fish had anything to do with it.
He remembered when there was no win-
ter fishing on the bay at all. There was
no reason to suppose that small bay her-
ring, if spared, would ever reappear as
big bay herting. [t was all very well to
protect the fishery, but the fishermen
should not he prevented from catching
fish.

Mr. Kaulbach thought Mr. Gilmor was
not quits correct as to the necessity of
protecting small fish,

In the McGreevy case before the
privileges committee to-day Michael
Connolly was examined. He had pro-
cured the books of the Larkin-Connolly
firm, of which concern he and his brother
are now the only mecrabers. The books
in the chest were in na adjoining room in
the custody of Connolly. Connolly
pointel out the books he had brought
which were on the shelves behind him.
He also offered to identify papers, and ex-
plain any items bearing on the enquiry.
He would submit 2he books to inspection
while he was present and would attend
with them whemnever required, but would
not consent to Jeave them with the com-
mittee for general examination. It was
explained by himself and Mr. Ferguson,
his counsel. that the books contained
records of much private business outside
the range of this enquiry, and that it
would be injurious to the firm to have
these matters thrown open to what must
be regarded as public inspection.

A general discussion arose, during
which Mr. Edgar moved that all books
and papers brought by Connolly should be
left open to the inspection of the members
of the committee, forty-two in all, with
their counsel and experts. The last part
of the resolution was, after discunssion,

Sir Join Thompson prepared a reso-
loticn getting forth that the books had
been procured and that the witness re-
fused to allow them to be produced for
marking and identification. This report
was to be submr ted to the house, which,
it was presumed, would give orders ap-
propriate to a person in contempt of the
house. The rule in sitch cases, it may be
remarked, is t» iprison the ron-
temptuous person in a strong room in the
tower.

At this point De, Weldon of Albert and
Mr. McLeod of St. John raised the point
that the course contemplated was impor-
tant and it was worth while to find out,
first, whether the committee had power
to take possession of private property
brought here by a man under subpwena.
[t was pointed out that the books had
records of many contracts and transactions
which the firm might well desire to shield
from the inspection of other contractors or
competitors, who might use them for
business advantages.

Confronted with Mr. Elgar’s resolu-
tion, hastily adopted at the beginning of
the session, Dr. Weldon admitted its
force and moved a raconsideration until
the committee discovered its powers in
the premises.

Orrawa, June 4.—The Speaker took
the chair at 3 o’zlock.

Mr. Bacron introdaced a bill to amend
the Electoral Franchise Act. He explaio-
ed that there was now some doubt as to
what date the revising officer should cease
to receive names. His bill would fix the
date at August 1.

The bill was read a first time.

Mr. Charlton moved the second reading
of his Act respecting the beiter observa-
tion of the Lord’s day. The object of the
measure was to have the Sabbath set
apart as a day of rest. To prevent any
man from having the Sabbath as a day of
rest was wronz. It was enjoined by the
Decalogue that the Sabtath should be a
day of rest, and that provision should be
embodied in our civil law in the same
way as the enactments against wmurder
and theft. The state had the right to es-
tablish holidays, and there wa3 the same
right to establish a day of rest. There
need be no interference with the liberiy
of the subject, as that liberty was now
understood. This law was demanded by
the Protestants and the labor organiza-
tions of Canada. He quoted from the
words of Pope Leo XIII, to show that
the Catholic members of the House
should be just as anxious as Protestants
to have the Sabbath set apart as an abso-
lute day of rest. A weekly day of free-
dom feom work was necessary for every
man. Mr. Henry George and Mr.
Powderiy believed that no interest would
suffer in the enc from the stoppage of all
railway trains and boats. The first six
clauses of his bill were levellel againt
horse racing, sports, hunting and fishing.
These might be dealt with by the prov-
inces and could be struck out. The
seventh clause prohibited the publishing
of Sunday newspapers ; the eighth. the
opening of the canals, except from 1st of
November ; the ninth, the opening of
post-offices ; the tenth, the running of
railway trains, except under special cir-
cumstances, and the eleventh was against
excarsioas. [n concluding a two hours
speech, he emphasized the contention that
a day of rest every week was a nataral
need and a right, and shoull be protect-
ed by law.

—-— e

Sir Jobhn Thompson believed there
would be no one found to take exception
to the propositions which Mr. Charlton
had laid down, namely, that there should
be a day of rest, and that such a day
should have the support of the law, but it
was not probable that there were many in
the House who would foilow him in his
deduetion. Nearly every claase of the
bill was clearly withia the jurisdiction of
the provinces and municipalities, and a
serious question aross as to how far it
might be prudent to legis'late upon mat-
ters which had already been dealt with
by these authorities. The first thing to
be clearly understood was the state of
provincial law on these subject+, and hav-
ing that knowledge it might be thought
better to leave matters as they are. He
would propose, therefore, that the bill be
read a second time and referred to a select
committee for the purpose of ascertaining
the state ot provincial and municipal law
apon the subject under consideration.
There were at the same time propositions
in the bill which could hardly be assented
to by the House. The clause relating to
newspapers would practically prevent the
issue of Monday newspapars—(hear,
hear)—and the clauses relatinz to canals
and railways ealled for very careful con-

sideration. With regard to railways, the
provisions were both severe and
anomalons, Mr. Charlton would allow

the running of certain passenger trains
and a milk train. He would zalso allow
American freight to be carried, but not
Canadian. A train carrying with it one
car of Canadian freight might run along
without interference until the Sabbath
came, and then the Canadian car would
have to be laid off, while the rest of the
train p-oceeded ; or while railway com-
panies wight receive freight at the
border, they could not carry it there from
inland points. He could not see why
there should be this discrimination
against oar own goods, while we propos-
ed to carry our neighbours’. For these
reasons, and others which would be
obvious, he moved the reference of the
bill to a select committee. The bill hav-
ing passed its second reading this motion
was agreed to.

Mr. Edgar moved the second reading
of his bill respecting the Electoral Fran-
chise Act. The central aim of his measure
was to carry into law the principle of one
man oue vote, by providing for a resi-
deutal franchise, while mnaking such pro-
visions as would not deprive any one of
his proper rights. Property would al-
ways have its weight. Ifa mar had
tenants and treated them properly they
might be depended wupon to vote in his
interest.

Str John Thompson did not believe this
bill would b»e adopted by the House.
There was one point of commendation in
it, however, and that was that it wonld
preveut a repetition of the spectacle
which was witnessed during the last elec-
tion. That spectacle was the bringing to
this country of 2,00) voters who had
taken up their residence in the Uaited
States, free of charge, by a great railway
corporation, to disturb our setilers by
shouting political cries as they passed
along. (Cheers.) Bat that evil was met
by the bill of Mr. Wood, of Brockville,
without mopping it up with general fran-
chise matters. The Franchise Act asit
stinds recognized property qual.fication
in the vote, and that vote might send a
member to this House who had no
property at all. With all respest to Mr.
Eilgar, he held that if a man had property
in Hamilton and property in Toronto,the
one was jnst as mach at stake in the
legislation of this House as the other; and
it was the brains which that property sus-
tained that was at the back of the votes.
Mr. Edgar had admitted that by simul-
taneous voting the evils which the bill
aimed to correct were reduced to a
minimam. Under these circumstances,
and beciuse the bill was at variance with
an Act that had been again and again
affirmed, he would move that it be read
this day six months.

Hon, Mr. Mills defended the principle of
the bill, and claimed that it was a necessary
amendment to the Franchise Act. No maa
should have more than one vote.

Hon, Me. Tupper pointed out that the
bill provided that a voter must be domiciled
in the riding where he exercises his fran-
chige, so that although he owned exteusive
property in one riding and happened to live
in another, he would have no right to vgte
on his chief possession. The Franchise Act
might require improvement, but this was
not a step in the right direction.

Mr. Davies reasoned that the word
‘““domicile” might be struck out without im-
pairing the principle of one man one vote.
Mr. Cockburn pointed out that the
Franchise Act had worked well thus far dur-

ing two elections, It was astonishing that
Mr. Edgar and Mr. Mills should support a
Government in Ontario which only gave two-
thirds of a vote to each man in Toronto,
(Laughter and applaus:.)

Mr. Wood, of Brockville, explained that -
his bill, now on the order paper, was aimed

to prevent non-residents of the Dominion

from voting in our elections, and would

correct one of the evils dealt with in Mr.

Edgar’s bill. The Dominion Fraachise Acs

was superior to the Oatario measure, be-

cause the latter required the voter to be

domiciled within his riding up to the day of

the election.

Mr. Paterson complained that property
qualification gave an advaotage to one class
over another.

Col, Denison drew attention to the fact

that the Liberals in Opposition here wanted

every man to have a full vote, but these
same Liberals in Toronto, where they had
power, gave each man only two-thirds of a
vote. There was no justice in giving the
same right to a man who could pack up his

bag and leave at a moment’s notice as to
the man who had a stake in the country. o
Dr. Landerkin chided Mr. Wood, of
Brockville, for endeavoring to have a.law

It was a fact that there were more
names in some of the Dominion franchise
lists than were to be found in the much
vaunted Oatario lists, The priuciple of
property qualification was a good one aad
should be maintained.

Mr. Dapont replied to Mr. Choqutte, and
pointed out the werits of the present Domin-
Franchise Act in it8 operations iz Quebec.

Mr. Brodear and Amyot followed, speak-
ing in French, in support of the biil.

Mr. Edgar, in closing the debaté, said he
failed to see that any good reason had been
advanced against his bill,
Jobn Thompson’s amendment was carried by
a vote of 109 to 77. Messrs. Monet, Savard
and Vaillancourt voting with the Govern-
ment.

At 11.20 the House adjourned.
