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Premier Blair at Chatham. 

Oa Thursday evening fast, Hon. A. G. 
Blair, Attorney-General, aud Premier of 

New Brunswick, addressed a public meet- 

ing in Masonic Hall, Chatham. The 

audience completely filled the hall and a 
number of prominent gentlemen occupied 

the platform. 

H. 8. Miller, Esq., occupied the Chair, 

and in introducing the premier, referred 

to the fact that he (Mr. Miller) wa very 

8)0a to remove from Chatham, it being 

his intention to return to Engiand and he 

took occssion to express his high apprecia- 

tion of the kindness and good-will always 

manifested towards him on the Mi ami- 

chi, and said he would carry with him the 

most appreciative recollections of the 

manliness aud fair play which character- 

jsed its men, whatever might be their 
political differences. He explained that 

a number of citizens, learning that Mr. 

Blair was to visit Bathurst on public bu-i- 

ness, had taken advantage of the oppor- 

tunity to invite him to address a putle 

meeting at Chatham, and he, having 

kindly consented, would now be heard. 

The meeting was not a wolitical one, in 

an electioneering rense, but had. sunply 

been called to afford our people an oppor- 

tupity of hearing from the premier him- 

self something conzerning public affairs iv 

Mcr. Miller concluded by enlogising Mr. 

Blair's work in the people's interest, 

which had been carried on with a skill and 

ability that placed him head and shoulders 

above any man in public Life in ste prov 

ince. 
Hon. Mr. Blair began his speech by ex- 

pressing his regret that Chatham was w 

lose so worthy a citizen as Mr. Miller, and 

hoped that he would meet with prosperity 

in his fugure ra'ationships whatever the; 

might be. 
He then proceeded to deal with the 

Bathurst School question. He referre: 

to the official visit which Messrs Mitche . 

Tweedie, Ryan and himself had made 

day or two since for the investigation o! 

that subject. Not many months ag 

some of the Protestant residents of th 

place had laid before the Board of Edu- 

cation a memorial, in which they ex 

pressed their dissatisfaction with th- 

management of the schools and a desire 

that some action should te taken by th: 

Government to remedy the grievances o' 

which they complained. It was claime! 

by a Presbyterian clergyman of the 
locality that a serious encroachment ha 

been made upon the rights of the Protes- 

tant minority. He and his friends 

claimed that the school law of 1871 was 

being violated. They complained of the 
large amount of expense connected with 

the maintenance of the schools by reason 

of these encroachments. But the action 
of these gentlemen had not been limited 
simply to momorializing the Board of 

Education. -They thought the Board 

was slow in its action and they fl oded 

the newspapers with their communica 

tions and the counntry at large with the 

mest incendiary and ill advised circulars. 

More particnlarly did they lay their 

grievances before the Orange Lodges 

thronghout the Province, and, generally, 

pursned a course that was calenlated to 
inflame religious feel'ns and 1rake a 

solution of the difficnity almost im- 

possible. He thought sugh tactics shonld 
not have been pursue un:il eve y othe: 

regular and reasonable method had been 

“exhausted. Tt i 

Catholics were ready to tramp'e unde 

foot the rights and privi'ezes of thei 

Protestant neighbors; that the forme- 

were the subjects of priestly cdomin- 

ation; that the Pope was deminating the 

Government of this country and the 

school administrasion of this Province. 

Mr. Bl.ir here read extracts from the 
circular referved to, containing these in 

flimmatory sentimen's. It vas the doty 

of the Government 10 presarve tha rights 

of any and al’ classes in the community 
and 80 far as it lay within their aphere 
that duty would not be shirked by the 
present Government. If it was they 
should be removed 0 mike way fora 

Government made of iim-'r saff. The 

Government was not disposed to di-clain 

a single atom of responsibility in coninec- 

tion with the administration of the schoo! 

law. Bat living in a community where 
for years P.otestant ani Catholic had 

lived together on terms of the utmost 

cordiality and friandship. that man 

onght to weigh well the circumstances of 

‘the case before he tries to stir np sec- 

tarian at-ife. and thus destroy the com- 

fort and happiness which the pe~p'e had 
80 long enjoyed. Every reasonable effort 

shou'd be male hefore such a conrse was 

adopted and he was bound to say that 
that reasonable eff rt had not in this case 

been made. The Government were ut- 
ter!y guiltless of the charges laid against 

them in connection with the Bathurst 

schools. 
The complaints mide were three in 

namber. Fis’ it was charged that sisters 

“of charity were allowed to racoive licen- 

“ses without atten ng “he Nora S:hoo', 

“Another charge was that by reason of the 

employmen- of sistes of charity the ex- 

pense of management of the schools at 
Bathurst were excessivo. fe pointed 
out that the Gov:rnmmaent was no: respon- 
sible for either of thess comolinrs, He 
referred to the unsatifactory sate of 

things existing for many years after the 

passing of the school law of I871, by 

reason of the Catholics refusing to come 
under its operation, As a result of that 

sta‘e of affiirs a delegation of represonta- 

tive Catholics had in 1875 waited upon 
the Government of the day with certain 

proposals. The second proposal was— 
“That regnlations be mate to provide 

for the granting of licenses to persons 
holding certificates: from the suparior ot 
any rel 201s order, or where sach per- 
sons hold ro such certificates thar pro 
vision he made for the examination of 
such persons at their place of residence 
or school-rooms.” 

To that the Government replied: — 

“Any person who has andergone train- 
ing at a recog1iz>l training or normal 
school in another country, or who holds a 
diploma from a chartered c llege or uni 
versity, is elizible for examination fo: 
licen=e under reg. 30 of the regulations of 
the Bard of Elu: tion. The certificate 
of tha superior of any of the Roman 
C.itholic teching orders ia recozinzel as 

rendering the ho'der eligible for sich ex 
amination and it would not bs necessary 
for such person to atrend the Naw Brans 
wick training schoo!. Waere such cer- 
tificates are not held atten ‘ance upon th. 
training school 1s required.” 

This was the agreement reached wi h 

these Catholic representatives in 1875 and 

for 17 years it had beea in peaceful 

working operation. Yet because the 

Government refused to abrogate that reg- 

ulation they were accused of all sorts of 
crimes and m sdemeanors. 
The fourth propusal was— 
*“That provision shall be made that the 

trustees shall allow religious instruction 
to be given in the school rooms under 
their control after the regular secular 

Jat 

chool houre—said homis to be shortened 

to the extent allowed for religious in- 
struction 
To which the Government replied: — 
“It is obvious that if the trustees be 

required to allow the teacher to give de 
nomnational instruction after school to 
the pupils assembled for public purposes 
uader the authority of the schools act, the 
direct tendency of such provision would 
be to render the selection and appoint- 
ment of teachers a mater to be deter- 
mined rather by their denominational 
views than their tituess to discharge the 
specific duties required of them during 
school hours. When by unegotations 
with the governing bodies of schools ex- 
stent at the passage of the school act 
arrangements are made by trustees under 
36 Vie. Chap. 12, sec. 58, no restriction 
1s placed upon the use of the building 
after the close of the s:hool.” 

Under this arrangement the Catholics 

a'l over the Province came in under the 
school law almost in a body, and what 

had b ea a sore spot in the body politic 

was healed over. From that time down 

to the present not a particle of trouble or 

dissent had taken place. Was it not a 

lictle late in the day to attempt after 

a lapse of 17 years to revive a question 

which was then setidel? Was it no 

reason and fair play to say that if aay 

wroog had been co.mitted it was comn- 

mitted by the Government of that day 

and not by the present one? It was said 

that the Government of that day was 

asham-d of these regulations and had 

never published them, bat Mr. Blair 

showed that they had been fully adver- 

tised in the press of the Province at that 

time, had been fully discussed and by a 

general consensus of opinion had been 

approved by the people. He would say 

most unhesitatingly that the present 

Government was not prepared to revive 

the unhappy agitations of 1871, 2-3 and 

4. The peuple of this couutry had ac- 

cepted that arrangement, it was now the 

setslad law of the land, and he would be 

no party to its repeal. (Applause) 

The Premier then referred io some 

correspondence that had taken place be- 

tween the Presbytery of Chatham, for 

which body he entertained no feeling save 

those of the highest respects, and nimselt 

last summer.

He had felt no little surprise when he 
received this communication, under date 

o’ Jaly 15h, from the Presbytery. How 

the Government conld be accused of be- 

ing guilty of a weak and discreditable 

proceeding. for doing that #nich had 

been uniformly dome for 17 

years in this Province he entirely failed 

to understand. To that communication 

he had replied, and some months later, 

under date of October 9th, he received 

another letter frown the committee of the 

Presbytery (which he read to the wmeet- 

ing), in which it was said that he (the 

Attorney-General) had entirely musap- 

prehended the Presbytery’s demand, 
which was that the aladministration in 

school affiirs af Bathurst should be in- 

ves igated. Thus the Presbytery had 

shif ed its ground entirely, in the first 

instance complaining that the Govern- 

ment was peddling the educational ma- 

chinery about the Province, and was 

guilty of a weak and discreditable pro- 

ceeding, and in the next setting forth 

that the real ground of their complaint 

was the employmeut of an excessive 

number of teachers a- Ba hurst. As to 

this matter the point was fairly debata- 

ble. He was of opinion, himself, that 

the staff o teachers employed at Ba h- 

urst wight be reduced by one, and he 

and his colleagues had been led to be- 

lieve that the trustees of Bathurst, with 

whom the matter entirely laid, and who 

were acting entirely within their right, 

were willing in defe ence to the wishes 

of the Protestant portion of the com- 

munity to decrease the teaching staff by 

one, and so apportion the grades that 

it would not be necessary that Protes. 

tant children should be sent to the con- 

vent school. He sympathized fully with 

the complaint of the people as to the 

burden of taxation they have to bear, 

but that was a matter resting entirely 

with the board of school trustees itself.

There were, besides, 

ome heavy demands upon the Public 

Works Department for bridges, which 
had to be mer. In fact, there was noth. 

ing in the deficit to cause slirm—nothing 

in the public expenditures of which the 
government was afraid or ashamed, for 

they were all incurred in the peoples in- 
t.res' and would meet with their sanc- 

tion. 

He. next dealt with the proposition to 

assist the revenue of the proviuce hy a 

license system embracing banks, ‘tele- 

graph, telephone and insurance companies, 

ate, and sad the government looked 

forward als», after the expiration of the 

present lumber leases, to the real zation 

of quite a snm from the general gale of 

Cro +n Lands to be made, which would 

bulance any revenue shortage of 1893 and 

he expected, by the end of the term of 

the present house, to be able to ehow that 

the income had balanced the expenditure, 

not of eourse counting the increase of the 

public debt—which he proceeded to ex- 
plain as he had done at Sussex. He a'so 

showed how the executive expenses had 

heen re tuced by this Government and the 

controllable expenditure kept down—the 

cost of legisla‘ion alons being reduce 1 by 

£3 000 as compared with that under the 

late government—aud pointed with pride 

to the aid given to the agricultural inter- 

est in the importation of stock and the 

large expenditure in the people's interest 

on their roads and bridges and other 

public services. 

le contrasted the road and bridge system 

of Ontario, with that of this Province showing 

that while the people of the former province 

were directly taxed for the building and 

maintenance of their bridges and public 
roals, some $200,000 of provincial money 

were spent for such work in New Brunswick 

each year. He paid a high compliment to 

the integrity and efficiency of Chief Com- 

missioner Ryan, who duriag his ten years of 

administration of office had expended more 

thau $2,000,000 +n public works, aud yet no 

charge or imputation of a single wrong action 

ously, had 

ever been made against him, wor had there 
ben a breath of scandal, or suspicion 
against his administration. This was a mat- 

ter of pride and gratification, especially io 

view of the charges of so much wrong doing 

in other provinces ; and even the opposition 

in connection with that great 

have owned that they wonld always take 
his word for what he said, for he was a man 

of n flinching integ ity and sterling houesty. 
The a tminis ration of proviaciil affairs by 
this Government was both honest ana eco- 

nom-cal, aod furnished no ground for severe 

criticism or con Jemaation.

Refer:ing to the fact of the

quate rate of 33,200 per mile, he said the 

effect was to create demands for farther aid 

upon the treasuries of the provinces. These 

demands the local governments were unable 

to resist because of the representatives of 

the people interested combining together to 

enforce them, and the provinces were thus 
called upon to assume burdens which should 

be altogether borne by the Dominion. He 

had discussed the subject with gentlemen 

connected with the federal government, and 

protested against the course of the latter in 

this rogard, feeling that it was necessary to 

do sin the interests of the perpetuity of 

the Union. Quebec had now a debt of $30,- 

000,000, much of which had been forced 

upon it in the manner stated, and the result 

of such a policy must be either the wrecking 

of the Union or the readjustment of the Do. 

minion aid and allowanc:s now given to the 

provinces. 

He would not trench on Domiuion affairs, 

because his Government was a kind of 

happy family, composed of both liberals and 

conservatives, but, he felt called upon to say 

a word in defence of Mr, Laurier, leader of 

the liberal party, against the aspersions of a 

gentleman who, speiking at Amherst the 

other day, said Mr. Laurier had made a cor- 

rupt bargain to hand over the Dominion 

reasury to the several provinces. He re- 

ferred to the Queber convention cf premiers 

and membe.s of local governments, and said 

no sach raid had been proposed, or comtem. 

plated. They met to devise some general 

plan to save the provinces from encioach- 

ments upon their rights by the general Gov- 

ernment. After that they came to a unani- 

mous agreement as to what would be fair in 

the way of a readjustment of the financial 

arrangements bet ween the Domivion and the 

provinces. The allowance settled at the 

time of Confederation for Legislation had 

been found inadequate. It was $50,000 for 

New Brunswick, $60,000 for Nova Scotia, 

880,000 for Quebec and $90.000 for Outario. 

The maritime provinces representatives 

secured the ce operation of the representa- 

tives of the larger provinces in a proposal for 

readjustment, by which New Brunswick was 

to receive $180 000. Nova Scotia $190 000, 

Quebec $220,000 and Oatario £240,000 a 

most gencrous concession on the part of the 

larger provinces. This arrangemeat was 

agreed to by Mr, Laurier who expressed 

himself as willing to hold out a helpiog hand 
especially to the maritime proviaceda apd 

yet we have men of these provinces who pre- 

tend to have the people's interests at heart, 

denounc'ng Mr Laurier for his gensrous at- 
titud. towards us. Mr. Blair referred to the 
fact, that the Dominion Government's rev- 

enue at Confederation was $13,000,000 and 

twenty per cent. of it was given as 

allowances to the provinces, while those 

allowances have not increased in the reason- 

able ratio that chey shou!d, for they were 

now only 10 % of the federal revenue, which 

has been 1ucreased to $39,000,000, This 

enormous increase of Dominion taxation is 

largely piled up for the building «f the Paci- 

tic Railway and of cinals in the west, and as 

we of the maritime provinces have to pay so 
much, while we receive so little, we should 

recognise the spirit of justice which prompt 

ed Mr. Laurier to agree to the preposition he 

had statsd as a means of recognising our 

claims for additional revenue with which to 

discharge the obligations thst naturally ia- 

crease as time passes. 4 

Reference was next made to Domiaion at- 

tempts to claim our fishing rights, which 

had been successfully resisted, and” $o the 

fact that the Fisheries Department had en- 

deavored to appropriate a certain potion of 
the Restigouche which wd the 

province, under the pretence cf setting it 
apart for spawning ground. His govefnment 

had so managed the fishery rights of the 

provii.ce as to derive a snug revenue from 

them, but he feared that the last attempts of 

the Dominion to inteifere on the Restigouche 

wou'd have the effect of reducing the prices 

heretofore realised for that river, at the 

public sale, which was to take place within 

a few weeks, 

He had spoken of subjects to-night as they 

"had come to his mind and hoped something 
of what he had said might be of interest to 

many who heard him and that they would 
be led to enquire the more into matters of 
public administration. It would be two 
years, at least, before another Assembly elec- 
tion was held, and he thought the people 
would conclude that they would have little 

to gain by taking the management of provin- 

cial affairs out of the hands of his colleagues 
and himself and plscing them iu those of the 
opposition, many of whom had supported 
the government and left it only on account 
of small local disagreements. Even after 
they had done 20, neither they vor their new 
associates had offered any serious questions 

by which to commend themselves to the 

country, while the government had compell- 
ed their support of their measures. None of 

them had been able to indicite wherein they 

conid improve upon the government's ad- 
ministration, nor had they a single shadow 
of expectation «tf doing so. The opposition 

was a party composed of the most incon. 
gruous material, banded together simply to 
oust the government, not that they might 

eff. ct something of advautage to the country 
but to oc:upy the government seats. When 

he and his friends were in opposition they 

were not afraid to tell the country what 

they proposed to do and since they came into 

power they had kept their promises, the 

culmivating act being the abolition of the 

legi-lative council. A comparison of this 

government’s record with that of their pred:- 
cessors would, hs felt, not be to the govein- 

ment’s disadvantage and he felt that in Chat- 

ham, at all events, if he might judge by the 
character of this meeting, he need have no 

misgivings as to the government's standing. 
He congratu'ated the constituency on hav- 
ing a gentleman of Hon, Mr, Tweedie’s abi!- 
ity and efficiency in the Government, and 
upon the competence of the other gentlemen 
composing its representation and hoped they 

would long continue to enjoy the confidence 
of Northumberland. 
The speech, which occupied two and a half 

hours, was frequently applauded during i's 

delivery and enthusiastically approved at its 
close. 

HON. PROVINCIAL SECRETARY MITCHELL. 

At the cull of the Chairman, Hon. Pre- 
vincial Secretary Mitchell spoke very briefly 
and said, amongst other things that when 
Mr, Tweedie took the office of Surveyor 
General it was said in some quarters that be- 

ing a Northumberland man he would favor 
the North Shore in lumber matters, but in 
his (Mr. Mitchell's) travels at the: North, he 

had been told by some of. the Rymbermen 
that he (Mr. Mitchell) was a much easier 
Surveyor-General to get along with than Mr. 
Tweedie had proved himself to be. He was 
glad of this, and to be able to tel! his Char- 

lotte County friends that no mistake was 

made in the matter, as the present Surveyor- 

General was an admirable officer, who ad- 

ministered the office fairly, justly and ffi- 

ciently. 

HON. SURVEYOR-GENERAL TWEEDIE. 

Hon. Mr. Tweedie being called for said he 

believed they did charge him with beivg 

more exacting than Mr. Mitchell had been, 

as bead of the Crown Laud Department, but 

perhaps it would be well for Lim to endeavor 

to imitate that gentleman hereafter, in the 

hope that he might have the same Inck. in 

being returned without opposition.
