ordered it should have included 
ways and canals, so that the people of 
the country might know how enor- 

mously the western provinces have 

been favored at the expense of the 
eastern. The Maritime provinces have 
been taxed beyond precedent to provide 
canal and railway accommodation "for 

western millers, who have succeeded in 

shutting off the competition of the 

American market by the unnatural 

daty on bread-stuffs. Our supply of 

many other necessaries has been direct- 
ed into Canadian hands by the same 
process, when we could trade more ad- 
vantageously in the United States, and 
it is well that the fact should not be 
lost sight of when these partial returns 
are submitted to parliament. 
Some of the papers stats that our 

representative at Ottawa is becoming 
dissatisfied with the scant attention 
paid to the legitimate claims of this 
and other maritime constituencies for 
consideration. = We hope it is so. 
This county, at least, has been shame- 
fully neglected for a decade and has 
paid hundreds of thousands irto the 
Dominion treasury for which it has re- 
ceived no return. The ministry seems 
to ignore us, so far as our actual re- 
quirements are concerned, although 
parliament appears quite willing to do 
us justice when our claims are present- 
ed. Northumberland will endorse Mr. 
Adar should it turn out that he has 
shown himself no longer disposed to be 
trifled with. He has already borne 
such treatment too long for the satis- 
faction of his constituents. If Mr, 
Costigan or Mr. Foster’s positions in 
the cabinet are to Ls maintained at 
the sacrifice of the interests of the peo- 
ple represented by their supporters in 
parliament, they may learn, when t)o 
late, that New Brunswickers will favor 
men of different views of their mission 
to Ottawa at the next elections.

Ltest advices fromm England concerning 

the trade in lumber are not very encour- 

aging. All the great ship ing centres re- 

port stagnation in business, with here 

and there a better feeling, but not much 

promise of improvement. 

doubt but the strikes have had a depress- 

ing effect on the sales of lumber. At 

Tyne the arrivals have improved, giving 

an appearance of life to business. Spe:k- 

ing of tha situation the Timber Trades 

journal says : — 

So far there is nothing at all bright to re- 
port as to the state of trade here. When 
there is business at al! it is oa old orders not 
yet completed. With the single exception 
of hous«building, there is absolutely no busi 
ness moving. In the docksit is like a Sun- 
day, more especially. in Tyne dock ; little or 
no coal is being shipped, and the river is 
quite fu'l of vessels laid up for waut of em- 
ployment. Trade is practically paralysed 
all ever the district. So far there is nota 
rift in the cloud, except that of a very 
melancholy kind—that great destitution is 
experienced in certain districts, and this, 
probably, may work its own cure. S:ldom 
has the position or cutlook in these parts 
been of a more melancholy kind, for one 
trade aff:cts another, 

There is no disguising the fact that 

trade at Liverpool is certainly dull. It 
woull be matter for wonderment if it 
were otherwise. Nearly a'l o:har trades 

are in this position, and whilst the coal 
and iron indn:tries continue in their 
present unsatisfactory condition it cannot 

bs expect:d that luuber would be other 

then in sympathy with them.

Practical Pcultry Raising. 

(Continued.) 

Now-a days we hear farmers in the older 

Provinces complain that their land is run 

down, and in censequence they cinnot grow 
the crops that they used to thirty yeas ago, 

this with the competition from the immense 

graia fieids of the North-West, whose wheat 
can be grown at less cost, in greater abun- 
dance, and of better quality, are fruitful 
sources of complaiat, 

Why not grow somethiaz else that will 

meet witha ready sie, and that off rs a 

reasonable probability of beiag remuncrative? 

It will bz generally admitted that those 

farmers in Oatario aul Quebec who pay the 

most attention to dairying and stock-raising 

are much more successful in their calling 

than their ncighbors who depend almost 

entirely on grain growinz, I think Iam 

putting it mild'y when I say that very few 

farmers will dispute this. 

Now we will compare cattle raising with 
growing spring chickens : you raise a steer 
and sell him when three years oll weighing 
a thousand pounds, for four ceats per Ib. 
live weight, thus receiving forty dollars for 
an animal that you have ted for thirty-six 

months, and have kept housel in yoar barn 

for nearly half of that time, and which has 

had to be attended’ either by yourself, or 
your man every day that it has been so 
housed. 

Nov what do you propose to charge for 

labour? To say nothing of the feed, in ar- 

riving at an estimate of the cost of that 
steer. 

We will figure alittle on the cost of pro- 
ducing a thousand pounds of spring chickens: 

two handred pairs of chicks of the right 

breed, will weizh a thousand poands at the 

aze of e'even weeks, and it should not cost 

over four cents per Ib. to grow them; leaving 

their total cos, exclusive cf the eggs from 

which they were hatched, forty dollars but 

the cost of the eggs is an important item, 

vou had to set them about the first of 
February, when they were worth thirty 
cents per doz*n, and we will suppose that 

you set seven hundred, this gives a liberal 

allowance for unfertile eggs, and casualties 

after the chicks hatched out, thus making 

the cost of your chicks $57.50. 

These chicks if placed on the Toronto or 
Montreal markets about the end of May 
will bring readily SOc. per pair, thus realising 

There is little. 

te snug sum of $160 00 of which £102.50 is 
profit, and it has taken just fourteen weeks 

from the time you set the eggs: now what 

about that steer ? If he cost you nothing for 
feed, and you koow only too well that he 

did, he has still cost three years of labour, 

whigh is about equivalent to what you get 

for him. Your thousard poands of chickens 

give you over 150 per cent. more c'ean profit 
than the total amount realised from the sale 
of your thousand pounds of beef. 

You don’t believe that such a price as 80e. 
can be obtained, we know thatit can, but 

to meet yonr ideas of the matter, we will say 

that you only realise GOc. you still have left 

the respectabie sum of $62 50 as clean profit. 
Even if you are now satisfied that this 

price can be obtaiced, you perhaps doubt 

voor ability to handle such a flock ; and we 
ve perhaps progressing a little too rapidly, 

but I have made this comparison of beef and 

poultry growing to attract your attention, to 
what I shall subsequently have to say on 

the subject. I don’t wish you to thiak for a 
monient that you could accomplish this with 

your present methods, neither could you 
harvest forty acres of grain without assist- 
ance, if you used the old sickle of fifty years 

ago ; but the moderc. seif-binder enables you 
to easily dispose of such a crop. You are 
quite ccnvinced that modern agricultural 
machinery is an absolute necessity lo every 

farmer who desires to keep pace with his 

neighbors,

An Experiment that Should Pay. 

[3t. Croix Courier ) 

The provincial government certainly 
deserves credit for the sleps they are 
taking to encourage and develop the 
dairying interests of the proviuce. As 
our readers are probably aware, they 
hive made an appropriation of $10,000 for 
this purpose and, if the money is judicius- 
ly expended, most beneficial results should 
follow, 

The plan determined on as the best to 
acromplish the end in view has as its 
central idea the education of the farmers 
throughout the province to a greater ap- 
prec ation of the importance of this branch 
of their business than they now possess. 
For this purpose the government, in con- 
junction with the O:tawa government, 
have secured the service of Prof. Robert- 
son, of Outorio, a dairying expert, and 
through him attempts will be made to 
establish Dairymen’s Associations in every 
agricaltural. district in the province. 
This work has already been begun and in 
it Peof. Robertson is assisted by Messrs. 
W. W. Hubbard, of Sunbury county, 
Abram Alward, of Westmorland,aud Geo. 
Baxter, of Victoria. During the next 
three or four weeks, these gentlemen will 
travel through the different counties, call 
public meetings, delivering addressess on 
dairying, organizs associations, of which, 
it may be said, are eligible 
to become members. As an inducement 
for the farmers to iuterest themselves, the 
government will make a grant of 
$25.00 to each association. A condition 
of the grant is that each association 
must send at least one delegate to the 
meeting of the General Provincial Far- 
mers’ and Duirymen’s Ass)ciation, and 
the money may be used to cover the ex- 
pense of this trip and for other necessary 
expenditures. 

ladies 

In addition to the instruction provided 
for as above, Prof. Robertson will take 
charge of two travelling dairies and, pro- 
ceeding through the province, will exem- 
plify the work of butter making in the 
presence of the farmers and their wives, 
a% the same time delivering a practical 
lecture an the subject. An experimental 
creamery will alsa be established at some 
central point in the province, which will 
be under the direct supervision of Prf. 
Robertson. This station will be open to 
any person desirous of learning the art of 
butter making or of acquiring information 
on the subject generally. 

Still further to encourage the hearty 
co-operation of the farmers, the govern- 
ment will give a bonus to any companies 
organizing creamerics or cheese factories 
and carrying on the work to the satisfac- 
tion of the commissioner for agriculture, 
The attention of the farmers will also be 
called to the importance of raising cheap 
fodder for their stock, and samples of 
fodder corn for seed, with printed instrue- 
tions how to plant and cultivate it, will be 
furnished free of charge by the secretary 
for agriculture to any farmer who may de- 
sire to plant it. 

Prof. Robertsen, who is well a>quaint- 
ed with the diffsrent sections of thy proy- 
ince, states that this portion of Canada is 
better adapted for dairy farming {kan 
even the great province of Oatario. In 
that province the business is extensively 
and profitably carried on. Althongh as 
late as twenty years ago the exports of 
butter and cheese were of very small im- 
portance, last year something over 80,- 
000,000 Ibs. of cheese were semt to the 
English market alone. That our own 
cheese can compete favorably with the 
product of Ontario was demonstrated last 
year when Prof. Robertson sent to Eng.

last Redistribution bill was introduced it

one is two or three weeks earlier than was 

the case then. He hoped that tie bill 
would be well received. 1: was not l.kely 
that it woull satis’y everybody. Those 
who were not pleased with it would be 
very hard to please. S)me friends, as 
well as those who were opposed to the 
government, would not like to have their 
old constituencies changed, but it had to 
be done and some one accordingly had to 
suffer. He then referred to the constitn- 
tional act which made a redistribution 
necessary. It was not necessary that it 
should be done this session, but the gov- 
ernment recognized the fact that it was 
best to be ready in case of the prarogative 
of dissolution being exercised, so that we 
would be in a position to give proper re- 
presentation on an appeal to the country. 
He then gave the population of the var- 
ious provinces according to the last census 
and showed the provinces which were en- 
titled to increased representation and 
those which had to be redaced. Com- 
mencing with Prince Elward Island, hs 
pointed out that in the past county lines 
had baen followed in regard to electoral 
districts. There were three counties in 
the province and two members for each 
county, which made the representation 
six members in all. As the representa- 
tion had to be reduced to five, these lines 
had to be departed from. Ia future the 
constituencies would ba known as West 
Prince county, Est Prince county, West 
Qaeens county, East Queens county and 
Kings county. The division by popula- 
lation was : 21,000 in West Prince coun- 
ty, 20,723 in Eat Prince, 22,209 in West 
Queens, 23,466 in East Qaeens and 21,- 
684 in Kings county, so that the division, 
is made in regard to population as near as 
it is practicable to do. Turning to New 
Brunswick he said the representation has 
to be decreased by two. The representa- 
tion of the whole province is this: Ount- 
side the city of S:. John there are thir- 
teen members and in the city of St. John 
and county combined two members and 
one member for the city. We propose to 
take off one member from the city and 
county and join the county of Queens 
with Sunbury, making one ¢ mstituency 
of both, which will reduce the represesnta- 
tion to fourteen members. In Nova 
Scotia the smallest constituency is Queens, 
in which the population is 10,010. In 
Shelburne, which joins it, the population 
is 14,954, so that what we have done is 
to join Queens with Shalburne, making 
one constituency of a little over 25 000. 
Lunenburg has a population of 31,000, 
coning then to the province of Quebec, 
he said that the large counties there re- 
quired more representation than they at 
present hal in the house. Montreal had 
now three members with a population of 
182,695. Hochelaga had a population of 
80,988, so that the two combined had a 
population ot 263,683 for four members. 
The bill increases the represeatation of 
Montreal from three to five members and 
Hochelaga from one to two making seven 
members in all. Ia o.der ty avoid nndue 
representation to theso large centres, two 
parishes were taken off and added to 
Jacques Cartierand Liva'. Tae county 
of Oitawa, owing to its large representa- 
tion, will be divided intv two, giving it an 
additional member. To meet this Three 
Rivers and St. Maurice are united into 
one constituency, St. John and Iberville 
into one, Nuipiervilla wiped out alto- 
gothier anl added to Chateauzuay and La- 
prairie,  Vercheres is struck out and 
divide 1 between Chambly, St. Hyacinthe 
and Richelien. This makes a decrease of 
four, which will account for the insreases 
in Moutreal, Hochelaga and O tawa coun- 
‘ties. In Oatario very few changes he said, 
hal been made. Oae additional member 
will be given to the city of Toronto. 
The western part of Renfrew, in the 
Nipissing district, will be added to 
Eastern Algoma acd a new constituency 
made out of the same, giving two mem 
bars for Algoma. The Niagara district is 
reconstructed. Tae real changes are that 

Haldimand and Monck hava been united 
into oae constituency, and North Went- 
worth and North Brant into another, 
which will meet the increases in Turonto 
and Algoma. The boundaries of some of 
the other constituencies have been altered 
considerably. In Manitoba Marquette is 
divided into two constituencies, one being 

called Macdonald after the late premier. 

Provoncher remains as it was. Old Sel- 
kirk is divided into two ridings— Brandon 

in the east and Lisgar in the west. Sel- 

kirk will now ba what was known as Lis- 

gar heretofore.

THe then went on 

to show how Canadian interests ware con- 

sulted by Great Britain when treaties were 

to ba made, as far back as 1865. In 1869 

our views were set b:fore the English gov 

ernment in regard to treaty making, and as 

a result in 1871, Sir John Maclonald was 

one of the joi it high commissioners, and, 

although representing the queen, he also 

represented the interests of Canada on the 

occasion. In 1874 a farther step was taken 

when Hon. George B.own was appointed an 

imperial commissioner on beha!f of the Cana- 
dian grvernment. Again in 1879, Sir A, T. 

Galt was appointed in behalf of Canada to 
watch her interests in connection with the 
treaties which were being arranged between 

Great Britain and France and Spain. After- 
wards a high commissioner was appointed, 

The principle of the resolution was recog- 

nized as far back as 1879. Looking at the 
great interests which lay between Canada 
and the United States the appointment of 

such an official would be of great value in 
expediting business between the two coun- 
tries. The arrangement would be a very 
‘simple one, and did not go so far as the 

member for Bothwell desired. There might 
be some objactiors made by the foreign 
office, but he had every confidence that 

Great Britain would give full consideration 
and effect to any suggestions which the 
Canadian patliament should make in the 
matter, 

Hon, Mr. Foster sympathized with Mr. 
McCarthy's remarks in so far as the develop- 
ment of the treaty making power had gone 
during the past few years. Canada had to- 
day all the powers that she asked for con- 
sistent with her position as part of the 

British empire. The resolution contemplat- 

ed something more than a commercial agen- 
cy and something less than the status of an 
independent power. The government might 

yet extend the system of appointing agent's 

to represent her in a commercial way, some- 
thing like consular agents. The governmeut 
had made a commencemen’ of the establish- 

ing of such agencies. The high comwmission- 

er in Eagland, outsid: of every other duty 
he performed, watched Canada’s interests in 
London in regard to trad: matters. There 

was Hon. Mr. Fabra at Paris, and there 

were some six agencies established in the 

West Indies. The government at Washing- 
ton was c.nducted very different from other 

countries, as matters affecting the tariff were 

dealt with entirely by committee of congress 
and not initiated with the cabinet, as was 

the case in Canada and other countries, and 

therefore an attache of the British ambassa- 
dor would not be of so much value in getting 
his views carried ont. A simple commercial 
agent would be batter. Practical difficulties 
as to his appointment would also arise. The 

British ambassador now at Washington 
made himself acquainted with Canadian 

affairs. He had the affairs of Canada at 

heart and kept the Canadian government 

and governor general thoroughly informed in 
all matters that affected the dominion. He 
saw many difficulties in the way before tak- 
ing a decided stand on the question. 
Hon. Mr. Laurier supported the resolu- 

tion. It did not go so fur as he desir gq, 
but it was a step in the right direction. The 

resolution was a proof, if any were needed, 

that the interests of Great Britaic and the 

interests of Canada were in many ways dif- 

ferent in regard to matters of commecce, 

Great Britain favored free trade, and Cana- 

da favored protection. He thought a diplo- 

matic agent would Le of more benefit to 
Canada at Washington than a commercial 

one. He claimed that on many occasions 

our interests were not attended to as they 
ought to have been by the British ambassa- 
dor. This was the case in 1888 when a com. 
mercial war was within sight between Cana- 
da and the United States. He gave the 
motion his cordial support. 

De. Weldon, who seconded the resolution 

in the first instance, sail that the speech of 

Hoon. Mr. Laurier showed that the interests 

of Canada and Great Brita'n were very 
much identical, despite that he declared 

himself otherwise. He was glad to hear the 

lea ler of the opposition giving his support to 
the resclution, Hisown views were that a 
diplomatic agent would be of more benefit to 
Canada than simply a commercial agent at 

Washington. It was a historical fact that 
our ambissadors at Washington neglected 
the interests of Canada. There were two or 

three cases of this kind. The reason was 
that the British ambassadors were imper- 
fectly informed of the facts. Ail we wanted 
to do now was to have an attache to the 

British embassy, who would see that our in- 

terests were at all times kept sight of. It 
would be a case on the part of Great Biitain 

of taking Canala into her confidence with 
the result that good would come therefrom 

between Canada and the great republic to 
the south with whom we dezerved to live on 
good terms. God made us neighbors and 
common sense ought to make us friends. 

Mr. Cockburn favored the resolution. 
Mr, M=zNeil also supported it. 
Messrs. Mills and Davies both spoke in 

favor of the resolution. 

Sir Jolin Thompson pointed out that the 

range which the debate took showed 1ts vast 
importance, and also pointed out how care- 

ful the house should be before adopting the 

resolution. The resolution was not asking 

the mere appointment of an agent, but an 

attache to the British embassy. The leader 

of the opposition, he said, pointed out that 

this attache would report to the Canadian 

government and the British government at 
the same time. Now, if he was an attache 

of the British ambassador he could do no 

such thing, as he would have to be the con- 

fidential servant of the British minister, and 

could not report to either. There wasa 

good deal to be said in appointing an agent 

at Washington or some of the other cities in 
the United States, something similar to 
consular agents. Personal explanations 
would be very much more effective than 
written ones. Iu conclusion, he moved the 

adjournment of the debate so that the gov-

Farm and Household. 

The stingy man breeds from poor stock 
and underfeeds. 

NO EGGS, 

We are often asked why the hens that are 
in perfect health and well fed do not lay. 
The reason is that, in a majority of cases, 
the hens are too well fed. They are kept up 
to a fat condition, fed perhaps three times a 
day, and their reproductive orgaus deranged. 
When the hens have giddiness, suddenly die, 
have soft livers when examined after death, 
and are very fat, the indications are that 
they do not have suffici-nt exercice and are 
fed too liberally for profit. 

THE LOVE OF FLOWERS. 
A London paper says that ‘any one who 

can remember the homes of the poor in Lon- 
don fifteen or twenty years ago in our back 
streets and slums will bear us out in saying 
that scarcely a flower-pot was seen in their 
rooms or on their window-ledges outside. 
At the period in which we write you can 
scarcely go through a street and find a win- 
dow without some plants 1 it, either out- 
side or in. This fact being recognized we 
come to the natural conclusion that the 
taste for flowers has increased more than ten 
thousand fold during the last twelve or 
fourteen years, and that consequently horti- 
cultaral and floricultural knowledge has in- 
fused into the minds of the people generally 
a greater love for flowers, thereby improving 
their tastes and tending to make their homes 
happier. 

CLOVER SEED ON HARROWED SURFACE. 
Many of the failures of clover seed on 

heavy soils are due to its becoming compact- 
ed by Spring rain before the seed is sown. 
There are two ways to insure a catch, one 
by sowing very early, and allowing rains to 
cover the seed. This often covers it too 
deeply, and some of the seed may not come 
at all. On rolling land the seed lying on the 
surface is washed into gullies, on the sides 
of which will be found most of the clover in 
the field. The seel isalso carried away 
when the land is overflowed. The other 
method of ensuring a catch is to harrow the 
surface, thus improving the winter grain, 
and causing enough soil to be lightened up 
to make just the seed bed that grass or 
clover needs. The late sowing will often 
outgrow that which was sown earliest with- 
out the harrowing, Whea rains come after 
the seed bed is fitted the grain leaves form a 
covering which protects the soil from being 
beaten down, and also helps shade the 
young clover at a time it is most liable to 
injury.
