The Mauanicipal Councils,
are now quite generally holding their
annual sessions throughont the pro-
vince, may, if they see fit, pass bye-
laws providing that elections for Muni-
cipal councillors shall be hereafter held
biennially, and such bye-laws will come
into effect at the elections in October
next. A byelaw may also be passed
doing away with the semi-annual ses-
sions which are held in July. We
believe it would be a move in the
direction of both economy and efficieacy
it municipal elections were held only
once every two years, and we hope that
Northumberland Council, which is now
in session, will pass.the bye-laws neces-
sary to that end. :

As to doing away with the July
session, as provided in the Act of
Assembly authorising biennial elec-
tions, it may not be well to adopt that
change also just yet, although we have
heard nothing urged against it. Tet
the bienuial elections come first, and
the councils elected thiereunder deal
with the other question.

John in
1878.,' when hesaid that ke uever pro-
posed an increase, but ouly a readjust-
nent of the tariff.. :

Look at It.

Thoughtful persons—men and women—
who have been identified with the en-
forcement of the Scott Act in Northum-
berland, ought to have some interest in
the manner in which the County Council,
now in session at Newecastle, shall dis-
charge its duty in connection with that
important subject. There is no question
of having or not having an Inspector.
That matter was settled when the writer
of this article, in his capacity as a member
of the Council, presented the first
petitions to that body that were success-
ful in securing the appointment of a In-
spector; and the Council has not since
shown any disposition not to have one.

If a feeling against having an Iu-
spector—sufficiently strong to leave the
County without one—is created, it will
he chargeable, not to any disposition on
the part of the public in favor of the non-
enforcement of the law, but to the blind-
ness, greed and illegal acts of those who
have entered iuteo the temperance fold
with no sincere desire to do what is pos-
sible in the condition of public sentiment
to forward the cause, but for the purpose
of imposing upon its too susceptible and
trustful friends with the object of enrich-
ing themselves, by entering into a com-
bination for that purpose.

There are now before the Council a
series of accounts that are causing no
little misgivings even amongst the
strongest friends of the Scott Act who
have seen them. One member of the
County accounts committee, Mr. Donald
‘Morrison, was obliged to declare before
the Council on Tuesday afternoon that
further progress could not well be made
by that body until explanations of the
Scott Act accounts were made by police
magistrate McCulley of Chatham, or some
other of the few gentlemen who have had
control of the whole matter for the past
year. Councillor Murray, who has a bill
of more than a thousand dollars for his
personal services since February last in
connection with Scott Act cases in Mr.
McCulley’s court, and which he expects
to have the Council pass—this bill being
in addition to the $247.97 voted
to him in =~ July —was  very
prompt in saying that Mr. McCulley
would, no doubt, be on hand next day to
explain his accounts. At the present
writing we donot know whether magis-
trate MeCulley would go all the way to
Newcastle and endeavor to make these
accounts clear or not. It was said, how-
ever, on Tuesday afternoon, by those
familiar with the circumstances. and per-
sous involved, that there was no fear of
his failing to do so ; and 1t may be that
by the time he has made his explanations,
his report as Sco:t Act police magistrate
to the Council will present as much
marred and line-expunged an appearance
as does the ‘“‘thousand dollar and over”
account of Councillor Murray after the
challenging and objections of the County
auditor. If police inagistrate McCulley’s
accounts were properly and corrcetly
made out—and there is no reason why
they should not be—he would stand by
them, and let the committe come to him
for explanations, but he is not in a position
to do that.

People are enquiring why it is that
every magistrate in the County, save one,
has been *‘slapped in the face,” by their
courts being practically declared incom-
petent for the trisl of Scott Act cases,
since the appointment of the present In-
spector ?

They are also enquiring why it is that
the regular legal adviser of the muni-
cipality —a  lawyer of acknowledged
ability and integrity—has been ignored
in all the prosecutions that have been
made during the same period ?

They are also pondering over the ques-

tion as to the authority of the Inspector
for ignoring the legal adviser of the
municipality and making a bargain with |
a member of the Council —a young lawyer
—by which that geutleman is now a
claimant, through the Inspector for more

than a thousand dollars, which he and
his friend, Mr. Menzies, expect the

Council to vote to him for oceasional ser-
vices during a period of less than a year,
and that in addition to the large sum he
secured in July.

They are also wondering why it is that
although the Inspector was, a year ago,
voted the maximum salary of 8500,
authorised in the Act under which he was
appointed, and it was expressly stipulated
that that sum was to cover all his per-
sonal expeuses, he has since been paid
$34.24 for personal services and expeuses
and has now a claim of $£103, under the
same head ?

Then, they venture to ‘question the
management by which, out of fines and
costs amounting to 83,924, —nearly $4,000
—imposed in the only court before which
the Inspector and his ‘‘handler” bring
cases, only 82,028 were reported as col-
lected on the day before the Council et
—a few dollars (not amounting to $100)
being reported as since hurried up to
Newcastle, and why that whole $2,028
has been absorbed by the claims of the
magistrate, Councillor Murray and In-
spector Menzies—with a small suimn,
relatively, for witne ses and constables—
leaving, besides, a balance of nearly 8350
agawnst the County, which the ratepayers
must. provide ?

Then, it is said, there are nine cases
which the magistrate and Inspector re-
port as being under appeal, the costs to
be paid on account of which are neither
mentioned nor estimated in the accounts
submitted by the geutlemen who ave
managing the whole business.

In Tuesday’s St. John Telegraph,
which paper, as many of our readers
know, has a legal department in which
questions of correspondents are answer-
ed, appears the following : —

It is a violation of the law, relating to the
independence of members of county councils,
for any member thereof, being a lawyer, to
make a contract with an officer of the muni-
cipality, to wit: its Scott Act Inspector, to
prosecute cases brought by the inspector at
a stipulated price or sum for each attend
ance at magistrate's court ; the sums thus
earned being demanded by said member of
council by account in the usual form passed
upon and voted by himself, together with
other members of council ?

A. It is.

When Councillor Murray's account for
$274.97 was before the Council in July
last and he was explaining it to his fellow-
members he satisfied them by saying
(We quote from the official report) : —

“Coun. Murray said his arrangement
with Mr. Menzies, the inspoctor, was that
he should have $10 for the first day and
810 for the second and &35 for thicd at
trials under the Act, but nothing for
further adjournments.,”

Under his contract, thus stated, Ccun-
cillor  Murray’s bill, now before the
Council, is, as already stated, over $1000.
He has, of course, nolegal right to sit
for a moment in the Council, having
violated the law relating to the indepen-
dence of members thereof

Judging, however, from the past record
of the friends of the Scott Act in the
Council, it is not to be expected that the
evident plot to divide up the sum col-
lected during the past year under that
Act, between the interested parties; as
shown, will be materially intcrfered with,
or that the violated law in Councillor
[ Murray’s case will be vindicated.
Those who respect thems:lves and the
law may grieve over the situavion, but
they are powerless. The only way to
have the illegality and outrage on the
County remedied is in the higher courts
of the country, but we presume no in-
dividual citizen will think it worth
while to incur the enmity and persecu-
tion of the temperance people in whose
name (and to whose disadvantage in the
long run) the job is being perpetrated,
by having the stamp of illegality and
conspiracy effectually placed upon the
transactions of the persons implicated
and the penalties of their acts hmposed
upon them.

Let there be no mistake about the con-
tract between Iuspector Menzies and
Councillor Marray. Tae couneiilor un-
blushingly stated it in open council in
July. The enormity of it would have
been more apparent at that time had not
Councillor Marray suppressed a part—-and
a large part—of his bill. He claimed
$274.97 then, saying that $30 of it was
for another lawyer, Mr. Currie, and ke
intimated that there were other fees stil
due on account of cases not setiled. It
was said at the time that the wily conn-
cillor’s bill was so large that had he cla‘m-
ed the whole of it ir July, it might have
led to the breaking up of the illegsl ar-
rangement between him apd Inspector
Menzes. There were, however, sx
months ahead in which more fees were to
beillegally secured, and a councitlors’ elec-
tion in October, in which Mr. Murray’s
chances as a candidate might have been
marred, so he suppressel a largs por-
tion of his account. The portion of his
grab asked for 1n July was $274.97. At
that time he had no less a biil than $505,53
tromped up against the fund, which
sum, had he followed his present plan,
he would have asked for. Had he done
go, however, public attention wounld
have been directed wore fully to the con-
spiracy by which S:ott Act moneys are
being absorbed by the firm who have
taken the job in haud.

This is not a question of having the
Scott Act in force or an inspector ap-
pointed. Both of those que¢s‘ions are
settled affirmatively. It isa question of
the legal and henest administ:a‘ion of a
public trust by the Municipal Council.
Are the ‘‘temperance” members going to
be misled and deceived to such an extent
as to have such a conspiracy successfully
carried out in the name of a gooed but
already much-abused cause?

The report of C. R. Cas2y, inspector
under the Scott Act, in Camberland Co.,
N. 8., shows that proceedings were taken
last year in seventy-four cases, in which
convictions had heen gained. The tota
amount collected in fines amounted to K1-
007, out of which for expenses had been
paid as follows: Justice’s fees, £161;
constables’ fees, $313; counsel fees, $25;
witnesses, 850; salary of inspector, $250:
sundry expenses, $90; leaving a balance
on haud of $111. Times.

The Scott Act Inspector in Camberland
seems to know his business, and he does
it at one half the salary Northumber-
land’s Inspector gets,to say nothing of the
latter’s bill of 8137.24 for personal expen-
ses, Then, we observe that seventy-four
cases were handled 1n Cumberland at

a total cost of 825 for law expenses. We
are more laxarions in Northumberland.

Our seventy seven cases, in only fifty-
nine of which convictions were secured,
are to cost over twelve huadred dollars in
law fees to Counciilor Mirray alone—that
is, if he can induce his fellow-councillors
to join in voting him the money—to say

nothing of the exsenses that he and the
irspector have -incurred “at Fredericton.
We ask the Municipal Counerilors, in all
seriousness, whether advantage has not
been taken of the weil known temperance
sentiment of the County by certain gein-
tiemnen, to divide all the Scott Act money
betwecn them. Lot the matter be probed

Fort Kent, Me., Jan, 10.—BEfrts are
stili being made to capture Nadeau, the
oatlaw, Thiee unsuccessful attempts have
been made within the lass fortuight to serve
a warraut upon him, but all who- have ap-
proached his cabin have been driven away at
the muzzle of a rifle, :

He is still living about twelve miles be-
youd Fort Kent. There are several other
8-itlers within a chort distance of him, but
most of them are friendiy to Nadein. His
cabin is a few rods from the road; and one
oot known to be iu sympathy with him is not
allowed to pass withous being chillenged.

He is said to have stopped several/teams,
a rifle in hand, gone through them and their
bizgage to see if they had with thew any
official badges or pap:rs. This he does to
m :ke sure no detectives are around him ia
‘isguise, for recently two from Portland
have been spying on the outlaw, endeavoring
to catch him napping,

Nadeau says, ‘Il never see my own
grave,”, by which he means he will never be
taken alive,

To guard agrinst sarprise in the night
time the outlaw has dugz a loug pis or trench
in frout of his eabia. At the bottom of tkis
he has driven stakes pointed sharp a%t the
tp, and any one unfortanate enough to fall
in would bs impaled. He has ¢)vered the
whole over in such a way that is is male to
r rezemble solid ground, and with Nadeau on
the watch with his rifle it wiill take more
than one to passit.

To be able to use his firearms to better
advantage the outlaw has cut loopholes in
the four walls of his cibin, and there is no
avenue of approach that he cannot cover
from the iaterior. Since he has been a
fajitive from justice, Nadean has been sup-
pited with fircarms and amanition by his
brother. Ilis cabin is so locatsd thas he can
command a vicw of the country for two
miles in every direction. When the outlaw
sleeps he has suspcnded over his head a
revolver aimed toward the door, so that if
suddenly awakened he has only to grasp the
weapon and fire,

Between Nadean and some of his neigh-
bors a code of relay signals has been arranged
exiending for miles up and down the road.
Mipy men are uot only willing to belp the
outlaw keep out of the officers’ bands, but
would fight for him if it way necessary.
