before that body and the
latter’s  knowledge of the young
man’s position and  surroundings,

the judge addressed the prisoner, refer-
ring to rhe gravity of the offence of which
he had been guilty,and showing that it had
resulted from *indulgence in strong drink
which he s«id eve y young man should
abstain from. He dwelt impressively
upon the evils which come of the want
of self-respect and self restraint on the
part of young men, who too often forget
that in disgracing themselves they bring
sorrow and shame to those to whom they
should be a source of comfort and pride.
He was glad that the circumstances of
this case enab'ed him to save the prisoner
from the disgrace of going to the peni-
tentiary and he hoped that after he came
from the coun y jail, to which he would
send him for six months, he would show
his gratitude for the narrow escape he had
from a more severe punishment by an
earnest effort to become a better man and
to atone to his family and society, by
leading a good and useful life, for the
errors of the past.
