He was too late, 

however, for McCulley, just then, pulled 

the trigger and the ball passed through 

the upper part of Dickeson’s right ear, 

penetrating into the head. The stricken 

lad fell to the ground, but retained con- 

sciousness and was soon able to rise. 

Fortunately, Hon. Mr. Tweedie's team 

was passing at the time and Dickeson 

was assisted to it and taken as fast as 

possible to Dr. J. B. Benson's office 

where everything possible was done for 

him, atter which he was driven to his 

home. It was found by orobing that the 

ball had passed in an upward and back- 

ward direction, but it could not be 

located, possibly because it had strack the 

interior wall of the skull and glanced 

avay. The course of balls under such 

circu:nstances is otten very erratic and it 

is therefora not easy to locate that in 

Dickeson’s head. The lad’s condition is a 

very precarious one, and grave fears for 

his life are entertained. Ie was at first 

quite conscious and sail he did not sup- 
pose young McCulley intended to harm 

him. McCulley states that he did not 

think the pistol was loaded. 

Much sympathy is felt for the family of 

the wounded boy, and also for the mother 

of young McCulley, whose trouble is 

accentuated by the fact that Col. Me- 

Culley happened to be absent in Chicago 

when the unfortunate occurrence took 
place. The disagreeable news was, how- 

ever telegraphed to him by Capt. J. D. B. 

F. MacKenzie and he will doubtless 
hasten home as fast as possitle—an un- 

pleasant ending indeed to a holiday trip. 

The sad episode is, of cours2, another 

warning against chil lren being permitted 

to have firearms, bur, like thousands of 

others that have preceded it, we presume it 

will have little effect in putting a stop to 

what ought entail severe legal penalties.

The Late Harry Shepherd. 

The Moncton Times of Wednesday last has 

the following notice of young Shepherd who 

died on Tuesday afternoon from the injuries 

he received by the collision of the Brunswick 

hotel coach and the C. P. R. express waggon 

on the previous Mouday evening:— 

‘His death was not unexpected but on the 

other hand was momentarily looked for as he 

gradually grew weaker after the first revival 

after receiving the deadly blow in the 
stomach. The young man suffered very little 

pain and was conscious of all that was going 

on around him up to the hour of his death. 
His father and mother arrived from New- 
castle yesterday morning and remained by 

his bedside all day. The little fellow did 
not seem to realise the extent of his injuries 

and when spoken to about the chances of his 
recovery said he would soon be around all 

right. Along in the afternoon he could 
scarcely speak above a whisper and gradaally 
passed away with little or no evidence of 
suffering. Harvey, by which name only he 

was known to a good many persons, was 

seventeen years snd five months old, being 
very small of his age. He isa son of Mr. 
Benjamin Shepherd, of Newcastle, and Has 
been living in Moncton for the last five 
years, the greatest portion of that time with 
Dr. Chandler. He endeared himself to the 
household by faithful and strict devotion to 

his duties. The young man‘s [faithfuiness 
of the trust imposed in him cannot be better 

pictured than by quoting the incident at the 

scene of the accident after he had received 
his death blow, Reviving from the shock 

sufficiently to speak, he said to his companion 
George Gould, ‘George, look after the 
money.** The command under such cireum- 

stances was well wotthy of utterance by 
other than a mere express messenger lad, 

and nobly exemglifies the true spirit and 

trust-worthiness of the young man 

whose untimely end is so deeply lamented 
by all with whome he came In contact, 
He had been in the employ of the C. P.R. 

express company for a year or more and on 
Monday night, among other express parcels, 
had mouey amounting to $1,000 in his care. 

He lived with his sister, Ms. Minor Gould, 
on East Market Street, He visited his 
parents in Newcastle on Sunday, returning 
to Moncton Monday afternoon and resum- 
ing his work in the evening. While in 
Newcastle a sum of money from the ‘imes’ 
news agent there was forwarded to this 
office in his care and the same has been 
duly received. The large number that visit- 
ed the death chamber last evening and 
took a last look at the little fellow, who 
the day before was in good health and 
spirits, evidenced the sympathy felt for the 
parents in their great affliction.” 

The funeral which took place from the 

residence of his father on the afternoon of 
Wednesday last was largely attended by all 
classes of our community who entertained 

the highest respect for the unfortunate 

young man, The bereaved family have the 
heartfelt sympathy of the public in their 

sudden and sad affliction.
