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BIG KRUPP GUN DISAPPOINTING. 

When You See It You Do Not See Vhat 

You Expected, but Stiil It Is the Largest 

Piece of Ordnance in the World and 

Fires a Shell Weighing More Than sa 

Ten—Other Guns. 

WORLD'S TAIR, July 4.— [Special.] — 
On this day we can find nothing better tc 
write about than the big guns of the fair. 

A vast crowd is on the exposition grounds 

today, and when the tickets of admission 
are counted up at midnight probably the 
total attendance for the day will be found 

to exceed anything in the history of inter 

national expositions. It is a great day, 
sure enough; a day to be remembered by 

all who- are fortunate enough to partici 
pate in this unparalleled celebration in 

this unprecedented spot. To many thou- 
sands of visitors the big guns have been 
objects of special interest today. Itisin 
America a day of guns, of gunpowder, of 

noise, of martial spirit. Every Fourth of 
July we feel as if we could lick all creation, 

and every other day of the year we are 

quite sure we don’t want to lick anyone or 
anything except Columbian postage 

stamps, and that is task enough for the 

majority of us. 

When it comes to big guns we are not as 

far behind the world as some people think 

we are, Of course the biggest guns here 

are those shown by Herr Krupp, the fa 
mous German iron founder. You have 
read so much in the papers about his 

mammoth gun, and, no doubt, have seen 

so many pictures of it, that I don’t feel 

called upon to give you a very careful de- 

scription of the monster. To tell the 
truth, it is not as big as I thought it was, 

and when you come to the fair I dare say 
you will experience a distinct sense of dis- 
appointment in the magnitude of this fa- 
mous shooting iron. Thisis largely due to 

the fact that the gun is mounted. If it 

were lying on the ground, where you could 
stand beside it and note that its thickness 
at its thickest part is a foot greater than 
your Light, you would be lessdisappointed 
in its size. Mounted on iis great carriage 
the big gun is high in the air. It stands 
in the center of a huge structure, and is 

by other great guns, enormous 
castings and forgings, steamer shafts and 
serows, steam hammers, ete. The effect 
of theso surronndings is to dwarf even 
the greatest picce of ordnance in the 
world. 
The truth of course is that this gun is 

Just comprehend the signifi- 
cance of these figures, if you can: Greatest 
tuickness, 6 feet 6 inches; length, 47 feet; 
bore, 1614 inches; weight, 270,060 pounds. 
Krupp had some big guns at the Philadel- 
phia exposition, and though they were not 
nearly as large as tliis monster they were 
more sensational. In trying to discover the 
reason for this Ispent a good half hour, and 
finally it dawned on my brain that the 
difference was in the bere. The Krupp 
gun of 1876 had but a little more than one- 
half ihe weight of this piece, but its bore 
was 80 wide a boy could walk straight into 
its muzzle. That gun had much less 
strengiir than this, and that meant less 
power. It could not throw such a heavy 
projectile nor could it throw it so far. 
Thus even the dullest layman may note 
that the effectiveness of ordnance does not 
depend upon bore. A 18-inch bore, sup- 
ported by vast strength in barrel, may 
have double cr treble the effectiveness of a 
bore of three feet in a lighter and weaker 
gun ttat is not able te sustain the shock

strength, 71'Le shell fired from it is about 
4( inclies long and weighs a litdle more 
than a ton. it is of forged steel, with a 
sharp conical end, and it is lifted to place 
Ly means of a steam derrick, The gun 
will throw this one-ten shell a distance of 
sixteen miles, with great accuracy and 
effectivoness at a distance of twelve miles, 
Imagine the mighty play of forces re- 
quired to hurl sucha mass of steel through 
sixteen miles of space! 
Considering the cost of firing this mon- 

ster one is surprised to learn that Herr 
Lrupp has aniused imself hy firing it no 
fewer than forty times. Kvery discharge 
cost him a thousand dollars, and forty 
firings cost cne-half az much as the orig- 
inal cost of the gun itzelf., The machinery 

for manipulation of the piece is of course 
on a large scale, Noti:ing else woukl do, 
1t is like a fortress in itself—a fortress 
with a steam plant and a machine shop in 
it. The gun rests upen a carriage which 
runs upon a track and along which it may 
be moved backward and ferward. The 
point of contact is about two-thirds of the 
way {rom the muzzle to the breech, and 

the piece is balanced®on a pair of trun- 
nions or projecting arms each two feet 

long and two feet thick, Hydraulic ma- 
chincry disturbs this balance at the will 
of the gunner and moves the muzzle up or 
down in range-finding. 
There was a rumor some time ago that 

Herr Krupp intended presenting this giant 
gun to the city of Chicago, and on the 
supposition that the rumor was well based 
some patriot has suggested that the piece 
should today fre a salute vo the free and 
independent states of the American union. 
It is scarcely necessary for me to add that 
the big gun is silent today, and that the 
rumor concerning the generous intentions 
of its owner was not well founded. When 
I asked the superintendent of the building 
if his master were going to present the 
great gun to Chicago he replied with 
characteristic vigor: 
“Naw—pouf-—nix! 

guns away this year.” 
While ITerr Krupp makes the greatest 

guns in the world, so far as size is con- 
cerned, it is disputed that he makes the 
best guns. "he constant tendency of 
modern gun-building is not toward great 
ize, but to lightness and ease of manipu- 
lation and, above all, rapid fire. Only a 

certain percentage of discharges from ord- 
nance can be expected to be effective, at 
best. The necessity for repeating is ob- 
vious, if much damage is to be inflicted 
upon the enemy. A single shot from 
Krupp’s monster might cripple an ap- 
proaching battleship, at a distance of 
eight or ten miles, but the chances are it 
would fire three or four times without 
once hitting the target. At a somewhat 
shorter range a number of rapid-firing 
steel rifles wonld prove greater protection 
against a formidable fleet, 
The British have carried gun-making to 

a higher degree of perfection, probably, 
than any other nation. Today they make 
no larger gun than the €5-ton Armstrong, 
and very few as heavy as that. While 
there has not been enough fighting in the 

last twenty years vo afford a good basis o 

estimate as to the effectiveness of moders 

ordnance, the very heavy guns are ge 

favor, both for armament of shipe an 

coast defense. The Victoria, which wen! 

down off T'ripol!l a few days ago, was fright 
fully weighted with big guns. 
In the British exhibit, contiguous tc 

some ripe old smooth bores of the days of 

King George—guns taken from Nelson's 

flagship Victory—appears the first attempt 

in rifled artillery. The Whitworth breech 
loading rifle was a creation of the Crimear 
war. Itserved its purpose for a time, but 
was finally succeeded by the Armstrong 
steel Ligh-power gun, which is Britain’s 
present favorite, The largest gun of this 
medel on exhibit here weighs about 3 
tons and is similar to the American 8-inch 
rifle. 
Cne unique and rather amusing speci 

men of the rapid fire gun is on exhibition 
here, During the civil war, when all the 
inventors were trying to turn out death: 
dealing machinery, Colonel Colt, of re 
volver fame, tried his hand. He built twc 
big guns on the model of his revolver, In 
fact, it was a regular Colt revolver on a 
ton scale. It held six shots and there 
was ruachinery to turn the barrel around.

But Colonel Colt forgot one very import- 
ant feature of the art of gunnery. He 
overlooked the fact that his cartridges 
were discharged by the explosion of fulmi- 
nate of mercury, which could not well 
wilkistand the concussion of another dis- 
charge near by. So when one of the guns 

was tested the first barrel was fired all 
right, but immediately all the other cart-

ges exploded, too; and the result was 
four dead nien and a dozen in the hospital. 
That gum was wrecked, but its mate is on ° 
exhibition here, 
In the Government building you may 

see as fine a gun as any one should want 
to shoot. Itisa 12-inch rifle, and weighs 
90 tons. Jt is mot quite as large as the 
Krupp gun, and has not that monster’s 
effecliveness at long range, but it is a 
more practical gun. Uncle Sam had his 
plans prepared for the manufacture of a 
large number of these 12-inch guns, and a 
smaller number of 15-inch guns, to weigh 
110 tous each, I understand the latter 
have been abandoned, and that the 12-inch 
rifle is the largest ordnance our govern- 

ment will make. This gun fires a projee- 
tile weighing 1,100 peunds, and has an ef- 
fective range of about eight miles. 
As Ihave already indicated, the rapid- 

fire, high-power gun is thought by ex- 
perts to be the most useful type of modern 
ordnance. We see here an English Arm- 
strong weighing 64 tons, with a 6-inch 
bore, throwing a hundred pound projectile 

and firing by electricity, The best trials 
of this gun show a speed of five aimed 
shots in fifty-five seconds, four of them 
striking the target at a distance of a little 
more than half a mile. The powder use 
is called cordite, and it is a high-power ex- 
plosive. This, therefore, may be regarded 
as the very highest type of modern rapid- 
fire ordnance. Our own government is 
rapidly improving the Hotchkiss gun, and 
is besides perfecting other tpyes, so that in 
a few years at most Uncle Sam will be 
abreast of the kinglish in this form of ord- 
nance, as he is already in the forging of 
heavier pieces, 
In rapidity of fire the French are ahead 

of both the English and Americans. They 
show a gun here known as the Canet 
rapid-fire gun, of 5!4 inches caliber and 
11,000 pounds weight. It throws a %0- 
pound shell with 24 pounds of smokeless 
powder, and at a recent trial seven shots 
were fired in fifty-four seconds, while a 
smaller gun of the same model fired five 
shots in twenty-four seconds. The Rus- 
sian naval authorities have adopted this 
gun for service on their cruisers and bat- 
tlgships. 
One ¢f the most marvelous guns to be 

found in the exposition is the Maxim- 
Nordenfeldt. Weighing two and a half 
tons, with caliber of 4?{ inches, it will 
throw a forty-five pound projectile through 
4-inch steel plates at a distance of 100 
yards. IU can be fired at the rate of thirty 
times a minute, while smaller guns of the 
same model have been fired sixty times in 
a minute. More wonderful still is the 
Meoexim antoraatic gun, which has thrown 
600 cartridges in a minute, The best 
thought of all that came to meas I walked 
about amid all these big guns and death- 
dealing, lichtning-like machines was that 
the Ligh state of the art of making war 
seems to be bringing us perpetual peace,

The subscriber begs to direct the attention 
of all persons concerned to the following ex- 
tract from the Act of Assembly passed 15th 
April 1893, entitled An Act to Further 
Amend the Fisheries Act 1884": —

1. Section 16 of “The Fisheries Act, 1384,” is 
hereby repealed, and the following enacted in lieu 
thereof : — 

“16. Any person trespassing upon tha Fishery of 
any riparian proprietor or person occupying under 
him, and any person fisking ia the waters of any 
lake without permission of the owner or lessee 
thereof, shall be liable to a penalty of not less than 
five, nor more than twenty dollars for each off :nce, 
which may be recovered bh fore any Justice of the 
Peaee for the County in which the offence is com- 
mitted, and in default of payment of such fine and 
costs of prosecution, shall be liable to imprison- 
ment in the common gaol of the County for] a term 
not exceeding thirty days.” 

The provisions of the foregoing section of 
the law will hereafter be enforced against 
any and all persons who may be found 
tresspassing or to have trespassed upon the 
waters of Cain’s river and its tributaries, 
which are under lease from the government 
of New Brunswick to the subscriber
