WIDE REVERS.

A Very Plain Dress That is
Stylish and Chic.

Here is a dress made of dark blue velvet
and drab or gray cloth, the gown being made
of the former, and the V-shaped plastron
and broad revers, which form a short col-
lar behind, being of the cloth. The top of
the skirt is gored nearly as far as the back
breadths and the hip darts must be care-
fully ironed in order to make them set
smoothly, The skirt is bell-shaped and
perfectly plain. The back breadths are
very firmly sewn and the pleats are very
scanty and flat. The waist is narrow and
long, the lining fastens in the middle with
hooks and eyes. The plastron is fastened
on the right side as is also the stiff velvet
collar, although the lining of the latter
hooks in the centre also. The ordinary
darts are used, and from the right hand

one a pilece of material 18 either sewn on
or cut at the same time as the rest of the
material. This is fastened on the left side

plastron is fastened to the lining bus =
seamless in the middle and must be wery
carefully adjusted to obviate any danger o
its stretching out of shape, is therefore ad-
visable to line the plastron with stiff mus-
lin before laying it on the foundation so
that it keeps in position, and the same
must be done with the revers. The long
bias velvet bands that edge the plastron
are mounted on stiff muslin, also, and ex-
tend down behind in a similar manner.
The plastron is hooked on the side, and the
collar of the revers is closed at the back
and must be lined with soft material so as
to avoid any appearance of stiffness. The
leg of mutton sleeves are slit up on the in-
side of the wrist, and have a smal1 frill or
band of the cloth underneath.
