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I C. R. Freight Train Wracked. 

On Saturday morning about half past six 
o'clock, as a special freight train was 
running north from Moncton,it was derailed 

at Barnaby River station, owing to the 

driver not being able to stop it in time on 
seeing a warning signal which had been put 

up by section men, who had removed a frog, 

from the track for the purpose of making 

repairs. Signal flags are said to have been 

placed one hundred yards out on either 

side of the point of danger, which was con- 

sidered far enough, as it is the duty of train 

crews to see that their trains are under full 

control when approaching stations. When 

the engine dashed on the imperfect rail 

it leaped clear of the roadbed and toppled 

down an embankment. Fight freight cars 

heavily laden followed, in some instances 

turning completely over, or mounting the 

cars that preceded them, The remainder of 

the train comprising four box cars and the 
conductor's van remaived on the track. 

Upon the facts being telegraphed to head- 

quarters at Moncton, Mr. N. L. Rand, IL C. 
R. foreman, with an auxiliary car and 

several laborers, was despatched to the scene 

of the wreck. From the position of the 

cars on the roadbed it was soon seen that 

speedy clearance was almost impossible and 
under the circumstances some provision 
would have to be made to prevent any un- 
necessary delay to trains, Accordingly, the 

men were set to work constructing a tempor- 

ary roadbed around the wreck by which ail 
trains were able to pass until the wreck was 

cleared away. 
The freight cars were all well filled and 

from their position and condition the dam.

An Qutinz Boat—A Nov:lty. 

A craft, designed for an outing boat, and 

constructed on an entirely new principle, 
has just been put afloat on the Miramichi 
by Mr, D. G. Smith, of Chatham, who has 

devoted much of his spare time for a few 

months past in constructing it on the second 

floor «f his printiag office, from a window 

of which it emerged on Thursday evening, 

14th, and was afloat at the government 
wharf on Friday morning, 15th. The con. 

trivance, to which the builder has given 

the name, Vis-a-vis, is, perhaps, more of a 
“sporting boat” than anything else and its 

main features are great roominess on deck 

in proportion to its displacement, light 
draught of water, stiffaess under sail and 
immunity from leakage. It resembles the 
modern catamaran in having two hulls 

connected by beams, but there the similarity 

ceases, The hulls of Vis-a-vis are each 

30 feet long, 2 ft. 334 in, wide and 2 ft. 6 in. 

deep, outside measurement. Unlike all other 

boat hulls, they are purposely built so that 

they will leak, and the craft presents the 
anomaly, when afloat, of having the water 

on the same level inside the hulls as itis 

outside. This is with the object of adding 

to the weight of the craft and overcoming 

the difficulty in *‘geing about” in working 

to windward that is usually experienced 
in boats of the catamaran typs. Buoyancy 

is secured by an original idea in boat-baild- 

ing—viz. the use of empty casks, which fill 

the hulls longitudinally, each hull having 
eight in it, the casks being simply the 

ordinary coal-oil casks of commerce. The 

bilges of the casks fit closely to the interior 
of the sides and bottoms of the hulls, the 

timbers of the latter being 2 ft. 9 in. apart,so 

that the cask-chimes rest on them while 
the bilges touch the “skin” of the boats, 

the wedge-like spaces around the casks 

between the ends and bilges, being dunnaged 

with coarse corkwood,which is fastened with 

nails to the inside of the planking.

The timber-heads run far enough above 
the top-sides of the hulls to receive the 
deck-beams, which are screw-bolted to 

them, those on the outsides being further 
extendsd upward so as to form stanchions 

for railing. The casks are kept in position 

latterly by fitting tightly against 
the planking and timbers, and vertically by 

being dunnaged down under the beams, 

The hulls are placed ten feet apart 

between centres, so that the boat is 12 ft. 

6 in. wide, over all. It is flush decked 

from side to side and from stem to stern, 

so that the deck-room—including the 
cockpit, or ‘“‘camp”, which is in the extreme 

stern —is 30 ft.x12 ft. 6 in. The cockpit 
is 10 ft. x7 ft. and is so arranged with 

vertical iron tubing which runs up flush with 
its rail, that it can be neatly housed in, 

in five minutes, with weather-proof covering 

and form a cosy living-room 6 ft. high and 
the full size of the cockpit, the boat mean- 

while carrying single reefed mainsail and 
full jib, sufficient for moving about from 

place to place. There is large locker-room 

in the cockpit and dry-storage in galvanized 

iron pontons which are placed in the bows, 
the form of which does not admit of casks 
being put there.

Vis a vis is specially designed for use in 
the shallow bays and harbours whieh abound 
on the straits of Northumberland and are 
great sporting centres, by reason of the 
fine goose, brant, black-duck snipe and 
other shooting, spring and fall, and the fish- 
ing afforded in their channels. 

The craft, however, is fitted for deep- 
water sailing also, its shoal-water centre- 

board drawing only 12 inches—being so 

contrived that by being pushed to a vertical 
position it is used in connection with two 

additional sections, which make a deep water 

centerboard having a length of 74 feet and a 
submergence of 4} feet. 

The sail necessary for a racing catamaran 
of this size would be about 120 yards, but 
Vis-a-vis has only 50 yards, the object of 
the owner being to have a comfortable out- 
ing boat rather than a racing-machine. Ia the

ly over the hulls, which admit of about 

two appearances Vis-a-vis has made under 
the small mainsail and jib carried, she 
worked to windward against strong tide. 
particularly on Saturday evening, and was, 
of course at her best when the east wind 
blew strongest and the water was roughest, 

In the shooting season,and for regular out- 
ng trips, oil-stoves and an auxilliary deck 
tent will be carried, so those on board will 
be quite comfortable. The hulls of 
Vis-a-vis are planked with Miramichi spruce 
three quarters of an inch thick, and every 
plank is of full length, so that there is not 
a butt in either hq, Stems, sternposts 
and timbers are of juniper, the timbers 2x2 
inches, lapped and screw-bolted together. 
The beams are of pine, some 2x5 aud others 
2x6 1n., the principal beam under the mast 
being 24x9. The deck is of one iach pine 
din, wide: The cockpit floor drops nine 
inches below the plane of the deck. Its 
sides rise 22 in, above the deck and are of 
groved and toogued juniper § thick and 
2¢ in. wide railed with birch. The lockers 
are of British Columbia cedar and the 
companion way entrance of mahogany. 
The fastenings and fittings are princi- | 
pally of galvanized iron and brass. There are 
a nnmber of improved contrivances, most 
of them inventions of the owner, in the 
rigging and other equipment of the boat, the 
whole affair being about as original a produc- 
tion as we have yet seen in its line One 
feature worth mentioning is that by releasing 
two turn-buckles the mast may be lowered 
so that the boat will pass under bridges the 
stringers of which are four feet or more clear 
of the water. 
A good deal of objection and adverse com- 

ment has been made by nautical and boat. 
ing men in reference to the inventor of Vis- 
a-vig nct caulking the hulls and also to his 
utilising casks in their construction. The 
contrivance, however, is a knock-about 
affair, and is intended for making landings 
on the shores of our rivers and bays, without 
the use "of the usual small boat that is 
necessary to craft of desper drift, This 
must, in some cases, lead to straining that 
wonld cause leaks and necessitate the 
pumping or baling that is at times an un- 
desirable exercise on board of even some of 
our yachts. It will be readily realised that 
a good deal of bumping will have to be done 
before the casks in Vis-a-vis will be set a- 
leaking. Another important consideration 
also in connection with the casks is that 
they add 1000 lbs. to the weight of the boat, 
which, with the water-ballast surrounding 
them— but well confined in the interstices 
of the cork dunnage—supply what all 
previously-built catamarans lack, viz, 
sufficient weight to maintain the momentum 
necessary to make them go about easily,
