Board of Trads. 

A well-attended meeting of repre- 

sentative citizens of Chatham met in 

the Cypress Club's cosy rooms on 
Tuesday evening, to consider the desir- 

ability of organizing a Board of Trade. 
Mr. Roger Flanagan, was elected 

Chairman and Mr. George Stothart, 

Secretary. 

After discussion, a resolution affirm- 

ing the desirability of forming a Board 
of Trade was unanimously passed, and 
a committee consisting ot Messrs, W. S. 

Loggie, W. B. Snowball, R. A. Mur- 
doch, D. G. Smith and Wm. Wilson, 

was appointed to obtain necessary 
information relating to organization, 

etc. the meeting adjourning to reassem- 
ble at the call of the chairman of the 

committee. 

Quite Logical. 

The following from the Halifax 
Herald, which is a very strong party 

paper, illustrates the absurdity of a

Ryan’s statements on this matter. It 
will be apparent to those who read the 
evidence that if these men had 
had a contract of sufficient magnitude, 
‘they would have outrivalled Mr. St. 
Louis’ achievements. Making allow- 
ance for the difference between the 
Suspension Bridge repairs and the 
Curran bridge construction, Mr. Ryan 
has been just as much deceived and the 
provincial treasury has been just as 
much defrauded, in the former case as 
were Minister Haggart and the Domin- 
ion treasury in the latter case. Do 
‘the grits want Mr. Ryan and his 
colleagues jailed, as they have many a 
time intimated should be done to 
Mr. Haggert and his colleagues on ac- 
count of the Curran bridge swindle? 
And if net, why not ?” 

We observe that the St. John 
Sun, Fredericton Gleaner and Moncton 

Times are endeavoring to make their 
readears believe that the government 

had some knowledge of the swindling 

that was being done by Messrs. 

Ratallick & Stackhouse—their agents 

in making the Suspension bridge re- 

pairs. Those who have read the testi- 
mony, however, will easily understand 

that with a chief commissioner like Mr. 

P. G. Ryan, it wouldjnot be a very 
difficult matter for such men as these 
agents of his to cheat him and, through 

him, the people of the province, 

Ryan’s weak spots were his great 

,desire for “economy” and abundant 

‘confidence in “knowing it all.” He 
ought not to have expected much in 

| the way of integrity from a $3 a day

The Oyster Fishery at Bay du Vin. 

It will, no doubt, surprise a good many 
Miramichi people, even, to learn that the 
oyster fishery of Bay du Vin has, this 

year, yielded to the men whe work with 
the rakes about $10,000 in hard cash or 
its equivalent. The oyster beds of ether 
well known places, such as Malpeque, 
P. E. I, Buctouche, Caraquet and others 
are no longer as productive as they used 
to be, while the supply at ‘Bay du Vin 
seems to be inexhaustible, and it is but 
just to the local fishery overseer, Mr.John 
B. Williston, to say that he looks after 
this fishery in a very efficent and intelli- 
gent manner. = : beads 

This season, six Quebec schooners have 
taken away between 4000 and 5000 barrels 
from Bay du Vin to Quebec and Mont- 
real, and twelve smaller schooners from 

Buctouche, and Cocagne and two from 
Caraquet also loaded there. No one can 

tell how many of the fine *‘‘Bactouche,” 

“‘Malpeque” and “Caraquet” oysters - so 
prized in the restaurants of the big Can- 
adian cities are raked from the Bay du 

In the latter part of the season only 
local men were fishing, but in its earlier 
‘dys there were a good many from differ- 
‘ent outside points on the coast. The 
‘mode of fishing by these sirangers gives 

them an advantage over the people of the 
locality in the matter of the tax imposed 

| by the Fisheries department. ‘The license 

| is, under the regulations, issued at $1,00 

per boat, instead. of at*$1,00 or less per 

rake engaged in fishing. We presume 
| that the boat tax was established because 
it. was the custom of the local fishermen 
to operate, one man to each boat, but the 
outsiders come and pay the $1 tax per 
boat, but each of their boats accommo- 
dates from two to three rakes. 

' Department would, therefore, do well to 
license each rake or individual fishing, 
instead of each boat. 
The largest local shipper is Mr. C. S. 

Bremner, who has sent away 1500 or 1600 
barrels this season. Mr. John A. Mills 
has shipped between 600 and 700 and 
Mr. Bernard Williston over 100 barrels. 
The price per barrel from the canoes— 
in bulk, just as the oysters were raked— 
was at first seventy cents a barrel, but it 
soon ran to eighty, then to ninety and by 
15th September it was $1.00, at which 
price it has remained ever since.

: Russia’a Necropolis. 

The Cathedral of St. Peter and St. Paul, 
in which the remains of the late Czar 

Alexander IIL, are laid to their rest, 

was originally built by Peter the Great in 

1703, though it has- been rebuilt and 

restored more than once since then. It is 

often called the Fortress Church, because 

it stands within the fortress which was 
built on the island by Peter of Peters- 
burgsky. Beneath the pavement are 
great vaults, in which all the Russian 
sovereigns since the foundation of St. 

Petersburg lie buried with the exception 
of Peter 11., who died at Moscow and was 

interred there. Overhead in the church 

magnificent monuments mark the sites of 
of the graves. The interior of the church 
is covered with banners and other military 
trophies captured in the various wars 
waged by Russta against the Swedes, 
Poles, Turks, Persians and French. 

Externally, the most remarkable 
feature of the building, which is an oblong 

structure 210 feet long by 100 broad, is 
the slender and elegant pyramidal spire 
springing from the four cornered belfry 
at the western end. The summit of the 
cross, which surmouats it, is 371 feet 
above the ground level. In the gilding 
of the spire twenty-two pounds weight of 
pure gold are said to have been employed.

If the slab 

were marble one foot in thickness it 

would be equal to 188 feet square; if it 

were D feet thick it would be equal to 

84 feet square; if 10 feet thick equal to 
59 feet square. Perhaps the Times will 

either admit that ic was romancing about 

the big monolithic slab, or go further into 

the subject and describe how it was 
quarried, dresssed, transported to the 

cathedral and handled so as to place it 

in position.

China and Japan. 

Loxpox, Nov. 17.—The Morning Post has 
this despatch from Shanghai; “The viceroy 
of the province of Sechuen has been arrested, 
charged with murdering a Tartar general 
in command of provincial troops. His object 
was to hide his peculations. Generals Yeh 
and Nieh have been stripped of their titles 
of rank and decorations in consequence of 
their discreditable failure in the battle of 
Ping Yang,” 

The Central News correspondent at 
Shanghai telegraphs that the Chinese fleet, 
fully armed and equipped, put to sea on 
Monday. The Japanese warship Yoshiono 
was sighted cruising off Wei Hoon Sunday, 
Two more Chinese merchant steamers have 
bean placed under protection of the German 
flag and one under the flag of Great Britain. 
DaxveErs, Mass., Nov. 17.—A private 

letter has been received here from Rev, 
Charles E. Ewing, missionary in China, 
dated Oct. 3. The letter states that the 
Japanese are full of enthusiasm, while the 
Chinese know little and care less about the 
war. It is reported that the prisoners are so 
well treated by the Japanese that the 
Chinese soldiers are not especially loath to 
surrender. The Japanese troops are so well 
organized and the Chinese so much like a 
mob that there is no reasonable doubt as to 
the outcome of the war, 
LoxpoN, Nov. 17.—A despatch from 

Yokohama to the Pall Mall Gazette says a 
large number of sick and wounded Japanese 
soldiers are arriving at Ujina. The last of 
the class of conscripts who attained military 
age within the year 1894 are joining their 
respective corps.

For myself, I 
must hold Sunday to be in truth to its name, 
a day of the sun, and that observance of it 
to be of the holiest, which is most sunny, 

most alive with light. The Sunday news- 
paper without detaining the few who seek 
the highest heaven, saves millions of poor 
souls from listless stupor or ignorant pas- 
times, by drawiug their interest in the 
world’s daily life to an ampler reading than 

their work days permit. It is their one 

book, their sole library, their museum aud 

and their art gallery. 

The remarks of Rev. C. George Currie, 

D. D., of Baltimore, Md., who followed 
were of rather a diverse ‘nature as 
to the newspaper. He said: “The Sun- 
day paper occopies us exclusively with 
other days’ interests. It throws open the 
jstores for us and puts us in the midst of the

Talk About Church Unity. 

St Joux, November 14. —The evangelical 
congress ia Rev. Mr. DeSoyers church, 
closed this afternoon. The discussion on 
church union was decidedly interesting. A 
paper by Principal Sheraton, Episcopal, 
opened the discussion, He strongly de- 
precated ritualism and sacerdotalism in the 
English church, which he regarded as the 
great obstacle to union. Mr, Sheraton 

thought the recent Torouto conference went 
about the discussion wrong end first, The 
proper order was recognition of other 
churches, then co-operation, then federation, 
then organic episcopal union, 

Rev. Mr. Hamlyn, Charlottetown, read 
a brief paper, in which he said that he felt 
nearer to the Christians in some other 
churches than te the ritualists in his own. 

Dr. MacRae, Presbyterian, analysed the 
relations of the various churches to each 
other, He showed. that Presbyterians 

could unite with churchmen without much 
change in the ecclesiastical system or ritus! 
of either church, 

Rev. Mr+ Pailsey, Methodist, found him. 
self heartly in accord generally with 
evangelical churchmen bat did not sea the 
practicability of union with a church new 
apparently divided against itself, wor could 
union be thought of on the basis of reordina- 
tion, He could take the hand of the 
Presbyterian church now, perhaps with the 
Church of England later. 
Rev. Mr. Gordon, Baptist, dwelt upon 

the distinctive features of his church, and

There was a fair gathering of represeata - 

tive residents of Lower Newcastle and the 

extreme upper section of Alawick at the 

school house near the eastern end of the 

bridge at the mouth of Bartibogue River 
on Monday evening last, notwithstand- 

ing the unpleasantness of the weather. 

The meeting was in response to special 

invitations issued to representatives of the 

County in the Dominion and local parlia- 
ments, and other prominent citizens and 

also publicly in the local papers as 

follows :— 
All persons interested in the proposed steam 

ferry between Black Brook and the opposite side 
ot theriver, and in having telephone ¢ ymmunieatio n 
between Chatham and Alnwick, will please attend 
a meeting at the school house, near Bartibo gue 
bridge, on Monday, 19:h November, at 6 p. m. 

J. There were also present Hon. L. 

Tweedie, M. P, P., Hon.J. P. Burchill, 

M. P.P., John O'Brien, Esq., M.P. P. 

Mr. John Blake and Mr. J. H. S. Babkirk 
of Black Brook and severel others from the 
parish of Chatham. 

Mr. James Burchill was elected chairman, 
and after he had stated the object of the 
meeting he asked for an expression of the 
views of those present on the subject of 
the proposed ferry. 

Nobody, however, seemed to Le prepared 
to say anything pending the arrival of Mr. 
John Blake, Mr. Babkirk and some other 
gentlemen from Black Brook. 
Mr. Blake was asked by the chairman to 

speak and after he had enquired of the 
chairman as to the object of the meeting and 
been informed thereof he said they required 
a ferry from the railway terminusat Black 
Brook to the opposite side of the river to 
accommodate the people of the eastern 
section of the county, which had been 
neglected by both the local and Dominion 
governments, while other sections had been 
assisted. They had the members of the 
local legislature here and Mr, Tweedie, the 
Surveyor-General, who had engineers at his 
command and if the people were to select a 
site for the ferry wharves, the engineers 
could teil the government what it would 
cost to establish the ferry, and this meeting's 
object was to appoint a committee from both 
sides of ,the river to select the site of the 
wharf and he would like to have Supervisor 
Innis give his views of the matter. 

Sapervisor Innis smiled and said he was 
not yet prepared to make a speech. 

After the meeting had relapsed into 
silence for about five minutes, Mr. Blake 
movedthat this meeting isin favor of a 
steam ferry. 

This motion was unanimously carried. 
Hoop. Mr. Tweedie said he knew that such 

a motion as that would pass. [Laughter.] 
It was then moved that Hon. Mr. 

Tweedie give his opinion of the subject and 
Mr. Tweedie said the meeting had forestall- 
ed him and left little opportuuity for the 
expression of his views, by passing the re- 
solution just voted on. The question the 
meeting seemed to be called upon to con. 
sider was a practical one that should be 
approachel in a practical way. The people 
ot Lower Newcastle and Black Brook were 
said to require a steam ferry, and he pre- 
sumed they wanted aid from the local 
and Dominion governments in order fo 
establish and maiutain it. It was reason- 
able to expect them to be prepared to place 
facts and figures before the government— 
and he spoke for the local government 
only—which would enable it to determine 
on the merits of their proposition. Why 
did they want a ferry ? What was the 
prospect of their being abla to establish 
one on a paying basis]? Were the 
promoters of the scheme prepared to 
show that the establishment of the proposed 
new steam ferry was a feasible undertaking ? 
It must be remembered that the govern- 
ment, when it assisted railways, steamboat 
enterprises and similar public enterprises 
was met with the charge of extravagance 
by its opponents, and yet it would be 
found that the very men wh) made or 
countenanced such charges were among the 
foremost to insist on expenditures for the 
services named. It was therefore to be ex: 
pected that the government—if it were to be 
asked to aid the proposed new steam ferry 
on the Miramichi—should be farnished 
with facts and reasons for the expeuditure 
that would be involved, by which it might 
/justify the granting thereof. That, ‘he

proposition.

Did they not 
provide a yearly subsidy of $1,000 for 
steamboat accommodation for the eastern 

ofthe County on both sides 
of the river? It was through the prompt 
action of the local government that the 
building of the Black Brook railway, and 
also the loup line to Nelson, were secured, 
during the past summer, and never in the 
history ofthe province were nine miles ofrail- 
way so quickly built. It canmot, therefore 
be truly said that the local government had, 
in any way neglected any section of the 
County, and he might say that it was a 
matter of common objection at Frederic- 
ton that Northumberland was getting every- 
thing. That was not true however,although 
80 long as he and his colleagues represented 
the County they proposed to have justice 
doae to it. 

As he had said, it would be necessary for 
the promoters of this propesed zew steam 
ferry to show the government that it was a 
busivesslike undertaking—that there world 
be traffic to support it. He would ask, Can 
you provide a steamer and run it so as to 
pay, with a $300 subsidy, which is what 
the other steam ferries get ? 

Mr. David Johnston :—No ! we can’t do 
it. 

Mr. Tweedie: Can ycu expect more? 
You will hardly doso. Who is going to 
build the boat ? It must be as good as that 
at Chatham, if not better. Is there a 
company formed to take hold of the matter? 
It can’t be done on talk—on wind. After 
telling the story of the old darkey who was 
caught one night in a thunder storm 
and prayed to the Lord for less 
noise and more light, he said what would 
be required before the new ferry scheme 
was in practical shape was less wind and 
more light as to the prospects of the ferry 
being made to pay. Suppose he were to say, 
in behalf of the government, that they would 
give a subsidy of $500, where were they 
even then ? Had they a wharf for landing 
at or wharves ? If not, how were they to 
get them ? Did they expect the local gov- 
ernment to build these also? It was true 
that lately, because of the Dominion govern- 
ment not giving the County what was its 
due in works of this kind, the local 
government had supplied the omission in 
some measure, but that could not always be 
done, because the reveuue of the province 
was not sufficiently large. He need hardly 
say more to show that it was necessary, if 
the new steam ferry was to be secured, that 
information such as he had suggested was 
vecessary before the government could move 
in the matter. For himself and colleagues 
he would say that they were ready to do 
their part to help the people of this and all 
other sections of the County to obtain im 
proved facilities for their business, just 
as soon as the people themselves did their 
part in giving them the necessary informa- 
tion and guarantees to work upon. As re- 
presentatives they had always received 
fair treatment from the people of 
Lower Newcastle and upper Alnwick al- 
though they had not been able, heretofore, 
to visit and address them, the reason 
being that, at election times, owing to the 
great extent of the county, they found 
that they had ®o deny themselves the 
privilege of visiting many places where 
they would like to see the people and 
learn their wants. He could, he believed, 
truthfully claim, however, that although 
his colleagues and himself could not visit 
them on those occasions, they had by 
no means forgotton them or neglected 
their interests, as the attention given to 
their roads and bridges and other wants 
fully attested.
