A Steam:r Ashore in the Miramichi.

On Thursday afternoon last the steamer
Wylo of Liverpool, 978 tons, Capt Christie,
which had been loaded with deals for Mr.
W. M. McKay by Stevedore Mich’'l Keoug-
han in 22 hours, and had, therefore, very
quick despatch, left Chatham far sea draw-
ing only sixteen feet of water, She was in
charge of pilot John Martin and the even-
ing was a fine one. A mile or two below
the Oak Point buoy, she stopped, the range
lights at the time showing her to be too
far to the northward. It was evident that
the vessel was fast in the muddy bottom,
and as the tide was high at the time the
situation was a serious one so far as deten-
tion was concerned. The Captain vainly
endeavored to back his ship off and sound-
ings showed that her bow had run well up
on the ground known as the Robichaud
Flats. '

Stevedore Keoughan and about thirty
men went down with barges towed by the
steamer Mascott to lighten the Wylo, and
on Tuoesday had discharged about 150
standards of deals. The easterly storm of
Tuesday caused the tide to continue high
all day and about noon the vessel floated
and moved about ten feet. It was expect-
ed that the night tide would be a very high
one and there would be no difficulty in
floating her off, but the water did not
rise as much on Tuesday night as it had
done in the day time, and the steamer de-
fied the power of the Mascott and her own
engines to get her afloat. It was, therefore,
determined to discharge more cargo and, to
that end, a crew went down yesterday.
It 18 hoped that when forty or fifty stand-
ards more are taken out the vessel will

come off,

Another Log Ra.ftfmsa.ster.

New York Sun: Another log raft
experiment has come to grief in the Pacific
ocean. The big Leary raft, which was
started from Nova Scotia for this city and
went to pieces in a storm, and the Joggins
raft, which mads the trip to the Erie Basin
successfully, will be remembered. Several
such rafts have been made up in Washington
and Oregon and started for San Francisco,
and but ene has made the trip successfully.
The last experiment on the Pacific coast
was begun two weeks ago, and met with
disaster tive or six days later. The raft was
the biggest ever made up there. It was
540 feet long, 54 feet broad, and 26 feet
thick, with a draught of water of 21 feet.
There were fully 10,00C piles in the raft,
averaging 50 feet in length and 14 inches in
diameter. Some of the logs were over 100
feet long and 30 inches through. Altogether
there were about 8,000,000 feet of lumber
in the structure, enough to make cargoes
for 10 or a dezen ships. Some 60 tons of
chain were used to bind the logs together.
The 'umber in the raft was worth in Stella,
Wash., where it was put together, about
$50,000, and would have been worth $75,-
000 in San Francisco.

The raft was taken in tow by a big
ocean-going tug, and started from Stella
on Oct. 10, Two days later it crossed the
bar of Columbia River at Astoria, Ore.,
and began its ocean voyage. All went
well for three days, when a heavy gale
was encountered. The raft rolled heavily,
gaining complete mastery over the tug,
often dragging it half under water. The
gale continued all the next day, and the

Special sermons to young men will be
preached on Sunday in the Presbyterian
and Methodist churches. Oa Sunday even-
ing afcer the regular church service a Y. M,
C. A.mass meeting will be held in St,
Luke’s church. ;

The President of the association will
conduct the meeting. Short addresses on
different phases of the Y. M. C. A, work,
will be given by association workers. The
singing will be under the leadership of the
choir of the church, which is preparing
especially for the meeting. It is hoped
that our peop'e will show their interest in
the work by crowding the church -on the
occasion, A collection in aid of the work
will be taken,

Especial prayer and evangelistic services
will be held in the asoociation rooms on
every evening of next week, except on
Wednesday night.

More Financial Trouble in the Liver-
pool Wood Market.

[Timber News, Oct. 27.]

The Liverpool timber trade, and indeed
all the West Coast trade, was last week
almost staggered when it was announced
that the widely-known firm of Messrs.

of the junior partners had withdrawn and
that fact created considerable speculation
amongst members of the trade. As it was
8o closely followed by the other fact just
mentioned, the fears of many were found
to be but too well founded. But no sooner
has the trade recovered its breadth than
it has again almost been taken away by the
announcement that a second firm, apparently
above suspicion, had suspended payment.
We refer to Messrs. James Halsall & Son,

The
attorney general has, however, announced

houses is more or less interested in Messrs.
Halsall's difficulties. Some are entangled
to ‘the tune of £5,000 or £6,000. At the
moment we are not entitled to publish a
list of creditors, nor give the liabilities nor
the assets. There is a rumor that the estate
will show up not very badly. We believe
this is the second time, though the interval
is a long one, that Messrs. Halsall have met
their creditors.

In the case of Messrs. Smith the chief

creditors are said to be the bankers and
shippers abroad. But we are not yet
permitted to give authentic particulars and
are not inclined to indulge in random
guesses, It is reported that some little time
will have to elapse before a full statement
¢an be published, The firm has for a long
time been looked upon as not very strong-
backed, but as it had continued to hold up
its head it was expected that it would still
manage to keep it erect.
We understand that both Messrs. Smith
& Co. and Messrs. Halsail & Son have
suffered very considerable losses through
bad debts. The latter firm, it will be
remembered, were big creditors in the
smashup of Tyrer & Forsyth, Liverpool,
about a year ago. Whether these unfortu-
nate losses are enough to account for the
present difficulties of the firm connot be said:
Referring to the Halsal failure the London
Timber Trades Journal of 27th ult. says :—
In this unfortunate financial ecatastrophe
the curiosity of readers willnot go unsatis-
fied, as the principal creditors* names have
‘transpired: The firm was in fairly good
credit up to the time of their suspension,
and were negotiating fresh business within
the past few days. We hope the estate will
turn out to ‘beless setious than the um-
satisfactory state of the market maylead
many to sauppose. The following is an

Driven to Cannibalism.

DuNKIRE, Oct.,, 27.—Whaling vessels
belonging to the Dundee fleet which have
returned here bring a gruesome story from
the far north. At the beginning of Augussé

the whalers Aurora, Balena, and Esquimaux
were in Prince Regent’s inlet, between the
latitude 72 and 74 north, searching for
white whales. They steamed into Elvin
bay, and a party from the Balena landed
and proceeded in shore. They had not gone
far when they came upon a ghastly ring of
corpses, the remains of Esquimaux who had
evidently died of starvation. The evidence
pointed to its having been a case of survival
of the fittest. The bodies had probably
lain where they were found for a number of
monthd, but were well preserved. Some
bodies’bore no trace of the tale told by the
others. Oa the other hand, clean-picked
human bones and partially devoured bodies

revealed a story of cannibalism. One corpse
had been beheaded and the head was found
thirty yards away from the trunk, at a place’
where some one had evidently made a meal

upon the flesh and brain. :

It is supposed that the party while
travelling found their progress checked by
the sudden setting in of winter. What few
provisions they had were soon exhausted,
and then starvation stared them in the face.
Qae by one they succambed to the pangs of
hunger, and finally the stcenger, in a futile
attempt to save their own lives, were driven
to eat the others. The spot where the
remains were found 1is inconceiveably
desolate, and is entirely destitute of game

or wild animale of any kind. The crew of
the Balena brought a number of relics of
their horrible find.

TUnearthing Gold Treasures.

Burraro, O:t. 30.—The Times’ correspon-
dent at East Otto writes: Some time ago a
middle-aged man came to this village and
gecured employment as a mill hand. On
Sunday evening and whenever he could get
a day off, he would start out with a pick-axe
over his shoulder as though in secarch of
something. His peculiar actioa aroused
interest and when questioned as to the
motives of his trip he would give no
satisfactory reply. Last Thursday, after
finishing bis day’s work, the man shouldered
his pick-axe and started ous as usual, but
this time he was followed at a discreet
distance by some of his fellow workmen.
He went directly to the creek which flows
through this village and proceeded down
its bank and began to dig. In a few minutes
he uncovered a box. One blow. of the
“pick-axe broke open- the atfair and those
who were watching saw him gathec up and
put into a bag what appeared to them to
be gold pieces in large quantities. They
were too astonished to speak or move and
when they recovered the man had picked
up his bag, put it under his coat and
disappeared through the woods. The
watchers hurried to the spot and found
a single gold coin of KEnglish mintage,
bearing tha date 1802. It is believed by
those who saw the man gather up the coin
that its value must be way up- ia the thou-
sands of dollars, Nothing has been seen
since of the man. How the money came
to be hidden in that spot is a mystery
which przzles. all the residents of  this
village. It is generally believed, howerver,

during the war of 1812, and that the
stranger was a descendant of one of the
