the country, for a long while, but [ have 

put it off from week to week to give youn 
the news, but as we are quiet down here 

this fall I really had no news to give. Un- 
like other Elections for Councillors the 

election, this year, passed off very peaceably | 
with no contest. 

The electors present voted $1,50 per 
day as pay for the Councillors. Whether 

it will be lawful to assess the parish for 
this amount or not I think will be a 
question of law; my own opinion is that it 
cannot be done, as the Law most distinct- 
ly says that Counciliors shall receive no 
pay for their services.
