Before we had insol-
vent laws some creditors got something,
but now no one got anything. = Official
assignees and those who had the manage-
ment of estates got all the benefits. We
had more traders in Canada according to
population than any other country in the
world, because our insolvent laws offered
a premium to dishonesty. He condemned
the system of mercantile travellers forcing
goods on"country merchants.

Mr. Gibbs, of South Ontario, was reluc-
tant to vote for the repeal of the Insolvent
Act till he saw what amendment the Gov-
ernment intended to make in the law.

Mr. McDougall, of Elgin, believed the
objections were more to the working of the
Act than to the principle involved in its
debate.

Adjourned at six o’clock.

After recess Mr. Blake resumed the de-
