An Halifax despatch dated the 22nd
| inst., states that a vessel commanded by
Capt. Ridout was lost on the French shore
of Newfoundland in 1874. A St. John's
paper of Thursday last says a person from
Bonne PRay gives the following informa-
tion relative to the loss and disappearance
of the crew:—** Captain Ridout had £200
| with him at the time he was supposed to
be murdered. - The craft went ashore close
by a tilt occupied by an old hunter, com-
monly known as Jacko. All the crew got
on shore and built a tent, and were all
right. One day a certain B. W,——with
; members of his family, understood to be
i hunters, wreckers, &ec., visited the tent,
' and offered to pilot the shipwrecked crew
| to the channel. The offer was accepted,
. and the party started on the journey, but
while crossing a pond the crew were shot,
three of them falling at the first volley.
The W s then cut a hole in the ice
and put the bodies down, after havirg
robbed them of the money. Knowing that
Jacko was aware of their having gone with
the Ridouts, they went back to his place
and gave him money to silence him.—
Lately Jacko has been very sick, and be-
lieving he was abont to die has confessed
the matter.”

The informant also states that a Nova
Seotia craft fishing there was found on
shore, and the captain, named Sterling,
was found dead under a rock, with a
small hatchet lying by his side, his re-
mains showing that he had been choppep
to death. The people firmly believe that
the crew were all murdered by the same
gang. Many other vessels and crews, he
believes, meet with a similar fate. He
further states that at Port au Port the
people do little else than plunder, and ex-
presses the opinion that they would not
hesitate to use lights to decoy vessels on
shore.
