The *‘apron” bhelow |
the dam, which is well coveged with water |

when the mill is running, is also made a
trap for trout which ace left dry upon it
when the mill is shut down.

These matters require attention at once.
So far as the construction of the fish-way
is concerned, we believe a legal question,
as to the right of the owner of the mill to
keep the dam as it is, is involved, and it is

not clear ti.at the Government can compel |

him to construct a sluice. The law can be
made cffective in obliging him to keep th»
sawdust from going into the river, how-
ever, and if fish are destroyed to any
appreciable extent on the ‘‘apron” that
can also be stopped. The mill at Bay du
Vin is but a sample of most of the water
mills on our smaller streams, and it is real-
ly a wonder that Fishery Officers do not
look more closely after them than they
have done.
