Stanley Fleigher down on’'the hill about 
10 o'clock. We were at Coleman’s corner 

~~, on our way coming home. We saw Pat 
Po White and Jim Barry at Coleman’s corner. 

Joe Doherty was walking past Armstrong’s 
corner towards the Wellington Road, Lule, 
Knowles, Fliegher, Buote and I followed 

him, we ran and overtook him at Arm- 

strong’s corner. ‘We heard he had a gun 
and we wanted to take it from him in case 
he got into trouble. Knowles was the first 
to catch hold of him, Gilbert Buote and 

Luke went to help Knowles to take the 
gun. They examined the gun, there was 

no cap on it and they did not think it wa- 

loaded, they let him go with the gun. He 
turned, pointed the gun at us and snapped 
it. Doherty went into Kerr's yard followed 
by Knowles and Luke, he raised the gun 
and tried to strike them with it, and chased 
them out of the yard. I was standing near 
the next house, (Mr. Flood’s,) I did not 

see anyone go into Kerr's yard after that 
I was standing at Mr. Kerr's front door 
‘when 1 heard the shot, the others were 

standing at the ooruer of the fence. Aft-r 
I heard the shot, I heard Arthur Luke say 

“I*am shot I” I saw Joe Doherty fire the 
shot, was not over 12 or 15 feet from him 

Doherty was standing between the fence 
and the house (Kert’s,) he put his gun up 
towards his shoulder and fired out the 
gateway, not at any particular person that 

I could see. He ran towards the gate, not 
making any distinct halt, bat firing his 
gun. It was moonlight. I could not dis- 
tinguish either of the boys who were stand 
ing by the fence.

So the jurors afore 
said, upon their oath aforesaid, do say thar 
Joseph Doherty, on Thursday, the thirty- 
first day of October in the year aforesaid 
at Chatham, in the county aforesaid, did 
feloniously and unlawfully kill and slay 
one Arthur James Luke against the peace 
of our Lady the Queen, her crown and 
dignity, and the jurors do further say tha: 
in the manner aud by the means aforesaid, 
the said Arthur James Luke came to his 
death and not otherwise. 

There seems to have been an impres- 
sion that the dying boy made an ante- 

mortem deposition to Police Magis. 

trate McCulley, who was sent for, iu the 

expectation that he would secure from 

the lad his statement in the ususl form. 
Our reporter: interviewed the police 
magistrate, who stated that in response to 

the message respecting the shooting he 

went to the bedside of young Luke, who 

said there were so many others present 
that a statement from him wes not neces— 

tory. He, however,said “0 the magistrate 

that he was alone with Doherty in the 
yard, just before the shooting, trying to 

wrest the gun from him, but was not 

able to do so ; that he then abandoned 
the tussle and ran away and was shot 

while doing so. 

"The testimony before the coroner shows 
that Doherty was fully alive to the

herty was on his way to Richibucto 

and directing him to take the 4 o'clock ex- 

press and go to Harcourt. He drove 

from Harcourt to Kingston and from 
there to Richibucto, giving the description 

of the fugitive as he proceeded, and 
making arrangements to be notified if 

anythicg of his whereabouts was dis 

covered. He drove through to Chatham 

on Sanday. On Monday he was i.form- 

ed that Doherty was ina Upper Nelson. 

He went there but found no trace of him. 

He thencame to Chatham on Tuesday 

and heard he was out on the Richibucto 

road, at Lynch's. Policeman Ramsbottom 

and Irving drove to that place on Tues- 

day night and heard tnat Doherty's 

father had taken him away ina buggy 
that day. It was found that he had 
driven him through Napan and up to- 
wards Ivory’s Nelson and thence to 
Chatham, the afternoon drive being, of 

course, intended to throw pursuers 

off the right route for a capture. 
Irving and Ramsbottom returned to 

Chatham, and on Wednesday (yesterday) 
morning, abont 5.30 they, assisted by 
Policeman Forrest,searched the house of 

Mrs. Jas. Elkin, grandmother of the 
fugitive. The policeman entered the 
house and inquired for their man, but 

Mrs. Elkin, Daniel Elkin and Doherty, 
the young man’s father, all declared he 
was not there. The house was, however, 

| 

searched, while Irving remained ouside 

guarding the doors. He was near the 

front door,but was keeping a lookout for 

the back one also, when Doherty, who 

had been in hiding in the e!l over the 

kitchen, escaped from the back door. He 

ran as far as the McCarthy house but 

was there overtaken by Irving, who 

effected his arrest, which was done with- 

out any resistance on the part of of the 

prisoner. The latter appeared to take 

the situation asa matter of course and 

seemed little troubled about it or concern- 

ed for the grave situation in which he is 

placed. When asked whether he was not 
sorry for what he had done, he replied, 

“a little”, showing the callousness of his 

nature ard his incapability of realising 
the enormnity of his crime. He was con- 

veyed to the lockup and placed in a cell. 

The news of his capture was rec2ived 

with general satisfaction by the commun- 

ity, and credit is due particularly to the 

High Shirreff and his deputy Mr. Irving, 

for the efforts that they made to bring 
Doherty to justice. Comments were made 

on assumed official inacrivity in the mat- 
ter, but the authorities really gave carte 
blanc to the officers in their instructions 

relating to the duty and necessity of 

making the capture. They could not, of 
course, tell everbody just what was being 

done, for that might have rather assisted 

the fugitive and the unfortunately too 

large number of ill-disposed, ignorant or 

quasi-criminal class who seem to think 
they do right in harboring those whose 

liberty is forfeited by their crimes.

ty was to have taken place yesterday 

aftermoon at 2.30 before Geo. B. Fraser, 

€iq., J. P., but it was posponed until 
to-day owing to policzman Forrest having 
failed to serve subponeas on witnesses.

Mr George Marquis of Chatham will be looked 
upou as a benefactor of smelt fishermen, sportsmen 
and others who may have the good fortune to pro 
cure stoves of the new pattern designed by him 
the first sample of which was put together at his 
well known shop at Chatham on Tuesday afternoon 
and shipped yesterday to Neguac Itis to be used 
in a goose-shooter's camp at Tabusintac and for 
that purpose as well as for heating and cooking in 
smelt-fishermen’s shanties it is jast the thing It 
is about 20 inches long, 14 inches from front to 
back and the sane from bottom to top The bottom, 
top, door and dampers, etc are of cast iron and the 
sides and ends are composed of a sheet of 16 gange 
sheet steel It will hold nearly twiceas much wood 
as a star stove while owing to ux new and peculiar 
form adopted in the bottom, it will burn either a 
small or large quantity of fuel, as may be desired 
It may also be fitted to burn coal There is a draft 
for fcreing the tire and + damper for lessening the 
heat at will The top has two pot-holes and these 
may, by the removal of the dividing centre.piece, 
which is of the usual form, be converted into an 
oblong hole for a big boiler or oblong pan Alto-
