Partizulars of the Crisis at the

Domin:on Capital.
Orrawa, Sth January 1890.—

The most startling erisis ever
known in Canadian politics was
sprung upon Sir Mackenzie Bowell
on Saturday last when seven of his
Minis ers handed in their resigna-
tions, and the Government has
since then been in a semi-paralysed
condition, it being almost im-
possible to say from hour to hour
whether Sir Mackenzie Bowell will
be able to reconstruct his Ministry
At first it was not thought possible
that Sir Mackenzie Bowell could
withstand the shock and it was
cousidered certain that he must
hand in his resignation at once;
but instead of killing him the blow
seems to have put more life into
the Old Man and has given him so
much renewed strength that it is
now believed that, wich the assis-
tance of Sir Charles Tupper, sr.,
he will not only be able to pull
through but that he may strengthen
his Cabinet and get it into a more
united econdition than it has been

siuce the death of Sir John
Macdonald. Of ecourse, the “Old

Man,” as he is familarly called,
may, after all his efforts, find that
he 1s unable to fill up the vacancies
in his Cabinet and be forced to
resign and allow His Excelleney to
call in another adviser, who may
be Sir Charles Tupper, or Mr.
Laurier, or anyone else his Excel-
lency pleases, to forin a new
Ministry ; but, after the weak and
inadequate statement made in the
House yesterday by Mr. Foster
giving the reason (or, perhaps, it
would be safer to say “alleged”
reason) for the resignation of him-
self and colleagues it looks as if Sir
Mackenzie really has a good fight-
ing chance of pulling through.
HOW IT CAME ABOUT.

The excitement caused by the
publication in the Torento World
and Ottawa Citizen on Saturday
of the charge that Dr. Montague
had been guilty of writing annoy-
mous letters charging his colleague,
Sir Adolphe Caron, with receiviug
$25000 in connection with the
granting of a charter to a railway
company (as stated in my letter of
Saturday last) had scarcely begun
to subsizde when political cireles
were startled on Saturday evening
by the rumor tnat seven cf Sir
Mackenzie Bowell's ministers had
handed in their resignations to the
Premier and toat the DBowell
Minisrry was “burst.” The rumor
proved true and in admitting its
correctness Sir Mackenzie added
that the resignations had been
accepted. The Ministers who re-
signed are :.

HON. GEO. E. FOSTER, Minster of
Finance.
HON. JOAN HAGGART, Minister of

Yulways and Canals,
HON. W. H. MONTAGUE,
Agricuitare.

HON. A. R. DICKEY, Minister of Militia,
HON. W. B 1VES, Minister of Trade and
Commerce,
HON. JOHN F.
Customs:
SIR ¢ H. TUPPER, Minister of Justice.

The way the resignations came
about is said to be this: on Friday,
a small caucus, mostly composed
of Ontario members opposed to
Yemedial Legislation on the Mani-
toba School case, was held in the
office of Hon. Dr. Montague, when
it was decided that Sir Mackenzie
Bowell was not able to control and
lead the party and that he shouid
be asked to resign and Sir Charles
Tupper, sr., be called on to form a
Ministry. Hon. John Haggart and
Hon. Dr. Montague were appointed
to call on the Premier and convey
to him the decision this private
caucus had arrived at.
THE PREMIER REFUSES.

They did so, and it is said that
a somewhat stormy scene ensued,
in the course of which the Premier
accused both of his collesgues with
acting treacherously towards him,
and also said to Dr. Montague that
had proof in his desk that he
(Montague) had written anonymous
letters charging one of his colleagues
(Sir Adolphe Caron) with having
accepted a bribe. This was indig-

nantly denied by Dr. Montague,

and the interview ended with Sir

Mackenzie Bowell declaring that

he would not resign at the dictation

of a small clique, but that, on the

contrary, he would be prepared to

receive the resignations of any of

his colleagues who felt that they

could not support him. On Satur-

day morning the charge against

Dr. Montague was printed in the

World and Citizen, as already

stated, and this seems to have de-

cided Dr. Montague and six of his

colleagues to resignin a body, and

thus endeavour to force the Premier
out by leaving him with only half
a Cabinet on the eve of meeting
the House, after its adjournment
on Thursday. It simply meant an
effort to paralyse the Government
and force a dissolution, so that
these members of the Government
and the party who were opposed
to Remedial Legislation, to which
the Government is pledged, may
be spared the disagreeable necess-
ity of either supporting the
remedial bill or of voting against
the Government. Very bitter
accusations of “treachery,” “knif-
ing,” ete., ete, have been made
against the dissident Ministers ;
but I prefer to take their own rea-
sons for resigning, as given by Hon.
Mr. Foster in the House yesterday.
I confess that these reasons do not
seem to me to be sufficient, and
read very much as if they concealed
an antagonism to at least a portion
of the policy adopted by Sir Mae-

“We have lost none of our conti-
dence in the sound and healthy
condition of the Liberal-Conserva-
tive party of Canada, or of our
belief that it embodies a policy
which the majority of the electorate
considers essential to the econtinned
welfare and progress of the country
or of our faith that under firm and
prudent leadership it will come
back triumphant from the polls.
“Though with many misgivings
we finally agreed to enter the
government under Mr. Bowell in
succession to Sir John Thompson,
we have nevertheless unitedly and
loyally striven to the best of our
ability to make it strong and effici-
ent, and it has been with growing
regret that we have seen our efforts
result in  a measure of success, less
than that for which we had hoped
and striven.
“We are of the opinion that the
Liberal-Conservative party ought
to be represented by the strongest
Government possible to be secured
from its ranks, that theZnecessity
therefor was never gl'oatt:r than
under existing eircumstances, and
we believe that such a government
can be formed without delay.
“This we have repeatedly urged
upon the Premier, with the result
that we found ourselves face to face
with Parliament, having a Govern-
ment with its members incomplete,
and with no assurance that the
present Premier could satisfactorily
complete it.
“Under the circumstances we
thought it our duty to retire, and
in this manner to pave the way, if
possible, for the formation of a
government whose Premier could
command the confidence of all his
colleagues,could satisfy the Liberal-
Conservative party that its strong-
est elements were at its head, and
impress the country that it had a
government which was united and
had power to govern.
“We affirm with the utmost sin-
cerity that the action we have
taken sprung from no fecling of
personal dislike or of I)(‘l‘S()ll‘:ll am-
bition, but has been solely dictated
by our own wish to sink all minor
considerations in the pres:nce of
our great desire that the best in-
terests of our party and country
should be duly conserved.’

HOUSE AND SENATE.,
Of course, 1t was impossible for
the Ministry as left by the seceders

to go on with the business of the
session ; and, therefore, when the

House met yesterday to commence
the debate on the address in reply
to the speech from the Throne, Sir
Adolphe Caron, as leader of the
Government, read a statement to
the effect than sinee Parliament had
met last week sevenr members had
tendered their resignations to the
Prime Minister, and they had been
submitted to His Excellency, and
had peen accepted. He hoped
that at the next meeting of the
House he would be able to make a
statement as to the course the
Government proposed. It view of
the gravity of the situation he
would ask for an adjournment and
that the ordinary rule be suspen-
ded and that the House adjourn
until the 21st of the present month,
Of course, Mr. Laurier objected to
this motion being carried without
the customary two days mnotice of
motion and it was, therefore, placed
on the order paper for Thursday,
and in the meanwhile the House
adjourned wuntil to-day. It is not
likely that anything will be done
to-day unless the CaronsMontague
matter should lead to the washing
in public, of some private dirty
linen. To-morrow will probably
be a field day, as the Opposition
may try to obstruct the adoption
of the resolution to adjourn for
two weeks. I do not think this
very likely, however, as now that
Parliament has met both sides of
the House are interested in making
the session last over thirty days so
that they may draw their whole
indemnity of $1000 instead of $10
per «lny,u for the few days the
House has been in session, which is
all they will be entitled to if Par-
liament 1S 1)1'()1‘()g‘U('(l inside  of
thirty days after it opens.
