A Plot that will Fail.

In reference to the closing remarks
of Mr. Morrissy in the nomination
speaking, it ought to be stated that a
demand was made on the Liberal-
Conservative leaders in Northumber-
land in Messrs. Mitchell and Morrissy’s
intevest by a party in Newecastle, by
which a Dominion minister was asked
to give a written guarantee that Judge.
Wilkinson’s place would be bestowed
apon Mr. Quigley L. L. B, St. John,
and the seat in the local legislature
vacated by the resignation of Mr.
Robinson be given to Mr. Morrissy, in
so far as that end could be accomplish-
ed by the Liberal-Conservative leaders
here promising to accept Mr. Morrissy
as their candidate. The Dominion
Minister, could not, of course, control
the matter of the vacancy in the local
legislature, as both Liberals and Con-
servatives support the local govern-
ment, and he could not interfere. There
was also no vacancy in the County
Court judgeship, and to make one for
the accommodation of any outside
lawyer was a thing which no minister
could undertake to do without the con-
sent of the party in the three counties
interested. And the party in those
counties assume that there is sufficient
material within their bounds out of
which to fill all their local public
offices when they may be vacant.
Hence, we have Mr. Morrissy as an
indepecdent  candidate. Senator
Adams charged a compact between the
Mitchell and Morrissy factions in his
speech outside of the Masonic Hall.
He referred to a paper which they
wanted to have signed. The paper
was doubtless, that used as an insult to
the Dominion Minister in connection
with the proposed deal. Mr. Morrissy's
friends, and perhaps Mr. Morrissy,
himself, are whispering about where
they think it will do most good, a dis-
torted story based on the failure of
their Mitchell-Morrissy plot. Honor-
able people of all creeds are watching
with interest to learn whether the
Morrissy-Mitchell bodst that the
poison injected into the campaign by
reason of this miserable attempt to
purchase the promoticn of Mr. Mor-
rissy’s political fortunes,” is to have
any other but the merited effect of
ignominiously defeating both of them.
The Liberal-Conservative party in
Northumberland don’t propose to make
any dishonorable surrenders just now,
or to be taken by the throat by politi-
cal brigands. They trust each other

and their motto is fair play all round.

Whatever there may have been in
the way of undue friction or feeling
over the late civic contest, growing out
of the anonymous circulars issued the
evening before the electiofx, containing
personal attacks upon one of the Mayor-
alty candidates, the townspeople may
congratulate themselves over the fact
that a fairly good council has been
secured, as shown by the manner in
which the matters before that body on
Monday evening were  disposed of,
Strict adherence to method and ob-
servance of rules of order did not pre-
vail at all times, nor would it be
reasonable to expect it in a body so
new to the work. There was, however,
what is of more real value—evidence
that a majority of the council are
governed by a desire to perform their
duty towards the Town, regardless of
influences operating from outside and,
evidently, in a sinister direction.

The ratepayers will generally ap-
prove of the selections made for the
offices of Town Clerk and Treasurer,
for there was every appearance of a
determination, in at least one quarter,
to combine these offices in such a way
in certain hands as to make them a
means of creating law expenses and
costs to both Town and ratepayers.

There was no matter in which tbe}
Bood sense of the Council was 50 well
fnanifested 88 in the manner in which
1t dealt with the absurd motion of
Messrs. Watb and England to have Mr,
W. C. Winslow heard on the subject of
the quo warranto issued by Chief

Justice Tuck, and to which Mayor

Benson is to appear in November next,
should the proceedings be continned.
Mr. Bennett’s plainly and pointedly
expressed his views of the proposition to
waste the time of the Council in hear-
ing what he aptly termed second-hand
St. John law stated on a subject with
which the Council was not concerned,
put a stopper upon what he correctly
said was evidently an attempt
to pave the way for a bill of costs upon
the ratepayers. The fact that only the
mover and seconder voted for the
motion, showed that the Council may
be safely trusted.

Alderman Coleman’s sensible remarks
respecting the hasty action in reference
to fire matters proposed by Alderman
Watt, had a good effect, and being
foilowed by the prudent counsel of
Messrs. Bennett and Loggie, resulted
in preventing the proposed precipitate
and ill considered action. In fact, it
may be said that all the matters that
came up were judiciously considered,
and what seenied to be the right course
was taken in regard to them. We
sincerely hope that the same disposition
will continue to be manifest in all
future deliberations of the Counecil,

which has really made an excellent
beginning.

These plotters
forget that the people who are supposed
to forsake Mr, Robinson for Mr. Morris-
8y are quick to resent being made use
of against their own interests and tradi-
tions. They do not readily turn as
traitors upon those who stand by the
principles of right and justice to every
race and creed. Mr. Morrissy is not
acting a worthy part in the miserable
plot to defeat the man he pretended to
support only about four months ago.

In Kent County Mr, McInerney is
sure of his election. Mr. LeBlanec com.
pares unfavorably with him as all-round
representative stock, besides being in a
damaging position for himself on account
of his having thrown up his seat as the
Acadian representative in the [ocal
government only a few years ago in the
hope—as is alleged —of getting a bigger
scssional allowance and keeping Mr.
McInerney from becuning Kent’s Ottawa
representative. In the present election,
Laaiierism and his natural unfitness for
the position are alienating many who sup-
ported Mr. LeBlanc as a local repre-
sentative.

The Grits recently got up a story that
Hon. Dr. Montague has resigned his
seat in the cabinet and cancelled all his
political engagements, but a Winnipeg
despatch of 12th says :—*‘Stewart Tupper
yesterday telegraphed Sir Chas. Tupper
stating that the Winnipeg Tribune had
stated that Hon. Dr. Montague had re-
signed and that the Dominion cabinet
was demoralized. The following reply
has been received :

“EXETER, Ont., June 12 —The report
s utterly foundationless. Hon. Dr.
Montague is accompanying me on my
Ontario campaign and is making maguifi-
cent speeches every day. This gives the
lie direct to the Globe in asseriing that
he had retived, Our prospects could not
possibly be brighter.”

ON THE AUTHORITY OF MINISTERS,

The statements he had made in connec-
tion with these proposed grants had been
contradicted 10 the Northumberland News
and Liberal Herald, but those who knew
him would not believe that he would be
guilty of misrepresenting the facts, His
authority for the statements he had made
was that of the Ministers of Finarce, Public
Works, Rallways, and Militia after he and
Senator Adame had ioterviewed them on
the subject and he felt sure that he was to
be sent back to Pirhlament to see that their
promises were carried out, [applause] and he
would here say in proof of his faith in these
promises that if they were not carried out
he would not sit in the house, but resign
bis seat, although he had not the slightest
doubt of the good faith of the government in
the matter,

MR. ROBINSON AND THE REMEDIAL BILL.

He was asked why he had voted for the
remedial bill? What else should he do?
This man (Mr. Mitchell) in the late bye
election had said on this platform that he,
as a minister of the crown, had made the
compact with the people of Manitoba, and
that the legislature of Manitola had passed
a bill which violated the compact, and, on
declaration day Mr. Mitchell had put.it
even stronger in behalf of the people of
Manitoba, and he had blumed the late Sir
John Macdonald because he had allowed
the minority in Manitoba to be deprived of
their rights. When he went to Ottawa and
supported the remedial bill, he was doing so
to carry out the promise and undertaking
which his hounorable friend, Mr. Mitchell,
bad declared he had made with the minority
in that provioce, He said they had a
compact and understanding. Why then
should he not vote that it should be respect-
ed? We were boand to keep faith with
the minority, whether Catholic or Protestant,
and when he was placed in a responsible
position he feit that he was bound to do
right by all classes. He had gone to parlia-
meut unpledged on that matter ; he was
free to do what in his judgment was right ;
he had listened to able men on both sides
of the House discussing the subject, but he
had not heard one lawyer in the House say
that the minority’s rights under the con-
stitution had oot been taken away. He
found, when the bill was brought up, that
some in the House were for Laurier’s six
months hoist and some for a commission
of enquiry, but he, in view of the facts,
deemed it his duty to vote for righting the
wroog and carrying out the compact which
one of the fathers of confederation had told
us on this platform and elsewhere had been
made with those people. [Cheers.]

WHERE IS MR. MITCHELL?

He bad heard, ia some places, that it was
understood Mr. Mitchell would have voted
as he did ; in others that he would not, but
he felt that there would have been just as
much justice in taking the Intercolonial
Railway from us after Confederation as in
taking the minority’s schools from them in
Manitoba—because 1t was in the compact.
