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them. Three other witnesses testified that
they bad on many occasions drunk large
quantities of this beer, and that it had no
intoxicating effect on them.

Oa this evidence Mr. Tingley was con-
victed and fined $50. and costs.

If Mr. Tiogley really believed that this
beer was not fintoxicating, and he had
no intention of violating the law, it may be
a hard case on him, to be convicted. Oa
the other hand, if the beer was really in-
toxicating, and he sold it, he was clearly
violating the law, (even if unintentional)
when he sold it. And under the evidence
of Mr. McKenzie that it contained 4 and
one tenth per cent of alcobol, and of Mr.
Menzies that he got drunk on 4 bottles, I

cannot see how the Magistrate Mr, McCally
could do other than convict him of selling
intoxicating liquor,

Avother record put in evidence by com-
plainacts (exhibit No. 19) was of a case
sﬁnt Mr. Tingley for the unlawful sale

intoxicating liquor at Chatham between
the 10th June and 10th September 1894

_ The first witness called for prosecution,
George Satton, testified that between the
dates mentioned, he was in defendant’s

several times and he got drink there,
it was beer, he did not know of what kind.
At one time about a fortnight before the
trial, he was t) some extent intoxicated,
be nad 8 or 9 drinks at Tingley’s that day
of beer, that it was about 10 o’clock he
tirst went to Tingley’s, that before he went
he had had some brandy aboard a ship,
an ordinary glass, before 9 o’clock, he said
he had drink besides what he got in the
ship and at Tingley’s, he had several drinks
of 2“' in other places, that he was sober
wien be left Tingley's at 12.30, he west
back at 7 o’clock 1n the evening, and that
df he was drunk at all he was drunk when
he went back in the evening to Tingley’s.
Oa cross-examination he said he did oot
get intoxicated on Tingley’s beer, “‘h&® did
not get any intoxicating liquor from Tingley
that day or between the dates in the
information.” He did not know the kind
of beer he got.

The next witness James F. Connors testi-
fied that he was at Tingley’s between the
dates, that he got cream soda, ginger beer,
and hoffbrew, there was another beer he
sella g0 ; I don’t know I got salvador beer

een these dates, he also said the beer
he got at Tingley’s never affected his head,
he never was intoxicated or partly intox-
icated. On cross-examination he said he
“mever got intoxicating liquor at Tingley’s,
that the beer he got had no more effect
than ginger beer.

The vext witness for prosecution Yohn
H. Lawlor said he was in Tingley’s
several times between the dates. he
got several kinds of beer there,
one was called hoffbrew. He did not think
the beer he got between the dates was the
same as “‘Salvador” beer. It was in the
same Ziad of bottles, he also said that the
beer he got at Tingley’s bad no intoxicating
effect on bim at all. On cross-examination
he said, ‘““The beer I got between the dates
named, did not appear to be Salvador beer,
and in my opinion was not Salvador.”

The next witness for prosecution, William
Coulson, said that ke had beea in Tingley’s

- some mouths before the 13th of September,
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when he left ; that his daties were, selling
tobacco, beer and attending at pool-table,
that he sold ginger ale, cream soda, hoff-
brew, that was all the kinds of beer he sold
between 10th June up to 13th August,that he
did not know of any other kind of bear on
the premises, but he also said ‘‘there waus'a
“‘beer there marked Salvador. I sold this
“beer there list winter, after describing
‘‘the bottles he said, it was labelied ; last
“‘winter [ sold it without a label on it be-
“‘tween 10th June and 10sh September, the
“bottles had had labels, but they hai no
““labels when I sold them, I took the labels
“Lff the bottles, I soaked them off in water
“‘and scraped them off. He also said that
“he soaked the bottles and scraped the
““labels off because he was to'd to do so by
“Mr. Tingley.”

The"next witness for the prosecution M.
Mackenzie gave the same evidence as he
gave in former case, that he analiz:d
Salvador beer at Mr. Menzies’ request, and
that it contained 4 and one tenth per cent
of alcohol, and he farther said he anal zed
2 bottles for Mr. Tingley about same time,
and found about the »same per cent of
alcohol in them as in the ones he tested
for Mr. Menzies. On cross-examination he
said he would not say that any beer labelled
salvador contained the same amount of
alcohol. 2

The magistrate having decided to put
Tingley on his defence he was call=d and
sworn, and testified as foilows : —“I did
not sell any intoxicating liquor directly or
indirectly between  10ch June and
10th of September, I have sold becr,
the beer sold was not iantoxicating,
I sold seven or eight different kinds be-
tween these dates, I had no salvador beer
betweea those dates, munich hoffbrew was
one kind Ieoid. It was a cheiper beer
than salvador. It was the hoffbrew the
witness got from me, Itis put up same as
the salvador, with rabb:r stoppers and
marked hofforew on the bottles instead of
lager as the salvador is marked. There
is about cixty cents difference in the price

r box, noftorew is milder than salvador,

t 1snot to my knowlege iutoxicating. I

“ never knew any one to be intoxicated on i,

I don’t belivve that it is as strong as the
home made hop beer. I never sold a drop
of salvador between these dates. Tne
reason I got Coulson to wash the labels off
the bottles was, that it was labellet
silvador, and the raised letters on the
bottles was hofforew intead of salvador,
and I did not want to sell the
article with a wrong label. Oa cros:-
examigation he said *“I imported no salvador
“since I was fined in May last. 1 had only
“‘about tifty boxes on hand at that time. I
““did not state I had about 200 boxes at that
“‘time nor 100 boxes, Igot itall in one
“‘shipment in one carload. There were 400
‘‘cases in the carload. I think I had dis-
. of about half of it at the time I was
“fined before, the salvador was all disposed
“of except a few cases, I swear that since
“the 10th day of June I did not sell auy
“‘salvador beer, by myself or my clerk:. I
*‘did not sell any by the case to Daniel
“Crimmia since 10th June. I sold some
“‘with the salvador label by the case since
¢ he 10th June to Daniel Crimmin. I have
“no recollection of selling it to any other
“person. I swear that the beer with the
“salvador label was not the same as the
“salvador beer. It was municn hofforew.
“There was no difference in the cases con
“taining salvador or hoffbrew. They were
¢‘generally marked with the name of
“shimhardt & Co., export beer, that was
“%all I know as to the way they were mark-
s‘ed. The hoffbrew boxes had a blue pencili
- “mark on ends of the cases, the salvador
“‘boxes were not so marked. When I got
“‘the carload of beer in, I stored it in the
*cellar under my shop. They were piled
“in tiers with the hofforew in two tiers
“‘and the salvador in one tier. Some-
“times I would take the cases out
“of those tiers and sometimes Coul-
“son would. At the time I was fined
¢‘before, I had none of the Salvador beer, on
“hand, I disposed of the last of it two weeks
“before I was fined, I got clear of the last
“of the Salvador about the 2ad of June
¢last, or the lst of June. I had some of
“‘the beer when I was served with the
former papers.”’

“How long after the date of the summons
4‘in the former ease was it that you dis-
s of the last of the Salvador?

“I could not tell, nor how long after the
“‘service of the summons. I remember that
“I wasserved with a summons in the former
“‘case. At that time I had about 25 or 50
“‘cases of Salvador on hand. I soll this beer
“by-she case and bottle. I got clear of all
“‘this before the ist or 2nd day of June. I
“‘have sold as many as 30 cases after the lst
“day of May. I think Doyle in Newcastle
“got some ofit. I only had a couple or
‘‘three cases, no more, on the 31st May. 1
“‘think three cases no more. The beer was
“‘stored in my cellar until I was convicted.
**! moved the beer to another building after
¢ I was previounsly convicted, because I had
““not time to wash the labels off, and was
“‘afraid it woald be seized as Salvador. 1
“know it was not all Salvador beer. 1
“‘never said to anyone, I imported a car-
“load of Salvador beer. I =aid I imported
“‘a car load of beer. I never stated I had

“a opoly of the Salvador beer. I did
“ncgfobject to the tirm selling it to any
“‘other party in Chatham, ¢

On re-examination he said ‘“This is the
“‘invoice I got from the parties I got the
“beer from. I bought 250 doz-ns of Salva-
“‘dor and 550 doz-ns of Munich hoffbrew
“‘in the last lot. I porchased from Biglow &
““Hood in April lact, they do business in
“Truro. 1 got an invoice from Biglow &
“‘Hood, I checked the goods by the nvice,
“and the goods and invoice corresponded,
““This i8 the invoice, I had none of the
“Salvador on hand after the 2nd of Juune.
4] don’t remember the date of service of
“‘summons io first suit. This beer analyzed
“by Mr. Mackenzie was Salvador beer, and
*sthe same Thompson gave to Menzies. [t was
s'different beer from hofforews. I zever saw
“‘apy one get intoxicated on it, and as far as
“my knowledge goes, it is not, I sold no
«Salvador between 10th June and 10th of
«September that I konow of.”

is evidence closed the evidence for the
defence, and the prosecation qsllod re-
butting evidence. The first witness on
rebuttal was Daniel Crimmin, be testified
#s follows :—*I reside in Chatham keep

‘“‘a beer saloon. I purchased salvador beer
“from Mr. Tingley. I bought some from
“him, Tingley, since a few days before he
““‘was convicted. It was two or three days
*‘before he was convicted, I purchased two
““other cases of salvador beer from Tingley.
“l was selling it while Tingley’s trial was
‘‘going on, but stopped selling as soon as he
“was convicted. I diul not examine the
“bottles as to there being raised letters on
‘‘them. I got some salvador from Tingley
“while the former trial was going on. T
“‘would get two or four cases or whatever I
“wantedl at a time. The bottles were
“labeled. I have bought salvador beer from
“him all along and the last I bought from
““him was the same to my thought as the
“salvador I was in the habit of getting
“from him. I paid the same price for all
“of it.” On cross-examination he said. I
“will not swear that I bought any beer
“from Tlogley after the ninth of Juune. I
*‘did pot examine all the bottles, [ paid
““for sa!lvador. It was marked salvador. 1
*did not examioe one bottle when it cume.
“I conld not swear that it was the same
“strength as that analysed by Mr. Mac-
“kenzie.” I know there were labels on the
“bottles. I did not see all the bottles. 1
““will not swear that Tingley’s statement is
““not correct. ard that the beer he sold was
“not salvador.” Oa re-examiocation he
said *‘I have no recollect.on of the day of
*‘the month, but kuow it was a few days
‘‘before he was convicted, I stopped se liug
““it for a while during time of the former
‘‘trial, and got some more from Tingley and

“sold it before he was convicted. I ordered
‘““the beer from Tingley himself. I had the
‘same arrangement all along. I did not

‘‘go myself for the beer. There was no
‘““difference in the price of the beer, aud
““as faras [ know, no diff:rence ian the
“beer.”” On re-cross-examination he said.
“*As far as I know Mr. Tingley is telling the
““ruth when he says it was different beer
““he sold me, I can’t say if he is or not.”
William Coulson was recalled and testified
as follows. *“‘I gave evidence in this case
““before. This beer I have spoken of was all
‘“‘stored in Tingley’s cellar, it was piled in
‘““tiers along the wall, in three or foue tiers
“I thisk I made no distinction as to which
“uiers I took the case from. [ dont miud
‘‘getting any nstructrons from Tingley
““about them. He did uot to my recoilecs
‘“ion tell me there was any difference in the
“tiers. I took off the front tier first in
“using. I took all the front tier till it
“‘was used, and then began on the next tier.
“I helped to stow it, I just put 1t there as
“it came, the first load went to the back
“tier, and so on until it was filled up. I
“‘was not guided by any marks, there was
““no distinction made that [ mind of. When
““I left Tingley’s there were 40 or 50 cases
“of what was marked Salvador. , Tnere
““were raised letters on the bottles that I
““washed the labels off. T cav’t say what
‘“the letters were, I helped to move the
*‘cases out of Tingley’s cellar. There was
““no distinction made in moving the lot of
‘“cases.,” On cross-examination he said
“‘there was not any Hoffbrew with the
“Salvador that I kaow of. I did not take
““that much notice. I never saw the blue
““pencil mark on boxes, it may have been
“‘there, [ingley never told me there was any
‘‘ditference, he was there when we were
“stowing, Tingley told me that there was
““no more Salvador beer, that was after he
““was fined as far as I remember. He had
*‘ao Hoffbrew there untii then, as far as [
“know ” Oa re-examination ns, said. “
““did not he r of any beer cailed Hoffbrew
*‘on the premises of Mr. Tingley until after
““he was fined, that [ can mind of, 1t was
“right after, he told me of Hofforew that I
“‘can mind, [ am not sure how long before
““he was fined, that beer came in, there was
“no Munich Hoffbrew in it as far as I know,
““there was giuger ale, cream soda. 1 dont
“mind Tingley saying to look out for cases
“with bine pencil marks on them ” .

Oan this evidence the magistrate couvict
defendant, aud fiaes him $100 and costs, it
being a sccond offence. Oa record put n
evidence, the magistrate gives his judgment
in the following words.

*“Tingley was previously coavicted on
““5th July. Coulson says he heacd nothing
“of hoffbrew until after Tingley was con-
*‘victed, when he was told that the beer was
“hoffbrew. That he sold Salvador with the
““labels washed off between the 10ch Jane
“and 10th September. That he washed off
*‘the labels at Tingley’s direction. That on
“13th of August when he left Tingley’s
“‘employ, there were 40 or 50 cases of Salva-
“dor oo hand. Crimmin says he bought
“Salvador from Tingley, stoppzd buying 1t
“‘while his trial was in progress, and re-
“sumed it again during time of trial and
“finally bought two or three cases of Salva-
““dor from him two or three days before h»
‘““was coavicted, or about lst July, always
“‘paid the sawme price for all beer from Ting-
“ley bus got none since he was coavicted.
“Tingley, the defendant,says he got clear ot
‘‘all the Salvador about two weeks before he
“was coovicted which would be about 21st
‘‘of June. That he had only three cases on
““hand 31st May. Taat he had 25 or 50
“‘cases on hand when he was served with
‘““the papers in the former trial, which has
“been shown were served on 4:h June.
“(xot no hoffbrew analyzed, bat cousidered
“‘neither hoffbraw nor salvador intoxicaticg,
““but as a matter of fact Salvador has been
‘‘proved to be intoxicating. That he had 50
““boxes of Salvador on hand when he was
‘““fined last, which was oa 5th .luly. The
‘‘court does not consider defendant has re-
‘““putted evidence of sale of Salvador beer.
“Evidence of detendant 1s very contradic-
‘“tory, and the court cannot give it such
“‘credence as to warrant a dismissal of the
“iaformation.”

I have set out all the evidence bearing on
the case iu full, because that under the
evidence, I would not have arrived at the
same conclusion as the magistrate. Admit-
ting that the evidence showed that the beer
called Salvador is intoxicating liquor, there
is no evidence whatever that the becr
called hoffbrew is intoxicating. The first
witness says he got beer at Tingley’s one
day. He was not asked what Kkind of
beer he got. He said he might have
been a little drank that day, but he
also said he had a glass of brandy ou a ship
that day, before he went to Tingley’s that
morniog, and after he left Tingley’s he had
a good deal of beer outside of Tingley’s.
He said he Jeft Tingley’s about 12,30 and he
was sober then, that he went back to
Tingley’s at 7 o’clock in the evening. ‘‘If
“I was drunk at all that day it was when [
‘‘went back to Tingley’s in the evening.
“Oa cross-examination he said,” I did not
“‘get intoxicated on Tingley’s beer, 1 did not
“‘get any intoxicating liquor from Mr.
“Tingley that day, nor between the dates
‘‘in the information. I did not get any
‘“intoxicating liquor from Tingley or auy
‘‘one in his employ. Although aamitting 1
““was intoxicated that day, nothing I got at
*Tingley’s caused that intoxication ”

The next witness - for prosecution, Mr.
Connors said that he was at Tingley’s be-
tween the dates and said. ‘I am in the
*‘habit of getting cream soda, ginger beer
‘““and Hoffbrew there,I dont know that I got
“Salvador beer between the dates “‘He
said he got Salvador beer the winter
previous, and that between the dates he
procured beer at Tingley’s which may have
been the same. In his opinion it was about
the same, he said. “I wont say i1t was
“‘exactly tne same, I wont say in my opinion
‘it was the same, I dont think it was as
good beer.” He also said that on some
of the bottles of the beer he got between
the datzs there were labels and on some
there were not,that the label on them was a
different lcoking label from the one on last
winter’s bottles. [Ile also said the besr he
got between the dates never affected his
head, he also said ““the beer I got there is
““not in my judgment intoxicating it had no
““more effcct on me than ginger beer.”

The next witness Lawlor said he got beer
between the dates at [lingley’s. That he
got Salvador beer there the previous winter,
He also said the bottles containing the beer
he got between the dates were different from
the bottles containing Salvador. He said
the Salvador bottles had labels on them but
these bottles kad a diffcrent sort of label.
It was not the same beer, I did not notice
any other difference, I dont think the beer
was very much like Salvador beer. He
also said the beer he got had no intoxicating
effect at all.

Tingley’s evidence was to effect, —That he
had bonght a car load of beer, consisting of
250 cases of Salvador and 5350 cases of
Hoffborew., That before the 10th of June
he had disposed of all the Salvador beer and
e, in the most positive manuer gwore that he
did not sell any Salvador between 10th June
and 10th September (the dates in informa-
tion) that all he soli after 10th June was
Hoffbrew, and under what would appear a
severe cross-examination did not waver in
his testimony. Tnis if true would be a
complete answer. Then the only question
would be, whether he was so contrad cted by
the evidence of Coul on and Crimmin, as to
make it apparent that he had sworn falsely.
[t appeared to me that their evidencs could
largely be reconciled with that of Tingley.
Coulson when first called swors (pages 8 and
9 of record) that he was in Tingley's
emplov. that his duties as clerk were selling
tobacco, beer and attending to the pool
table, He said he sold ginger ale, cream
soda and hoffbrew, that was all the kinds of
beer he sold between 10th June up to the
time he left the employ of Tiogley on 13th
August, so far he corroborated Tingley, but
he went on to say ‘‘There was a beer there
“marked Salvador, [ sold this last winter,”

t» deseriba  the bot:les
he said it was labelled last

“T sold

Then he went on
and stoppers.
winter, and then went on to say.
it without labels between 10th June and
10th September, and said he scraped the
labels off by the direction of Tingley. This
is apparentiy a flat contradiction but Ting-
ley explained it by swearing that there
were labels on the Hoffbrew, and that it
was the Hoffbrew bottles that the labels
were scraped off. That on both the Hoff-
brew aud the Salvador the labels were the
same, but on the bottles themselves, of the
Hofforew there were raised letters on the
glass, that the reason for his having the
labels scraped off was ‘‘the reason I got
““Coulson te wash the labels off the bottles
‘““was, that it was labelled Salvador, and the
““raised letters on the bottles was Hoffbrew
““instead of Salvador,and I did not wan* to sell
“‘the article with a wrong label.” He also
said that the cases containing the bottles
of Hoffbrew were marked with a blue pencil.

Coulson on being called on rebuttal, de-
scribed how the beer was stowed when it
first came in, in three or four tiers, and in
taking off cases he took front tier first.
He said he did not “‘mind” getting any
instructions from Tingley about them. He
was not guided by any marks. That when
he left Tingley’s there were 40 or 50 cases
marked salvador. That there were raised let-
ters onthebottleshe washed thelabelsoff,could
not say what the letters were, could not
say what the Dbottles were. On cross-
examination he said. “There was not any
“‘hoffbrew with the salvador that 1 know
“of, I did not take that much notice. I
““never saw the blue peancil mark on boxes,
“‘it may have been there.” He also said
“Tingley told me tbat there was no more
‘“salvador beer, that was after he was
““fined, as far asl can remember.”

It appears to me that this evidence can
be reconciled with that of Tinzley. Coul-
son by his own evidence does not appear
to have taken much notice of anything,
he knows that there were 40 or 50 boxes
marked salvador when he left, did not
know anything about pencil mark, knew
he washed the labeis off of the bottles in
4 or 5 cases. He knew that the beer he
sold between 10th June and 13th August
had had the labels washed of, everything
he said might be true, and so might all
Tiogley said be true, and indeed if it bhe
true that the bottles which contained hoff-
brow were the ones the labels were washed
off, Coulson’s evidence would make it al-
most conclasive that no salvador had b:en
sold by him,Coulson,as Tingley’s agent after
the 10ch June.

As regards the evidence of Daniel Crim-
min I cannot see the slightest contradic-
tion. Mr Crimmin swez  that he got
beer from Tingley which he ¢learly thought
was salvador, and although he would not
swear is was after the 9:h June, he thinks
it was a few days before Tingley was con-
victed in the first case.

By the rzcord iun this case, put in evidence,
‘he conviction appears to have been made
on the fifth of July. Mr. Tingley in his
evidence admitted that he did sell beer to
Crimmin after the 10cth July with the
Salvador labels on the case, but he said
®] swear that the beer with the ‘‘Salvador
‘‘label was not the same as the Salvador
‘““beer,it was Muanich hoffbrew.” ‘That beer
was sold by Tingley after 10th of June was
admitted, and the only question that couald
arise would be was this beer Salvador or
not, astheré was no evidence that any
other beer he sold was intoxicating. If the
beer Tingley sold was not Salvador, then
there was no evidence at all to convict him,
and the only g¢round on which the mag:s-
trate could convict him would be be, that
he believed that Tingley was guilty of a
subterfage in selling Salvador under the
name of Hofforew, and th .t the evidence he
gava that ic was not Salvador was wilfal
and delberate perjury. I do not see thas
there was evidence strong enoungh to sup-
port so wholesale a charge, indeed the
magistrate seemed to have felt a difficulty,
although the reason he gave tor convicting
wouid really amount to that. On the tria’,
counsel for Tingley offered in evidence the
invoice of the car load of beer, but on
objection being taken by counsel for prose-
cution, the magistrate would not allow it
to be put inevidence. It appeared to me
that the magistrate erred in not allowing
this evidence, for tne invoice (if not tam-
pered with) would have shown what the
beer was, and if by the invoice it appeared
that the larger part of the car load was
Hotfbrew and not Salvador, 1t would be
strong testimony t» the truth of his evideace,
but if it showed that it was ali Salvador it
would be almost conclusive evidence that
Tingley had committed perjuary.

Tne magistrate in his juigment says :—
“Evidence of defendant 1s very contradic-
“tory. The first contradiction he puts
out, is : ‘‘Tingley the defendant says he got
‘“‘clear of all the Salvador about two weeks
““‘before he was convicted, which would

“be about 2lst of June. ‘‘Here the
magistratz  has only quoted part of
Tiogley’s answer. The paragraph ia the

Record i<, *“‘I disposed of the last of it two
weeks before I was fined. I got clear of
““the last of the Salvador beer about the 2ad
“‘of June last or the 1st. The other suap-
posed contradiction is, that he had 50 boxes
on hand when he was fined last, wh'ch was
on 5th July.” Referring to the evidence,
I tind in answer to the first question put to
him, on his cross-examination, (what this
question was, does mnot appear in the
evidence, but may be suggested by the
answer) he said, *“‘I imported no Salvador
“since I was fined 10 Muy last. I had oniy
““50 boxes on hand at thdt time. I did not
“‘state I had 200 boxes at time nor 100
““boxes”. Now he was not fined in May
*“last, but the summons in the case in which
he was fined on 7th July had been issuel on
the 31st of May last or lst June, either the
witness was mislead by the couunsel in put-
ting his question, assuming that he had been
fined in May (which was untrue) or the
question was in reference to the issuing of
the summons, and the magistrate by error
used the word f#ined instead cof served.
Otherwise the whole is nonsense, as the
counsel and also the magistrate both knew
he had not been fined in May. As a con-
tradiction, the Magistrate in his judgment
says. ‘‘T'hat he had 50 boxes of Salvador
on hand when he was fined last, which
was on Sth July.” Ia the evidence as
showp by the record, Tingley sard “‘I re-
““member that I was served with a sammons
““in the former case.; at that time I had
“about 25 or 50 cases of Salvador on hand.”
This 1s not a contradiction, hut it is a mis-
statemen¢ by the magistrate in his judgment
of the evidence given on the trial. Tingley
no where in his evidence said he had 350
boxes of Salvador on hand when he was
fined last. The magistrate in his judgment
as a matter that inflnenced him says, that
Tingley *‘got no doffbrew analyzad.”

Why should he do so ?

Was not this a duty imposed on the
prosecution ?

I think that there was no such contradic-
tions in Tingley’s evidence as would jastify
him in finding that Tingley had been
guilty of dclibecate perjury. Thers was
plenty of evidence which .night well
raise a suspicion in the mind of the magis
trate that it was a subterfuge, but in these
so called Scott Act cases, when the decision
of the magistrate is fina!, (if he has jaris-
dicti'nn,) it is most important that the
magistrate should see that the case is
clearly proved, and that every benefit of
the doubt should be given to the accused.
That the magistrate had at least a doubt,
i to my mind clearly shown by his judyg-
ment, aud the mann r which in it, he has
quoted the evidence he had taken himself.
While I differ from the magistrate in the
conclusion he arrived at, I must admit that
the fact of the beer being in  boxes marked
salvador, and the washing off ot the lab ls,
are such facts as might well lead the
magistrate to entertain a suspicion that
the defence was a mere subterfuge, and it
does not appear to me to be more than an
error in judgment and no* a malicious desire
to convict, though to Tingley, if he real y
thought that the beer he sold was not
intoxicating it would appear s8o0. The
magistrate does not appear vo have consider-
ed that in convicting Tingley on a suspicion
he was practically finding him guilty of
perjury. There is one thing which in this
investigation is more important in my mind
than the case itsclf, it is this: from the
manner of trying the case, and from bhis
judgment it would appear that the magis-
trate in Capada Temperance Act cases,
considers that the onus of proving his
innvcence lies on the accused the moment
facts are shown which might raise a mere
suspicion. Aud from his judgment it to me
appears, that he has not dealt with the
facts in a candid manner.

The information contains other charges
than those enumerated above, such as un-
lawfully and knowingly changing, altering
and defacing the date stamps upon a number
of letters.

Startling disclosures are expected to be
brought out at the preliminary examination

which opens this morning, probably in the
Court House, [Advocate.

There is little room to doubt that the
condition of affairs which lately existed
in the management or mismanagement of
both the Newcastle and Chatham post
offices, is chargeable to the worse than
veglect of well founded complaints
made to the Ottawa  anthorities
and which were never properly investigated.
If the irregularities—the dishonesties—re-
ported a year or more ago in connection
with the Newcastle office had been properly
dealt with and brought to an end as they
should have been, it is probable that the young
man who is now in disgrace would never
have fallen. It is right to say that no
charge of tampering with money letters has
ever been made in connection with the
Chatham office, but neglect and demoraliza-
tion of the service there was a leading
feature under the late administiation and it
seemed impossible to secure- thorough
reform. Even up to a month since the
dispatch of mails at proper times was neg-
lected, simply because it had become the
practice to handle them to suit the lazy
convenience of those in charge of the office,
rather than to perform the duties properly.
Since the office has been in charge of Mr.
Thompson there has been a reform in this

{ respect and we hope for a continnation of

the improved service.

The enquiry into the charges against the
late Newecastle post office clerk, Smith,
began before Police Magistrate Nevin yes.
terday at 12.30 at the Court House. W, (.,
Winslow, Esq , prosecated ; R. B. Bennett,
Esq., appeared for the accused; A. A.
Davidson, Esq., Q. C., was present to ad-
vise the police magistrate.

The charges were read over by the police
magistrate, and Stephen J. King,Esq., Post

Office Inspector was called as the
first witness. He gave testimony as
to certain registered letters, trom the

envelopes which had contained them, show-
ing the dates at which they had passed
through the mails from some of the date-
stamps on them, while he also testified that
some of the dates on the stamps had leen
obliterated. He was giving this class of
testimony when our reporter left.

Hon L. J. Tweedie Q. C.. also appeared
for the accused in the afternoon. Quite a
large number of witnesses are present and
the case promises to occupy a good deal of
time.
