One Lunatic Kills Another. 

A Bridgetown, N. S. despatch of 9th inst. 
says ‘—'“A terrible tragedy was enacted 
last night in the Abnapolis County Insane 
asylum ina Bridgetown. An inmate of the 
asylum named Jacob Bain was murdered in 
his bed by a maniac named Walter Beve- 
ridge. 

“When the keeper this morning entered 
the eleeping apartment occupied by both 
men Beveridge apprised him of the fact that 
there was a dead man in the room, and 
upon examination Jacob Bain was found 
lying in his bed dead with his skull fric- 
tured, the result of a couple of blows dealt 
him by Beveridge with a slat taken from the 
bedstead. When questioned upon the 
subject Beveridge admitted that he had 
committed the deed, saying that Bain was 
about to kill a person named Melissa, and 
he was obliged to kill Bain to prevent him 
doing so. 

“Neither of the men have been inmates of 
the asylum over a year. They were both 
considered perfectly harmless and were al- 
lowed to occupy the same room. They both 
belong to Yarmouth county and are aged 
between forty and fifty years.”

MoxcroxN, July 8. —Two important seiz- 
ures were made in Albert county yesterday 
by Collector of Customs Binney of Moncton.

2ad principle : The teacher must realize 
the importance of the ‘early years of the 

child’s life. It is harder to teach children 

than some think. We must plant the seed 

when the child is young and help it grow 

strong. Habits form in early years. 

3rd. The teacher must begin on some 

comm on ground; we must get down to their 

level, beginning with what they kaow, and 
work up. 

4th. Teaching must be simple. Children’s 
minds can only take in a little at a time, 

We must, therefore, adapt the work to the 

children. 
5th. Surroundings should be made attrac- 

tive; teachers should try and be cheerful, 

thus acting on the children. 
6th. The teacher must appreciate the re- 

lationship between class and home. Parents 
can do much by helping children przpare 

lessons, and teachers can do much by visit- 

ing the homes of the children. 

7th. Importance of the teacher’s prepara - 

tion. We cannot deceive the children with 

unprepared work, 
Mr. Lucas then addressed the Convention 

for ten minutes on‘‘Secking results of S, S. 
wo:k.” We should luok for results early in 
the life of the child. 

The following were then appointed on the 
Committee of Resolutions, Mr. Abbott, Mr, 
D. P. McLachlan. 

The Convention closed by singing ‘Nearer 
my God to Thee.”

5TH SESSION—TUESDAY EVENING 13th. 
Convention opened by half hour praise 

and prayer service, lel by Rev. J. D. 
McKay. : 

The committee on Resolutions reported 
the following, which were adopted, 

Ist. Your committee observe the greater 
possibility of teachers when they are stu- 
dents of systematic lessons, and r ecom- 
mend that Convention commit to soma one 
person the work of promoting the formation 
of normal classes in the county. 
The carrying out of this was left in the 

hands of the Executive Committee, 
2nd. It is important that some one be 

appointed to promote the extension of the 
Home Department. 

Dr. Brown was appointed to this work. 
3. That the conmittee recommend that 

the thanks of the Convention be tendered to 
the Pastor and Trustees of this church for 
use thereof. 
4 We remember with gratitude the deep 

interest which our friend Dr. McKay has 
always taken 1 8.8. work; therefore assure 
him cf our heartfelt sympathy in his bereave- 
ment and our united prayer for divine 
blessing upon him, 

5. We regret that two of the best known 
and earnest workers of our Association are 
about to leave the County—Miss Shirreff 
who for several years has filled the offices in 
Parish and County Associations; and Rev. 
G. Steel who during his residence amongst 
us has been so intimately connected with 
all departments of the work,

and pray they may have God's blessing 
wherever they go.
