THE WYANDOTTES. 

Among the Best of All Breeds For Gen 
eral Purposes. 

An a general purpose fowl the White 
Wyandottes are considered by many as 
equaled only by the Plymouth Rooks. 
Their origin is comparatively recent, 
dating back less than 25 years. They 
came originally from the Dark Brahma, 
Silver Spangled Hamburg and the 
Bredas, a French fowl. Not a few an- 
thorities say that Wyandottes have 
Cochin blood in them, from the fact 
that their ancestors produced single 
combs and feathered legs. 
For general purposes the Wyandotte 

bas proved a success, being of medium 
size, weighing on an average a pound 
less than the Plymouth Rock fowl, 
hardy of constitution and prolific layers. 
They are easily cared for and bear con- 
finement well. For table purposes they 
are of superior worth. Their flesh is 
sweet, juicy and tender, making excel- 
lent broilers and roasters. As layers 
they are among the best, averaging 
from 12 to 14 dozen eggs a year, and as 
winter layers they do well under ordi- 
nary circumstances. 
There are five varieties of the Wyan- 

dotte class, and it is only a matter of 
opinion as regards a choice of the best. 
The general characteristics are the same 

PRIZE WHITE WYANDOTTE COCKEREL, 

in all, the difference in color of plumage 
being the only distinguishing mark. 
The Silver Laced Wyandotte is of a sil- 
very white plumage, with regularly 
marked white lacing on breast and a 
generous distribution of white and black 
throughout the entire body. The cock 
has a silver white head, rose comb, sil- 
ver hackle, with a black stripe down 
the center of each feather, silver white 
back, saddle same as hackle, breast 
black with white center, tail black, 
wings half black and half white, or 

rather, black edged with white. When 
wing is folded, there should be a well 
defined bar across the wing. Shanks and 
tocs are rich yellow, free from feather- 
ing. The hen of the silver laced variety is 
marked similarly to the male, excepting 
the back and wing, which are whiter in 
male than female. The breast of female 
is of much importance in breeding good 
birds. The lacing should be large and 
distinot, the white centers of each 
feather to be free from black or brown 
penciling. 
The Golden Wyandotte is marked 

like the Silver, excepting that the color 
is golden bay and black instead of white 
and black. The white variety is per- 
haps the favorite of the Wyandotte 
classes, from the fact that it is not so 
difficult to breed to feather, the plumage 
being pure white throughout. They are 
for this reason the more practical fowl 
for the farmer or those who keep poul- 
try for market, The Buff Wyandotte is 
in color a rich, deep, clear puff, uni- 
form in shade throughout, except the 
tail, which is of a deeper buff or cop- 
perish bronze color. The Blacks are of 
a rich glossy black, with greenish sheen, 
excepting breast primaries, secondaries, 
tail and fluff, which are pure black. 

Soft and Hard Food. 

Soft food should not be considered as 
a meal, but only a part thereof, hence 
the fowls should never be given more 
than one-half the quantity they would 
eat. It is necessary at times to vary the 
ration by the use of soft food, as bran, 
middlings, linseed meal and ground 
meat can best be given in such form, 
but all classes of poultry will eas as 
much as possible at a meal when 
there is a nomber of fowls together, as 
they are induced to do so through com- 
petition. Ducks and turkeys prefer soft 
food, but chickens are more partial to 
whole grains and other seeds, which 
can be scattered over a wide sgrface, in 
which case al] hens will share alike, 
To learn how much soft food to give, 
put a certain amount of food in a trough 
and let the hens eat until they walk 
away satistied. Weigh the amount left 
over and you will then know the ex- 
act quantity eaten—that is, how much 
they can and wilkeat. But the next day 
they should receive not over one-half 
the quantity eaten the day befape..~ 
Rural World. 

Poultry In Kansas. 

The poultry and egg business of Kan- 
sas in 1896 amounted to $3,608,815, a 
sum sufficient 0 pay all the state and 
city taxes of the preceding year and 
leave a surplus of $175,000. No fleld 
crops, with the exception of wheat, 
corn and hay, equaled in valye the 
poultry industry. The yield from poul- 
try was 906 per oent greater than the 
same year's output of lead and zino 
mines in the state and 23 per cent great- 
er than the total paid for teachers’ 
wages and school supervision. In fact, 
the poultry came within 14 per cemt of 
paying the entire cost of the publi 
schools. The poultry product was 10 
per cent greater in value than the pota- 
to crop and within 38 per cent of the 
value of all the coal mined in the state 
for the preceding year. The average 
value of poultry and eggs sold annually 
in the state for the past five years was 
$3,833,564. 

CROSSING BREEDS. 

5 Is Often Harmful and Always Pees 
Poltey. 

I$ may pay a farmer to endeavor to 
improve a lot of serub cows by 

pure bred males, ae it will be 

thing he can do if his capital is limited, 
but any farmer who will use scrub hens 
and begin with them as a foundation 
for improvement will Jose a year or twe 
by so doing, as he can get fowls or egys 
of pure breeds at such small cost that it 
will be really extravagant to retain the 
scrubs. More effort has been made in 
improving scrub fowls than with large 
stock, but nothing of importance has 
been gained thereby. On the contrary, 
the use of scrubs as a foundation has re- 
tarded progress. 
The farmers must first get rid of the 

supposition that crossing breeds is an 
advantage. If they should judiciously 
cross, knowing what they are doing 
they might probably accomplish some- 
thing, but as it is they do more harm 
by crossing than is expected. For in- 
stance, let the farmer have two breeds 
—Plymouth Rocks and Hamburgs. The 
first he finds an excellent market fowl, 
well up to the average as layers, hardy 
and adapted to nearly all climates. The 
Hamburgs will lay more eggs than the 
Plymouth Rocks (mostly in summer), 
but are small and hardy in winter. 
Now, it we can combine the produe- 

tive capacity of the Hamburg with the 
hardiness of the Plymouth Rock, the 
farmer considers that he will have a 
superb cross. He does not stop to con- 
sider that the breeders have crossed in 
every possible manner to get the same 
results and that the pure breeds are 
themselves crosses that have been fixed 
in characteristics, nor does the farmer 
consider that 50 farmers in every 100 
have done just what he is about to do. 
So he makes his cross and gets birds 

that do not lay as well as the Ham- 
burgs, are not equal to the Plymouth 
Rocks in any respect, will not endure 
severe winters and are of all colors and 
sizes. Then he ceases, as he makes no 
careful note of the cross, neglects the 
birds because they become scrubs, his 
interest in pure breeds has passed, and 
he is on the down grade to ruin so fa: 
as keeping poultry for the best results 
are concerned. —Farmers’ Guide. 

Profit In Poultry. 

The farmer who despises the hens ie 
making a big mistake, no matter if he 
is a big grain farmer or a big stockman. 
Appearances are deceitful, and the last 
few years—yes, for many yecars—the 
breeder of fowls has made ivfinitely 
more money, for the amount of money, 
care and thought he has put into his 
business, than some of his more preten- 
tions brethren. I do not see that the 
prices for fresh eggs and market poultry 
have fallen much for the average of the 
year, notwithstanding the low price of 
corn and oats. Western farmers had 
better couvert more of this grain intc 
poultry products. Manufacture the raw 
grain into the finished poultry commod- 
ities. Manufactured articles naturally 
bring larger prices than the cruder prod- 
ucts. The great point in producing 
poultry products for critical city mar- 
kets is to raise the best. A poor article 
always disappoints both buyer and sell- 
er. Away with dunghill fowl! Breed 
the variety of poultry that best fits the 
purpose you have in view. Plymonth 
Rocks and Wyandottes are superb breeds 
to cultivate for market poultry. Leg- 
horns are fine layers, but of small value 
for cooking in a pot. The American 
Wyandotte of a healthy strain doubtless 
comes as near a good layer and a fine 
market bird as any other single breed. 
If a man is to make a specialty of giv- 
ing the market fresh eggs, let Lim be 
sure the eggs are fresh, and reach the 
market fresh too. If he sells dressed 
fowls, let him be sure they are fat, 
plump and well dressed. In this way 
trade will grow on one’s hands. —Chi- 
cago Inter Ocean. 

Eggs or Meat. 

While all poultrymen and farmers 
raise chickens in the spring it is be- 
cause at that season the hens are more 
inclined to become broody, but the peri- 
od for hatching is in the late fall or 
winter, which is also the most suitable 
season for incubators. The great ob- 
stacle in the production of early broil- 
ers is that the hens will net incubate 
until they are ready to do so of their 
own account. By the use of the incun- 
bator chicks can be hatched at any 
time. It will thus be seen that the one 
has nothing to do with the other, all 
that is dependent upon the hen being 
the eggs, and in this respect she has no 
substitute. 
By a division of the two industries, 

for at the present day artificial incuba- 
tion ie a great industry, the laying of 
the eggs is done at the least expense in 
the months following March and ending 
only when molting begins, while hatch- 
ing and raising chickens is done from 
the molting season until March ends. 
Here we have the year divided into two 
periods and into two separate industries, 
both of which give better results than 
either alone. The incubator cannot lay 
eggs, but can hatch them, while the hen 
san lay eggs, but will not batch them 
until she so prefers. nor will she act in 
soncert with her companions, as one or 
two hens may be willing, and the others 
refuse. — Poultry Keeper, 

Prefers Dueks te Chickens. 

Mr. William H. Truslow, the famous 
duck poultry man of Stroudsburg, Pa., 
says he cannot afford to raise chickens. 
The last attempt of his in that line he 
batched out something like 4,500 chick- 
ens, but the tatal reaching market was 
but a little over 1,000. It ought, how- 
ever, to be noted thas these chickens 
followed the duck crop, cousequently 
came into brooder houses, etc., at a 
time when those were not in the best 
condition for good results. Mr. Trus- 
low bas a plant with a capacity of 
about 26,000 ducks in a season, but has 
never got out above 10,000 ey 13, 000, 
He has been running 8,800 ogg imcu- 
bators aud has a brooder house 175 feet 
long, with a double system of piping 
and hovers in the center. 

THE PIGEON LOFT, 

Suggestions as te Breeding, Feeding sand 
General Cave. 

In beginning de not make extrava- 
gant purchases. Select a few pairs from 
a loft that you know has the type of 
bird of which yeu approve. People who 
breed their winmers have always good 
stock birds thas eam be obtained as rea- 
sonable figures. Oarefully breed these 
birds for a few seasoms without inter- 
mingling ether strains, and you will be 

surprised what improvement cam be 
made in a very shost time. Should sigus 
of too cless inbreeding appear, go to the 
same lefts, and, if reliable fanciers, they 
will let you have something of tha ezme 
blood, although wide enough ay. to 
suit your purposes, and it is only by this 
means any famcier can to fix a 
type in shape er succeed breeding 
800d stock and show birds. 
The bane of the young fancier is the 

everlasting desire to buy every fresh 
bird he sees and fancies. He who does 
this will never make a name for him- 
self or fix a type in his loft that any as- 
tute fancier could not fail to detect, 
even if he saw them hundreds of miles 
away in another part of the country. 
Moreover, the general result is a crowd- 
ed loft of mediecre specimens, with 
here and there a good ome, with which 
be can do nothing in reproduction. 
Every methodical man has his regular 

course of action to pursue when making 
his morning visit to his loft. It is usual, 
to pacify the impatient action of the 
birds, to first supply them with fresh 
food, and then to cleanse and refill the 
drinking fountains. This done, a look 
can be taken at the nests, to see how the 
sitters are conducting themselves and 
that the young in the nest have safely 
passed the night, and also to see how the 
parents are caring for their young. Aft- 
er the birds have been fed and inspected 
and the nurses given a chance to feed 
the young, then the exits can be opened, 
which in every well regulated loft should 
be closed at night, and the old birds be 
allowed to take such open air exercise 
as they are accastomed to. While the 
loft is vacant the usual cleaning can be 
given and the loft generally set to rights. 
Grain that has been scattered from the 
pas or hoppers should be gathered up, 
and, if not soiled, can be wiunowed, 
dried and used over again. Many 
pigeons have a habit of throwirg the 
grain from side to side. By this action 
wueh is thiewn on the floor which, if 
not gathered up every day, would be 
wasted. If the day is bright and sunny, 
after this has all been done a bath can 
be a:runged for the birds, and, when 
possible, this is best given out of doors 
and cn the ground. If the arrangement 
of the loft is such as not to admit of 
t#is, then the bathing pans can be 
placed en the flcor. These pans can be 
of a size to suit the number of pigeons 
aud the convenience of the fancier. Aft- 
er the moroing's work has been per- 
formed the birds can be left to them- 
selves and the owner can go about his 
business. About 12 o'cleck a little fresh 
food can be placed in the hoppers or 
pans. This will be enjoyed by the heus, 
which have now been relieved from 
their incubating duties by the males, 
and, if very warm, fresh water may be 
placed in the fountains. About 4 or § 
in the afternoon a little hemp, canary 
or rape seed can be given. 1t is always 
a treat, and birds accustomed to it will 
always be on hand at the allotted time 
to receive it As the day closes and all 
have chosen their places for the night 
the exits should be closed, and if every- 
thing is found to be in proper condition 
the loft can be closed and fastened to 
await the coming of another day.— 
Poultry Mouthly. 

Eggs and Fat, 

It is a mistake to keep the laying 
heus with those which do not produce 
eggs, for tLe rcasom that the layers 
require more food than the others and 
do not receive it. Usually when hens 
do not lay they are too fat and should 
be fed on foods containing but little 
grain, and also fed sparingly. Cobse- 
quently when all the hens are together 
the nonproducing hens may become fat- 
ter while the lavers do uot receive 
enough. It does not pay to feed hens 
that do not give a return for the food 
consumed. —Farm ard lireside.
