Power Exerted on a Bicycle. 

Some recent results of tests made by 
Frofessor Carpenter of Cornell to deter- 
mine the power required to drive bior- 
cles may be of more interest to eleotric- 
al engineers if reduced to their familiar 
unit of power, the watt. These tests 
chow that for a speed of five miles an 
hour on a good level road the rider 
works at the rate of about 10 watts, 
which is about one-third the power 
used in an ordinary 16 candle power in- 
candescent lamp. At ten miles an hour 
the power applied by the rider is about 
30 watts, and for hard, continuous rid- 
ing 100. For a short period a good rid- 
er can work at the rate of about 250 
watts. Every lighted incandescent lamp 
therefore consumes about the same 
Amount Ur pPUWTL G5 (Lal Quvetupea wy 

three bicycle riders under tho ordinery 
conditions, while it is possible for a 
rider to expend about as much power as 
is required for about five of these lamps.

A Bag Full of Breath, 

The ‘‘pneumatophor,’”” an Austrian 
invention for enabling miners, firemen, 
etc., to breathe when surrounded by 
after damp, smoke or noxious fumes of 
any kind, consists of an airtight rubber 
bag containing ‘a steel bottle of pure 
oxygen at a pressure of 100 liters and a 
metal protected glass bottle containing 
a 20 per cent solution of caustic soda. 
The oxygen can be admitted by a hand 
screw into the bag and drawn into the 

mouth through a rubber tube, the nose 
being closed by a clip. The turn of an- 
other hand screw breaks the glass bottle, 
allowing the caustic soda to flow out 
and be absorbed by a knitted network 
in the bag to absorb the carbonic acid 

exhaled, allowing the oxygen to be re- 
breathed, the apparatus being capable 
of furnishing oxygen enough to last 
from 30 to 90 minutes, as has been at- 
tested by numerous experiments.

Every Bullet Its Own Doctor. 
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destructiveness of modern warfare the 
tendency of the times is to make a oon- 
flict as humane as practicable. For this 
reason the use of copper covered bullets 
has been frowned upon, and a Philadel- 
phia physician has a plan that he claims 
will wonderfully mitigate the suffering 
of a man whose body has been perforat- 
ed by the modern small caliber ballet. 
It is well established that the velocity 
and penetrating force of these bullets 
are so great that unless they chance to 
strike a bone they will pass entirely 
through a man’s body without his know- 

ing it. The physician’s idea is to attacs 
a small wad of aniseptic cotton to the 
rear of the bullet. This would Le cover- 
ed by the shell of the cartridge and 
could not interfere with loading or fir- 
ing. As the bullet passes through a per- 
gon the wad will antiseptioize the wound 
and preveut consequent suppuration. It 
may be possible to so nicely adjust the 
adhesion of the wad to the bullet thet 
es the missile passes out it will leave 
the wad to plug the hole and stop bleed- 
ing. Ultimately this system might do 
away with the necessity of a large med- 
ical corps, as each bullet would carry 
medical treatment for the unfortunate 
it wounded.—Philadelphia Record. 

A Monster Palace. 

Spain possesses one of the largest 
buildings in the world. It is at once a 
palace, a r-useum, a library, a picture 
gallery, a monastery, a church and a 
burial place. This wonderful edifice is 
oalled the Escorial, although the name 
is very generally corrupted both in Eng- 
land and America into *‘Escurial.”’ 
The Escorial was commenced in 1563 

by order of Philip II of Spain and was 
intended partly as a royal burying place 
for the kings of Spain and partly as a 
commemoration of Philip's victory over 
the French at St. Quentin in 1557. It is 
built entirely of granite and measures 
744 feet in length by 580 feet in breadth. 
At each corner is a tower 200 feet in 
height. The building is supposed to 
represent an enormous gridiron lying 
upside down, and this shape is believed 
to have reference to St. Lawrence, who 
was martyred on a gridiron. 
Twenty-one years were spent in build- 

ing it, and it cost over $12,000,000. It 

has been twice partly destroyed by light- 
ning and was sacked by the French sol- 
fiers in 1808. There are 14,000 doors 
and 11,000 windows.
