Town Council Meeting. 

. The Town Council met in special 
session on Monday evening last, Mayor 
Winslow in the chair. 

The Mayor stated that the meeting was 

called for the purpose of receiving the 

tenders for building an addition to and 

otnerwize improving the public wharf 

property. 

After the minutes of the previous 

meeting had been read the clerk read the 

following communications : — 

From J. R. Inch, Supt. of Edu- 

cation, stating the school griev- 

ance of the ratepayers in Duke's 

Ward would be brought before the next 

meeting of the Board of Education ; 

From Miles Chipman of Toronto in 

reference to the putting in of a water 

works system in the town at a reasonable 

figure. 

Both communications were laid on the 

table. 

A. Edward Loggie addressed a letter 

to council complaining of an over-flowing 

cess-poll near his residence, exposing the 

inhabitants to typhoid fever and other 

contagious diseases, and requesting the 

council to have the evil remedied. 

On account of the Board of Health not 

having a chairman, Mr. Wyse’s resigna- 

tion being accepted by the government, 
nothing could be done by the Board 

until a new chairman was appointed. The 

Provincial Secretary had informed some 

of our citizens that Mr. E. A. Strang 

would be a probable successor to that 

office. In the meantime the matter was 

referred to the public works committee to 

act in conjunction with the Board ot 

Health and report at next meeting. 

A letter of thanks for the use of the 

Town Hall for one session of the Teachers’ 

Institute was rec:ived from the secretary, 

Mr. J. Howard Crocker. 

Ald. Snowball, chairman public works 

committee reported as follows :— 
Cuaraam, N. B., 26th Sept., 1898. 

To His ‘Worship the Mayor and Town 
Council. 

We would report in reference to the 
etreet through from Wellington to Duke or 
Lydia St. that we have seen Miss Kelley, 
bat she could not give us any decision with- 
out first seeing her nephews, the Whites. 
This she promised to do and report to ald. 
Loggie. Not having heard from her up to 
to-day, we interviewed Mr. White and he 
says they cannot come to any arrangement 
between themselves in the meantime. We 
wterviewed Mr. Those. Murray and he will 
sell his portion for $1.50 per foot street 
frontage, 
We have notified the several companies 

having poles erected in town that they must 
not erect any more without the permission 
of the road commissioner and that those now 
up must be placed so as not to intertere with 
either the usefulness or appearance of the 
streets, We have aiso asked them not to 
aliow advertising matter to be placed on 
the poles aud also requested them to paint 
the poles in the town limits. 
We report that Mr. W. E. Fish is making 

a preliminary survey of the Morrison Brook 
for Mr, Coffin, our water expert. We have 
had some further correspondence with Mr. 
Coffin which is most encouraging. I will 
read his last letter on the subject, 
With reterence to the Henderson property 

we would recommend to this council offering 
$600.00 for the portion necessary to widen 
Dake street, they to remove buildings, &ec., 
at their own cost. : 
We have instructed surveyor Fish to sar- 

vey the lower portion of Water St. from St. 
Andrew’s to the town lice eastward. 
We have opened the tenders for wharf 

repairs and have concluded to allow the 
matter to drop in the meantime as it is now 
too late in the season to do this work. 
We would recommend that tenders be 

asked forthwith for this work to be com- 
pleted not later than 1st August 1899.

Coffin in reterence to the proposed water 

works system, giving every encourage- 

ment for the establishment of a system 

in Chatham. 
The report was adopted on motion of 

ald. Maher. 

Ald. Loggie,from the finance committee, 

reported recommending thal the $32.16 

still due on the flagstaff be paid. Carried. 

The fire committee reported, recom- 

mending that the town purchase a ladder 

truck with ladders, hooks, ete. ; also that 

the janitor strike 12 strokes of the fire bell 

every day at noon (12 o'clock) except 

Sundays, on and after Oct. 1st prox. 
The report was adopted. 
It was ordered that tenders be invited 

for the old hand engines, up to 6 o'clock 

on Oct. 3rd. 

Ald. Robinson moved that Dr. Baxter 

receive a vote of thanks for donation of 

cannon balls presented by him for the 
public square. Carried. 

Permission was granted Haviland Bros. 

ferrymen, to land 60 tons of coal on the 
pubiic wharf. 

Ald. Coleman, McIntosh and Groat 

made a vigorous demand for the improv- 
ing of the streets in the lower part of the 

town and not appropriate all the money in 
making a paradise of the park and water 
street. Money was alloted for the 
different streets in that part of the town 
in the estimate made out last spring and 
there had not been much done there yet. 
They claimed it was not alone the duty 

of the aldermen from these wards to look 

after this but that of the whole council. 

The Mayor said Mr. Tweedie was 

present in the interest of the Maritime 

Sulphite Fibre Co. who desired the 

council to grant them certain concessions 

for the building of a tramway near their 
mill, and wished him to be given per- 

{ mission to be heard. 

After permission had been given, Mr. 

Tweedie sad it was a mistake for the 
i Mayor to say the Company were looking 

for concessions. It was only a matter of 
etiquette that they decided to bring the 

matter before the council, for the com- 

pany had the right to build these tram- 

ways by acts passed by the legislature in 

1885 and 1886. But they did net want 

to be unreasenable, and have decided 

te act in the best possible way with the 

town officials. 

Before proceeding any furthur in this 

matter he wished to say, as the represen- 

tative of Mr. Henderson's, that they 

would not at all entertain the proposition 

in the report as passed to-night. It was 

simply an absurdity, as the owners were 
now receiving from $200 to $300 in rents. 

The eettlement of the Kelly property 

was in his hands now and he would do 

what he could to have it made over to 

the town. From the peculiar will a right 

title could not be given, but he would 

hunt up the records and have the matter 

settled. 

Mr. Tweedie then read the acts passed 

by the legislature in the years 1886 and 

1886 empowering the Salphite Fibre Co. 

to build tramways on the public highways 

for the interests and workings of the 

said mill, etc. From the power within 

these acts they could do this work with- 

out reference to the council provided they 

did not go beyond their privileges, but 

the company were agreeable and did not 

want to act as they saw fit, but to work 

in conjunction with the road commission- 

er. The act gives them the power aud 

they wish to run a iramway from the 

mill to the wharf along Water Street, 

the motive power to be horses instead of 

steam, and also to run a water pipe across 

the the street to ‘‘the hollow.” 

Ald. Groat said that on St. Andrew’s 

St. there were two tramways, and they 

were a nuisance and a danger tothe people 

around that section. Property was very 

much reduced in value, and he did not 

think the people’s rights ought to be 

further encroached upon, especially now 

as we were trying to improve and clear 

the streets. He did not see why the 

company should not do as in other cities : 

that is, by going to the people for these 

privileges. Then, the town might pur- 

chase property for them instead of 

having them monopolize the whole of the 

street. 

Mr. Tweedie said ald. Groat was mis- 

taken. When this company got these 

rights there was no town council and 

there was no other way of securing them, 

but by applying to the legislature,and the 

preposed bill had been published and no 

objection raised. Every facility was 

granted to the company to establish the 

mill in Chatham and a 15 years’ release 

of taxes was given them. Everyone 

would agree that the factory did a great 

good, and it was partially due to them 

that they were there to-night. He agreed 

with ald. Groat that it was desirable not 

to encumber the streets, but in this in- 

stance it was for the interest of the town 
and had to be done. 

Ald. Snowball said everything should 

be done to assist the company in making 

the business profitable, so as to form an 

inducement for the establishment of other 

industries. Ald. Groat was, no doubt, 

trying to protect the people.. 

Ald. Groat said he certainly agreed that 

the factory had done great good, but he 

did not want to see the people trampled 

on. If they wanted to open a tramway 

let the town purchase property for them 

80 as to leave the streets free and the 

people would not have their lives at risk 

as at present on St. Andrew’s St. 

Ald. Loggie said water street was very 

narrow at this place and the public works 

committee would have Mr. Fish survey 

the road. He considered it entirely too 

narrow to admit of a tramway being run 

on it, and it would certainly be very 

dangerous, especially in winter. A strip 

of land, say 10ft. wide should be pur- 

chased along the river bank and leave the 

road free to-the public. He moved the 

following seconded by ald. Maher :— 
Resolved that the matter laid before the 

council by Hon Mr. Tweedie be referred to 
the prblic works committe to report on, and 
that, in view of the matter, the public works 
committee be instructed to find out if pro- 
perty can be secured to widen the street 
some ten feet or thereabouts,in that locality, 
and report at next meeting, 

Carried. 
Adjourned.

International Commission. 

Querec, Que. Sept. 20—The international 

Commissioners met in joint session for an 
hour this afternoon and adjourned, to meet 

again on Thursday. The adjournment over 
till to-morrow is taken because of the 

ceremonies attending the unveiling of the 

Champlain monument, in which the mem- 

bers of the High Commission are to 

participate. 

The American Commissioners met this 
morning and again this afternoon, They 

listened to arguments of Messrs. Babcock, 

of New York and Fallon, of Ohio, who 

represent the interests of the United States 
inland fisheries. 

As usual, all the proceedings were be- 
hind closed floors, but so far as the fresh 

water fisheries are concerned it is under- 

stood that the Americans and the Canadians 
will agree with little trouble. Both sides 

desire the better protestion ef the fresh 

water fish, and no doubt this part of the 

proposed treaty will readily be disposed of. 
Interests of the United States farmers 

will be heard Thursday. Aaron Jomes, of 

South Bend, Ind., worthy master of the 

Grange, and Secretary John Trimble of 
Washington, D. C., have notified the 

Commissioners that they desire to be heard, 

It is presumed they will protest in a 
general way against the reduction or the 

removal of the tariff on Canadian agricul- 

tural products, especially barley, hay, oats 

and potatoes. 

Indicatious are that the Canadian Com- 
missioners are going to take a very deter- 

mined position on the lumber question. A. 

S. Hardy, Premier of Oatario, and George 
W. Ross, Minister of Edacation, arrived 

here to-day and represent the Oatario 
government in the lumber question. They 
declare unreservedly that no cocneessions 
will be made on the part of the Canadian 

government in the way of permitting logs 
to go free into the United States unless the 
United States makes some concession in the 

way of reducing or removing the present 

duty of $2 per thousand feet of Canadian 

sawn lamber, 

Ontario’s Legislature passed a law last 

year that no logs cut on crown lands by 
American lambermen should be taken into 

the United States to be sawed into lumber 

in American mills, The law was a result of 

$2 duty put upon all Cavadian lumber in 
the Dingley bill, but it has been a die- 
astrous law to such of the American lam- 

bermen as own large tracts of crown 

lumber lands in Ontario. 

These men contend that the Canadian 

government knew when it sold the timber 
to the Americans that it was to be sawed’ in 

American mille, and having this knowledge, 
the government had no right to pass a law 

of this character, Canadians waive that 

point, and say it must be free logs and free 

lumber or no chance at all,
