The Irish. 

As an answer to the assertions some- 
times made respecting Irish disloyalty, 
it is noted that when Edward Blake, in 
addressing his constituents in South 
Longford the other day, referred in 
glowing terms to the loyalty, devotion 
and heroism of Irish soldiers in South 
Africa, his words were greeted with 
approving cheers. This showed that 
these bome-rulers were not in sympathy 
with tle irreconcilables who seek to 
keep up the old race hatreds, the real 
causes for which are fast being removed. 
Ireland is prospering under the recent 
and happily changed policy which has 
been adopted by her rulers through the 
wise agitation of men of the Edward 
Blake class and, aside from that feature 
of the subject altogether, no honest 
reader of the history of the Empire can 
impugn the loyalty or bravery of the 
Irish as a people. Their soldiers have 
done all their part in achieving the vic- 
tories which have created the prestige 
of the British army. Not long ago,on the 
eve of leaving for the Transvaal General 
Gatacre, in a farewell speech, said : 

“I am lucky in having five of my 
regiments Irish, for the knot that five 
Irish regiments cannot untie must be a 
difficult one. If a commanding officer 
in charge of five Irish regiments fails 
be must be a bad specimen, for if you 
handle Irishmen in the right way there 
is nothing on the face of the earth they 
will not do.” 
The Irish are just as anxious for the 

success of the forces of the Empire 
as any other subjects of the Queen, and 
those who think and talk differently 
are, themselves, not truly loyal.

THE WAR] 
The Times of Natal publishes the fol- 

lowing, dated Wednesday 15th, from its 
special correspondent at Ladysmith :— 
“The enemy made a determined attack 

on Thursday, Nov. 9. Apparently 
ALL THE BOER FORCES PARTICIPATED. 

Their artillery opened at 4 a.m., pouring 
in shells thick and fast upon the British 
positions, althongh with no great effest. 
They adopted the unusual tactics of ad- 
vancing under cover of their guns to posi- 
tions on the ridges and kopjes adjacent 
to those occupied by the British troops on 
the left of eur camp. 

BEATEN BACK, 
~ “Continuing their advance, the Boers 
crept up, using every available bit of 
cover. Our infantry opened with a 
steady, warm and accurate fre, which 
beat back the enemy, notwithstarding a 
display of tenacity of purpose equal to 
their desperate stands on previous ecca- 
sions. The Boer attack was most elaborate 
on all sides of the town. 
“The main attack, however, was made 

between the Free State and Newcastle 
railway lines, by a column composed 
chiefly of Johannesburg volunteers. A 
brigade of the King’s Royal Rifle Corps 
made a splendid defense. The Boers were 
repulsed but soon rallied and returned to 
the attack. 

AGAIN THE BRITISH FIRE, 

which was very hot, forced them to retire. 

They had made a deep trench in front of 

the British lines and while withdrawing 
for their horses, they left it unguarded, 
whereupon the King’s Rifles, advancing 
at double quick, occupied the trench. 

A BOER SURPRISE. 

This smart movement was not seen by 

the enemy, who soon returned with the 
horses. Carefully reserving their fire, the 
King’s Rifles allowed the Boers to advance 
almost to the edge of the trench, and 

then poured volley after volley into the 

astounded Boers, who &urned and fled 

from an awful hail of ballets, bolting 
across the open, where tha artillery of the 
British poured in a terrible and effective 

shell fire. The enemy lo:t heavily. 

BOER MORTAR SILENCED. 

“Meanwhile another section of the 

Boers had brought a moitar into action, 
firing heavy shells. Our guus, concen- 
trating upon it,svon silenced this weapon, 
the enemy’s artillerymer fleeing headlong. 

BOERS BADLY BEATEN. 
““The Boers then advanced in force, with 

a view of repairing tho mortar, but our 
artillery shelled and scattered them right 
and left. Fighting was ail over at 11 
o'clock. 

ROYAL SALUTE ! 
“Pcomptly at noon,Gen. White ordered 

a salu e of 21 gans in honor of the birth- 
day of tha Prince of Wales. As the 
caunon boomed, cheer after cheer rang 
out from the troops, and a scene of en- 
thusiasm, probably without parallel in 
history, followed. 

ANOTHER SCATTERING ! 
‘“At Cwesar’s Camp, which protects the 

town on the southwest, the Manchester 
regiment hell the position. Descending 
under cover of the British guns for some 
distance on the further side of the hill, 
they detected several hundred Boers hid- 
ing in the ditch, out of the way of the 
British shells. They poured volley after 
volley into the enemy, scattering them 
widely and inflicting heavy loss. 

BOER LOss 800. 

“The Boers were driven back at every 
point, with a loss estimated at 800 men. 

CHEERING NEWS! 
“Nothing important occurred until Tues- 

day, Nov. 14, when a strong force, chiefly 
cavalry and artillery, reconuoitering, came 
upon the enemy near Colenso road, and 
drove them back to their main positions. 
Our shell tire was most effective, and is 
believed to have inflicted considerable 
damage. Our own loss was one man. 

“That same day a Boer shell killed a 
trooper of the Natal Mounted Rifles, who 
was sleeping in his tent. All our men are 
fit, well an1in good spirits. It is report- 
ed that the lyddite is terrifying the Boers, 
who have to be driven to their gun posi- 
tions by revolvers pointed at their heads. 
“Ladysmith 1s able to hold out for 

months. Oa the other hand, it is report- 
ed that dysentery is making havoc in the 
enemy’s camp.” 

SHARP AND CLOSE WORK, 

luteresting details are arriving at Cape 
Town from the Orange River relating to 
the fighting at Belmont, showing that 
when Col. Keith-Falconer was shot 
through the breast he was just going to 
the assistance of wounded Lt. Bevan. 

Lt. Brooke of the Lancers had a mar- 
velous escape. He was some distance 
ahead of his troopers and had dismounted 
to sketch the Boer position, when 30 
Boers opened fice. The first bullet 
passed under his lag. As he mounted 
the second riddled his helmet, and the 
third killed his horse. Lieut. Broeke 
thereupon started to run, hotly pursued 
by the Boers, who were wmonnted, and 

him but for an intervening wire fence. 
The bullets fell thick around the lieutenant 
as he climbed this fence ; but he escaped 
unscathed. 

A SERIOUS MISHAP. 

Estcourt, Natan, Nov. 15, Wednes- 
day.—An armored train, having on board 
a half company of the Durban volunteers 
and a half company of the Dublin Fusi- 
liers, steamed to Chiveley early this 
morning. On its return it was shelled by 
artillery of the Boers, placed in four 
positions. Two trucks in front of the en- 
gine left the rails, toppling over. While 
the train was thus helpless, the Durbans 

"and Dublins faced the Boers in skirmish- 
ing order, and the Boers poured shot and 
shell into the crippled train.

The next instant 
he saw his comrade lying dead at his feet 
while he himself was unharmed. 

CHURCHILL'S PLUCKY CONDUCT. 
Loxpox, Nov. 17.—The Daily Mail, 

describiug the armored train fight in de- 
tail, and after reaching the point where 
the trucks were derailed, says :— 

‘““What followed and the manner in 
which Churchill distinguished himself is 
best told by the cespatch of George W. 
Stevens, the war correspondent of The 
London Daily Mail, who sends the follow- 
ing 1— : 

“Our men oravely responded, but the 

seven-pounder on the train was speedily 
put ont of action by the enemy’s bigger 
guns firing at close range. Our wen usea 
their rifles to good effect, but were oppos- 
ed by an overwhelming force and a fear- 
ful tire. 

“Tne officeis showed splendid coolness 
and were magnificently seconded by 
Lieutenant Churchill. 
“When the trucks were overturned 

Churchill rallied his party again ‘and 
again, crying, ‘Be men,’ at the same time 
fearlessly exposing himself to the heavy 
fire, 

‘As the men set to work to move the 
disabled trucks and cut. adrift the engine, 
on wliich the wounded had been piled, he 
took a rifle and waited on the retiring 
party, 80 as to cover the others’ escape. 
He is reported to be a prisoner, bat there 
is reason to hope that a number of our 
men have escaped over the weldt, and 
possibly Churchill is among them. 

“His bravery is the theme and * admir- 
ation of the entire camp here. 

“It is learned the aftair was somewhat 
in the nature of a surprise, although the 
military authorities were warned that the 
rails were likely to be tampered with by 
the disloyal Dutch, \, 
“The exact scene of the disaster was 

near the monument erected to the Dutch 
murdered by the Zulus under Dingaan 
SIX!y years ago. 

**An ambulance train was sent out 
from here, but it returned with only one 
wounded man aboard, belonging to the 
Imperial Light Horse, and wounded in 
the later skirmish between that corps and 
the enemy. 
“The doctor on the train rode to the 

Boer lines and was courteously informed 
that the wounded could not be removed 
antil permission was obtained from Gen- 
eral Joubert. 
“No information has been obtained 

about Churchill. We have about 100 
men wounded or missing, but many of 
these should come back in a day or so. 
The Boers numbered several hundreds,” 

CHURCHILL AT PRETORIA. 
PRETORIA, Saturday, Nouv. 18 (by way 

of Lorenzo Marques, Nov. 19 )—At noon 
to-day 56 British prisoners, including 
men of the Royal Dublin Fusiliers and 
seve:al blue jackets, arrived here. Tuere 
wece large crowds at the railway station, 
but no demonstration was made. Mr. 
Winston Churchill, who is wounded in 
the hand, was taken to the Model School, 
while the rank and file are being sent to 
the race track. One spy was lodged io 
jail. The wounded have beea treated at 
Colenso. 

The Boer version of the conflict in 
which these prisoners were taken says 
that two British wete killed and ten 
wounded. 
LoNpon, Nov. 19.—The first definite 

news regarding the fate of Mr. Winston 
Churchill was conveyed to his mother 
this evening by a report of the Associa- 
ted Press. The fact that his wound is 
not necessarily dangerous, and that he 
is al.ve in Pretoria, caused her the great- 
est gratification, as she had been hitherto 
withont the least intimation of his where- 
abouts, 
A 

Northumberland Agricultural 
Society's Annual Meeting. 

Northumberland Agricultural Society, No. 
9, held its annual meeting on Thursday last 
at the Canada House, 
There was a meeting of the Board of Direc- 

tors at 10 a.m, which was well attended. 
The president, Geo. P, Searle, Esq., was in 
the chair. At this meeting a report was 
made by a special committee,composed of the 
president, Geo. P. Searle; the secretary, 
D. G. Smith and Messrs. Alex. Robinson and 
Geo. E. Fisher, who had been appointed at a 
meeting held a few weeks ago to make en- 
juiries in reference to lands available for a 
site for an exhibition building and grounds 
and a balf mile track for horse exhibits and 
racing in connection with exhibitions. 

Several areas that were suitable, in them- 
selves, were reported upon, and it was re. 
gretted that the land at the Stat'on Farm 
which would be very convenient was not 
available at a price within the means of the 
promoters. 

The site next in favor is that consisting of 
a part of the Lobban property, together 
with a lot of five acres, which belonged to 
the same property originally, but which ia 

be had at a fa ir valuation. 

Exclusive of the land, the committee esti- 

mated that it would cost nearly $3,000 to 

put up a suitable Exhibition Bailding, and 

$2,000 more to make a track, including 

grading, fencing, grand and judges’ stands, 
stables, ete.—in all, $3,000. 

The committee’s report was received and 

discussed at considerable length, those who 

spoke addressing themselves chiefly to the 
sabject of ways and means, 

It was shown that the Society has about 

250 available and a minimum vet income of 

say $175 a year; the Bicycle Club, it was 

stated, would contribute about $100 as a 

bonus or in stock, and several gentlemen 

present signified their readiness to subscribe 
stock in the undertaking. 

A motion was passed recommending the 

proposition to establish an agricultural 

building and track at Chatham to the favor- 

able consideration of the incoming Board of 
Directors and the Miramichi public gener- 
ally, and the meeting adjourned. 

The annual meeting of the Society at 

large was held at 2 p.m. and was well at.

It was urged by Messrs. Kerr, Geo. Dick- 

son and Geo. E. Fisher that it would be well 
to adopt the prinziple of making a change 
in the chief officers of the Society each 
yesr—to let the honors pass round, as the 
officers heretofore had generally remained in 
until they died. This seemed to meet the 
approval of some, while others thought that 
certain officers could not well be chaaged to 
the Soeiety’s advantage, and it was stated 
that the immediate ex-president was still 
alive and much in evidence. 
The Board of Directors was next chosen, 

as follows :

Mr. Alex. Robinson offered the following 
resolution, seconded by Mr. Wm. Kerr :— 

“Resolved, that this meeting affirm the 
desirability of carrying out the recommenda- 
tion of the out-going Board of this society, 
passed at its meeting this morning, and that 
the new Board take such steps as they shall 
deem necessary to give effect to said recom- 
men:dation.” 

After a long discussion of the sul. ject, in 
which all the speakers favored the proposi- 
tion, the resolution passed unanimously and 
the meeting adjourned. 

Immediately on the adjournment of the 
general meeting, a full meeting of the new 
Board was held. 

The subject of the proposed Exhibition 
building and track was taken up,and several 
propositions were advanced and discussed 
with the view of devising the best means of 
carrying the project to a successful issue. 

The agricuttural policy of the local govern- 
ment was spoken of approvingly and the fact 
that it had, years ago, built the St. John 
exhibition building, which was subsequently 
handed over to the Exhibition Association, 
was cited as one reason why the claims, in 
the same line, of the Miramichi, which con- 
tributes so largely to the territorial revenue 
of the province, should be liberally recog- 
vised. 

The local members present, Messrs. 
O’Brien and Fish, said they had no doubt 
that the local government would recognise 
the claims of the proposed undertaking upon 
it, Mr. O’Brien thinking that $1,000 at least, 
in the way of a special grant, would be 
forthcoming, 

It was unmistakeably the sense of the 
meeting that the undertaking ought to be 
carried ont under the auspices of the Socie- 
ty, while a special position in relation to it 
should be accorded to members who sub- 
scribed stock. 

On motion of A. G. Dickson it was order- 
ed that a committee of ten be appointed 
from the Board to organise the scheme for 
establishing the proposed Exhibition Build. 
ing and track in connection therewith ; that 
said committee get options on necessary 
lands, get up a prospectus, ascertain what 
stock or other subscriptions can be secured, 
ete., and report to the Board on the call of 
the president. 

The committee was then nomiuated and 
chosen as follows : — 

Geo. E. Fisher, C. Sargeant, Geo. Dickson, 
R. Flanagan, C. E. Eish, A. G. Dickson, 
A. Robioson,John O’Brien and the president 
and secretary. 
The secretary said it was a part of the 

business of this meeting to select representa- 
tives of the society to attend the meeting of 
the Provincial Farmers’ and Dairymen’s 
Association, which was to meet in Frederic- 
too at some time during the legislative 
session, 

Messrs. Geo. E Fisher and George Dick- 
son were appointed as representative and 
alternate respectively to the F. & D. Associ- 
ation, 

The subject of a bridge to facilitate traffic 
aod general intercourse between Chatham 
and Newcastle and other communities locat. 
ed north and south of the Miramichi, next 
came up for discussion. 

It was argued that while the incorporated 
towne and other communities interested had 
undoubted claims upon the local govern- 
ment in the matter, they had a right also 
to claim assistance in the construction of 
the proposed bridge from the Dominion gov- 
ernmeat, which, through its canal depart- 
ment, built many important and costly 
highway bridges in Ontario, as well as in 
the province of Quebec, 

It was also stated that in consequence of 
the adoption of the heaviest type of engine 
for freight traffic on the I. C. R., it was 
intended that the iron superstructures of the 
Miramichi and other similar bridges, were 
to be replaced with heavier ones of steel, 
and that an opportunity would be, in this 
way, afforded to the Dominion government 
to materially assist in the construction of the 

| proposed highway bridge betweea Chatham 
and Newcastle and thus, in part, compen- 
sate the Miramichi for the witholding in the 
past of its just proportion of Dominion 
support for needed public works, buildings, 
wharves, ete. 

One speaker said he understood that it 
was arranged already that the superstruc- 
ture of at least one of the Miramichi railway 
bridges was to zo to Prince Edward Island, 

| and it was probable that the other was 
now owned by Judge Wilkinson and may | promised elsewhere. 

Mr, Creaghan commenced on the unanim- 
ity which had characterised tne meetings 
to-day and said it angered well for the com- 
munities from Loggisville to Bridgetown, at 
least, whose interests were identical. They 
would, no doubt, be one with Chatham and 
Newcastle in this bridge matter, and join in 
impressing its importance upon the local as 
well as the Dominion government. 

On motion of D. G. Smith, seconded by 
J. D. Creaghan, it was ordered that the 
Board of this society memorialise the Local 
and Dominion governments urging upon 
them the claims of the people of the Mira- 
amichi to a bridge across the river between 
Chatham and Newcastle, 

The resolution was carried unanimously, 
Mayor Winslow, of Chatham said he felt 

that he could guarantee that similar action 
weunld be taken by the Town Council. 

Ald, Creaghan of Newcaesle said he had 
no doubt that Newcastle Town Council 
would take similar action, 

Mr. Alex. Robinson moved, secouded by 
Mr, A, G, Dickson that a committee be 
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appuinted to wait upon Hon. A. G. B'air, 

Minister of Railways, during his propose l 
visit to Caatham, whenever Le may 

come, to urge upon him the claims of the 
Miramich, to the proposed bridge, and to 

cooperate, to that end, with any other com- 

mittee that may be appointed by avy other 

representative body on the river, 

The motion passed nnanimously and 

Messrs, Alex. Barr, Wm. Kerr, Geo. D ck- 

son and J. D. Creaghau were chosen as the

Lobster Regulations. 

Regulations to govern lobster fisheries for 

the minister of marine and fisheries, based 
upon the recommendations of the lobster 
comission of last year, The close season 
along the Bay of Fundy coast and adjacent 
islands from the Maine boundary along New 
Bruuswick around Cape Sable, and as far as 
Halifax, is from May 1st to Dec. 14 ia- 
clusive. The ciose season along the Nova 
Scotia coast from Halifax to Red Point, 
between Martin Point and Michaud Point, 
Cape Breton, and including Chedabueto an 
St. Peter’s Bay and adjacent islands, and 
Gut of Cansv as far as the line and from 
Flat Poiat to Inverness county lighthouse 
opposite, 1s from July to March 31 foilow- 
ing, inclusive. Along the Cape Breton coast 
from Red Point to Cape North and around 
to Cape St, Lawrence, also along the coast 
and waters of the Magdalen islands inclug- 
ing Bird Rocks, and Byron islands and 
along the south shore of the Gulf of St. 
Lawrence from Bay Blanc Salmon westward 
to head tide, the close season is from Aug. 1 
to April 30, inclusive. The season along 
the Northumberland Straits is not yet abso- 
lately fixed. In all other parts the close 
season is from July 11 to April 19 inclusive; 
along the Northumberland Straits from a 
line drawn from Chockfish River, N. B., to 
West Point, P. E I, and a line from Indian 
Point, near Cape Tormentine, 
P. E. Island not yet abselutely fixed, 
Tbe size limit is seven inches. Along the 

Bay of Fundy coast an1 around Nova Scotia 
as far as Halifax the limit is nine inches. 
Elsewhere the limit 1s eight inches. The 
taking of berried or soft shell lobsters is 
not to be permitted. Traps mast not be 
placed in water two fathoms or under. 
Traps or other apparatus for taking lobsters 

are not to be set within a distance less than 
one hundred yards from any salmon net. 
Mutilated or broken lobsters are not to be 
sold to canners, excepting for domestic con- 
samption. Otherwise such fragments are 
liable to seizure.
