Ooua {strate’s Game that
& Wnﬁ‘ Work.

It appears that the case of Mr. A. E. Hao-
son, C. E, who was convicted a few days
ago by Stipendiary Magistrate D. G. Mac-
laughlan at Bathurst of killing a ball moose

out of season did not end in the way the
offinder and magistrate anticipated. It also
transpires that the circumstances as stated
by Mr. Hanson and given to the press were
incorrectly representea. The Fredericton
Herald says that Mr. Hanson came across
the moose while following his occupation as
a surveyor in Northumberland county. The
whereabouts of the animal had been known
to lumbermen in one of Mr, Hale’s camps for
some time, for they had seen it on several
occasions, and when they found evidences of
its having been illegally slaughtered they
reported the circumstances to a special game
warden, who made an investigation which
resulted in a compiaint being lodged by
Chief Game Commissioner Knight against
danson before Police Magistrate Marsh io
Fiedericton. Daring all this time the
offending surveyor was still in the weods.
The Herald further says :—

“In the meantime, news of the illegal
shooting of the moose referred to, spread
throughout the province, and occasioned a
great deal of unfavorable comment. Among
sportsmen in this city, strange to say, the
ramor that Mr. Hauson had been responsi-
ble for the death of the moose occasioned
but little surprise. Indeed the statement
was freely made by parties, whose word
would be generally accept-d, that Mr. Han-
son had boldly stated before leaving the city
that he was going to shoot a moose, and it 18
also said that he took a rifle and cartridges
with him from the city for the purpose. Mr.
Hanson being a special game warden, by
virtue of his position, it was felt on all sides
that if ever there was a case of game law
violation which called for drastic treatment,
this was one., The opinion was freely ex-
pressed by those who take an interest in the
preservation of our big game, that the
Surveyor-General should not hesitate to lay
hands upon tms aaring official and teach him
a lesson that would serve as a warning to
poachers and pot huuters for all time to
come,

“*While the illegal slanghter of this moose
was being geoer.lly discussed and condemn
ed, Mr., Hanson, emerged from the woods,
and getting wind ot what was in store for
him, proceeded straight forth to the office of
Stipendiary Magistia’e McLauzhlin of Ba'h-
urst, and pleaded guilty to the off-nce. The
magietrate imposed a fine ot $50 the mim-
mum pena ty which the law aliowe,

“Mr, Hansor’s action in acknowledging
the offence before the Bathurst magistrate,
it seems practically put an end to the pro-
ceedings instituted by Mr. Knight in the
Fiedericton police court. The sudden
t-rmination of the case was not satisfacrory
erther to the game officials or the public,
who feel that uoder the circamstinces the
penalty was out of proportion to the rerious-
ness o! the offence.”

The facts having eome to the netice of
Surveyor-General D inn, be personally in-
vestigated them and in a written decision
sete them forth. He finds that the pro-
c-ediags at Bathurst were promot d by
Hanson for the purpose of preventing the
complaint made by Chief Game Commission-
er Koight from being tried, and that there
was no reasonable excuse given for the viola-
tion of the law.

The Surveyor-General therefore ‘‘orders
the said A. E. Hanson to be suspended for
two months from this date (April 6) as
Depu'y Crown Land Sarveyor, and that oo
orde s of survey be issued doring that time
to him, and that all orders of survey now in
his possession be returned to this depart-
ment, to be canceiled, and as the fine of $50
imposed, 18, 10 his opinion, pot commensu-
rate with the offence committed, he orders
the said A. E. Hanson to pay a further sum
o $150 and all costs incurred, to the Chiet
G .m+~ Commigsioner, such sum to be by him
applied tor the protection of gune, and that
said su-pension coutinue until such amount
be paid.”

The opinion amongst legitimate sportsmen

The minutes wer« read, and theu there
was a wait for ald. Loggie, Chairman of the
Finance Commiitee, and ald Groat, who
were ab-ent.

Ald. Maner protested against the delay of
business becanse comipittees and members
did not attend promptly to their daties,

Ald, "Robiuson said
for committees to a'tend promptly to their
duties hegiyse some members therenf, by
absvuce, prevented work from being doue,

The Mayor referred to the impirtagce ot
urging upou the Government the duty of
erecting a permanent briige the
Miramichi 1u order to promote commuii-
cation between Cnatham and Newcastle and
the intervening and peighboring centres on
the two sides of the piver, He referred to
the importance of the business of the county
and to the fact that it was the larges,
terciturialy, as well as in its coutributions
to the provingial revenues, of any in the
Province of New Brunswick; Chatham and
Newecastle are large distribatiog centres, and
it 18 a fact tnat we realiy maike few
demands oun the proviacial treasury in
comparisou to what we contribute, while St.
John and other places appear to easily
segure very large aid in the development of
their business interests from the govern-
ment at Fredericton, This council, acting
with those of the Eoards of Trade of
Chatham and Newcastle should take the
matter up and presa our claims for a bridge
over the Miramichi between Chatham and
Newcastle.

Ald. Snowball endorsed the remarks of
the Mayor and referred to permanent
bridges which the government had provided
in counties of less importance aund having
less claims upoun the revenues of the province
than Northumberland, Newcastle and
Chatham were pre-eminent commercial ports
as well ag large distributing centres, and
their trade with asnrronoding districts re-
quired a bridge. Leadiog eiticens repre-
senting the different business interesis
should go to Fredericton from Chatham,
Newecastle and other centres to press our
claims in the matter on the Government
aod Legislature. He moved, seconded by
alderman Flanagao, the following
eolution :—

That it is desirable that Newcastle and
Chatham should be connected by bridge
across the M:ramich1 River and that such a
bridge is a ovecessary public work and in
the interesta of the growing trade of the
Miramichi, and that the Mayor be in-

ure for county purposes, had not been paid,
but that the money had been in error, as
acknowledged by the Secretary-Treasurer,
handed over to the representative of the
company ownicg the old locknp building.
With a desire to p'ace the town right in the
matter as far as possible and assist the Sec-
retary-Treasurer of the county in an adjust-
ment of it, he moved the following resolu-
tion :—

That owing to some misunderstanding on
the part of the County Treasarer about the
payment of the sum provided by the act of
Incorporation to be paid t» the Town of
Chatham by the County for use of the lock-
up, and the amouat having heen paid to the
owners of the old lock-up :

Therefoie resolved, That the Mayor be
authorized to communicate with the County

Secretary and endeavor to aseist him in hav-
ing the amount refunded.

The subject was debated by a!d. Maher
and Robinson, the latter saying it was for
the Councy Treasurer to ask our assistance
in the matter, rather than for this council
to offer to assist him.

The mayor said there were equities to be
regarded wktich would make the resolution
opportune,.

Ald. Loggie, having come into council
(a8 well as ald. Groat) said sufficient notice
was not given by the Town Council to the
county as to when the old lockup was
vacated by them.

The Mayor : Why should we give more
notice than we did ?

Ald. Snowball said the County Treasurer
bad admitted that he had paid the rent over
m error. It was interesting to fiad ald.
Loggie here as the champion of the county
against the town,

The mayor and others further debated the
subject, and the resolution of ald. Sanowball
was put and carried.

Ald. Rebinson, from the fire committee
reported that they "had contracted for the
Scagrave ladder, and he moved the adoption
of the report. He said 1t had been stated
that the decision to buy this ladder was not
upanimous, but he wished to state that
every member of the council was in
favor of the purchase.

Iu reply to the Mayor, the Treasurer said
about $1600 was now due from tax defaulters
of this year.

Ald. Coleman, reverting to the Scott Act
matter moved that the former resolution of
council undertakiog to indemnify the County
Conncil for the Inspector’s expeunses be
rescinded.

Ald. Loggie asked how this council dele-
gated its powers to another body?

The Mayor said because it was to indem-
pify the County Council for expenses to be
paid out of the Scott Act fund, which was
in the control of this council, whigh conld
not thus dispose of the control it was en-
trusted with over the fund referred to.

Ald. Loggie said the arrangement existing
with the county was made in order to have
an amicable ayrangement for the carrying
out of the Scott Act in the town through
the Inspector The Inspector was a good
officer and the council should uphold him,
which it seemed not willing to do. It was
the lospector’s right to take these cases to
Newcastle if he pleased,and if he prosecuted
them here 1t was not fair to trammel him,
It was in the interest of the town and the
law to let the arrangement stand. Let the
matter etand for a year and, if unsatisfac-
tory, a change can be made.

The Mayor said there was and would be

always some cooflict between the town and
county in this matter and it was a pity the
legislature did not give all incorporated
towns the right to appoint theic own in.
speetors.

Ald. Robinson said it was a ridiculous
thing to present a resolution such as thia.
It was out of order and he called for the
Mayor’s ruling.

The Mayor ruled that it was in order.

Ald. Coleman said the town officers had
been enforcing the act and had collested
some $600 when this arrangement was made,
and the Inspector agreed to sct under the
direction of the Town Council in having his
Chatham cases tried in our ewn court. He
was not doing that now, and the expenses
were too large,

Ald. Robinson again contended that the
resolution was out of order. He further
contended that it was a repudiation of the
arrangement entered into with the County
Council by ald. Soowbali. What had been
unfairly done to justify this resolation ?

Ald, Snowball referred to the offensive
tone of ald, Robinson’s remarks in saying
the resolution was ridiculous and suggested
that ald. Robinson might sately assume that
the other members of Council were quite
competent to form correct judgment and
refrain from being ridiculous as the alder-
man from Queen’s, and that ail the good
sense and ability of the Counc:l might be
found not entirely centred in that ward.
Regarding the resolution presented at the
Municipal Council, it was to the effect that
that council was of the opivion that the
Inspector should bring cases arising Within
the town of Chatham befere the Chatham
Police Court, the town to retain the fines,
provided the Chatham Town Council agree
to pay the expenses incident thereto. When
this resolution was being discussed he stated

might not agree to it as it would have mno
control over the Inspector’s expenses and
might object to indemnifying the county fer
them, He therefore told the Municipal
Council that he could not bind the Town
Council to the preporition. He was sure
that the people of Chatham would rise
almost uvanimously against a proposition to
pay the Inspector’s excessive expenses, in
addition to the thirty per cent. which shey
are now assessed to pay the eounty their
share of his salary.

Ald. Loggie again spoke and contended
that the existing conditions should continue
for a year on the grounds that it would be
behaviog in bad faith to interfere with them
now, as the Municipal Council was not to
meet until January next. He therefore
moved in amendment, seconded by ald.
Robinson, that the matter be referred to the
finance committee to report therecn.

The amendment being put, it was lost .
Yeas —Logygie, Robinson, Groat. Nays—
Sonowball, Flanagan, Coleman, Mclatosh,
Maher.

The original motion was earried by the
same vote reversed.

Ald. Maher said 1t would be better for the
town to manage its own Scott Aet business
and he moved as follows, seconded by ald
McIntosh :—

That it is in the interests of the Town
of Chatham that the appointmeunt of an
Iuspector under tne Liquor License Act,
whose duty it would be to enforee the
Canada Temperance Act in the Town
should be vest:d in the Town Council and
that Legisiation should be asked to confer
this power of appointment on the Town
Council.

The Mayor suggested that it was possible
that the town policemen might enforce the
act as was done last year.

Ald. Groat reiterated the argument that
the town would have to pay an inspector
$500 a year. The Iaspector should be uu-
trammelled.

Ald. Loggie again spoke endorsing the
latter part of ald, Groat’s remarks,

Ald. Coleman pointed out that the town
