for 20 years, to revisit again the home of his
youth. The Archdeacon traced the analogy
between the supposed sensations of Wash-
ington Irving’s famous and good natured
Datchman and himself in connection with
the changes which he now observed in
Chatham, from things as they existed 30
years ago, when he was hera a3 a teacher,
and he dwelt especially on the magnificent
improvements — the metamorphosis — that
had been effected in St. Mary’s Chapel and
its beautifal service, and he had to ask him-
self if these scenes and this Church were
really those he formerly knew, so much im-
proved and bettered were they.

Coming to the subject of Home Missions
he referred to the formation of the Diocesan
Synod which took place while he was here,

Samuel Bacon, was rector. A letter came
from the revered Bishop Medley for the
promotion of the scheme to Mr. Bacon and
there was, of course, a division of opiuion in
reference to the proposition, for while some
saw that it would lead to the uniting of the
church in the province for self-government,
others saw in it only a device to give addi-
tional power to the episcopal arm. He
espoused the Synod side of the question
which was carried in the parish by only a
majority of one and it was a satisfaction
aow for him to look back upon the active
part he had taken with those who worked
for a favorable result.

Extracts from Act of Assem-
bly 60, Vigt; _{X D. 1897.

The propeity to the amount of Five Hundred
dollars of a wife deserted by her husband and com-
pelled to support herself; and where the whole
porperty owned by a widow, as wel! the place where
she resides as elsewhere, is under the value of
Fifteen Hundred dollars, and such widow supports
minor children of her own or of her deceased hus-
band, her property in the parish where she resides
shall be exempt from taxation to the extent of Two
Hundred dollars; and also to tne exteant of One
Hudred dollars for each minor child wholly suvpor -
ed by her. If she has no property in the parish
where she resides, then such exemption shall be
allowed in the place where such property i3 sitnat-
ed ; but such exemption shall not apply or extend
to school taxes,
