There was a spankiog N. W, breeze and the
two best yachts of the club—Maude and
Oriana—were left to try conclusions for the
prize, Maude etarted for Newcastle, where
the race was to be sailed, a little ahead of
Oriana, but waes headed off by a tug
with a raft tow, which enabled her rival to
get even with her. Although it was not
a race the captain of Oriana appeared to
think it wae, and he undertook some jockey-
ing, which the helmsman of Maude en-
couraged by placing that boat apparently
at his mercy; ther by bearing away and
coming round he shot clear aad soon to wind-
ward of Oriana and then, by fair sailing,
distanced her a half mile before reaching
Newcastle. The out-manceuvring was a
source of great amusement to Maude’s crew
who hardly thought Oriana’s helmsman
would allow himself to be dropped into the
trap laid for him,

At the starting line, the yachts found
Commodore Miller awaiting them in his
steam. yacht Florence, as judges’ boat.
The judges were Lt. Col. Call, Mr. J. S.
Flemiog and Capt. John Sundbye, of the
barque, Frihedea, and Dr. Pedolin was
time-keaper.

It was again a flying start and, as usual,
Maude had the best of it—this time by
nine seconds. Oriana’s skipper made a
desperate atiempt, as soon as the line was
crossed, to overhaul and blanket Maude, but
the latter gradually drew away and, shaking
her rival off, made straight for the 1st turn-
ing point, off the Barchill wharf, Nelson,
which she reached after gaining six seconds
on Oriana.

It was a pretty close haul for both yachts
to the stake-boat off Call’s wharf, and
Maude continued to draw away from her
antagonist, and did even better on the run
for the lower turning-point—the buoy off
Marsh Poiut, which she rounded 1 min. 15
sec, ahead of Oriana, showing a steady gain.
It wan the same story on the leg up to the
line where the first round finished, with
' Maude 1 min. 43 sec. in front, which
was increased to 2 min, 30 sec. on the
tirst stretch—to Barchill's wharf—of the
second round. There was a further gain of
8 seconds by Maude on the windward work
down to Call’s wharf and a loss of 6 seconds
by her from that to the lower buoy, but she
gained a second on the run to the finish line,
which she crossed, the winner by 2 mio. 33
sec. Maude sailed the race over the nine
mile course in 1 hour 13min. 22 sec., which
is the record performaunce on the Miramichi.
