Oa the Sunday following
the battle of Paardeberg, accompanied by a
detachment of troops, he went down to the
battlefield and arranged the graves of their
dead comrades, placing a cross on each with
the name of the deceased and his number,
He had all Canadians buried separately from
the other victims, so that if any measures
are ever taken to bring the bodies back to
Canada there would be no difficulty in doing
80. As to the Boers, they treated him well
enou h when he went into their homes, but
they were as a rule ignorant and uneducated.
Father O’Leary could not speak too highly
of the men—as to their conduct and pluck
on the battlefield.

Loadun, Nov. 3.—Lord Roberte sends
from Pretoria a striking appeal tu his
countrymen to refrain from turning the
welcome of the home coming of the troops
icto a drunken orgy. He expressss the
sincere hope that the welcome will not take
the form of treating to stimulants and ‘“thus
lead to excesses that will tend to degrade
those whom the nation delights to honor
and lower the soldiers of the Queen in the
eyes of the world, which has watched with
undisguised admiration the grand work they
have performed for their sovereign and
country,”

Hesays; ‘I am very proud to be able
to record, with the most absolute trath,
that the conduct of this army from first to
last has been exemplary. Not a single case
of serious crime has been brought to my
notice ; nothing deserving the name of erime.
I have trusted to the men’s own soldierly
feeling and good sense and they have borne
themselves like heroes on the battlefield and
like gentlemea on all other occasions ”

Lord Roberts explains that he thus
appeals because of the distrersing dis-
creditable scenes resulting from injudicions
friends speeding the parting soldiers by
shoving buttles of spirits into their hands
and pockets.

the representative of the Minister of Justice
when he wrote the letter to the press, as
president of the Northumberland Liberal
Clab, repudiating Mr. GGaynor’s authority to
call a Liberal convention for the nowmination
of the party’s candidate.

Another phase of the methods of some of
Mr. Morrissey’s friends io bolstering him up
in the campaign in an improper and un-
authorised mavner was the lugging in of
Mr. W. 8. Loggie’s position as President of
the Maritime Board of Tiade in coonection
with his support of the alleged Liberal can-
didate. That Board is a non-political body
and guards its position in that respect very
jealously.

How the St. John Creditors Look at it.

{St. John Star.]

There are a number of interesting details
in connection with the Cassady failure, in
which about 18 St.John firms are interested.
In 1896 Mr. Cassady started a grocery busi-
ness in & small way at Chatham, on a cash
basis. About six months ago he added
crockeryware and two months later boots
and shoes, giving long notes for his pur-
chases. These notes have not yet matuced.

The first the creditors knew of his finan-
cial difficulties was the notice of his
assignment. The St. John firms decided to
investigate, because the thing looked some-
what suspicious. Mr. Cassady had not asked
for renewals at all. As a result of this step
on the part of the St. Joha men, H. H.
Pickett was sent to Chatham last week. The
day before he arrived, Mr, Cassady was
arrested twice on bailable writs and obtained

bail. He failed to keep any appointment
with Mr. Pickett and on the morning of the
19th went over to Newcastle and took the
train for St. John,

As soon as his departure was discovered

the Chatham dealer were put on his track.
He was discovered in tbe afternoon boardirg
a car at the station and was followed. He
got off at a house at the lower end of the '
town. The gentleman following him get off l
the car near the same place. There were |
some city workmen busy on the streets, and
the amateur detective took up a pick and !
set to work at a place from which he could |
command a view of the situation., Word
was sent up town, writs were prepared and
another helper came to ail in fixing the
streets and watching. They worked away
for a couple of hours, as hard as street men
usually work.

A little while before the Boston train was
due to leave Mr. Cassady appeared and was
captuied a moment or so afterward by the
officers who had by that time appeared, and
placed io jail.

The St. John firms then appointed R. T.
Hayes and F. Schofield of Jones & Schofield
to carry on the investigatioa’ at Chatham,
and they later were given power to dispose
of the assets, which include a revarsionary
ivtorest in property bel nging to M. Cassa-
dy’s mother. ,

Several offers were made on his behalf, |
and it was decided not to dispose of the |
goods until the St. John c:editors were
fusther consulted. At a meeting yesterday
forty cents and costs was ff:red, and is
1 ke y to be accepted. The liabilities amount
to $6,000 and the assets $2,600 with this
reversionary interest. It is said thata
large part of the money representing the
deficit was lost in epeculation.
