do so I let pilot McLean ran my vessel vp 
the river and we took a tug at Oak Point 
and came to Chatham. No man of good 
sense or regard for the truth would mis- 
represent the facts as the above-quoted item 
does. I have had pilot C. C. McLean 
bring my vessel in and take her out of the 
Miramichi on two occasions and I can 

recommend him as a firev class man in whom 

I have every confidence.

protecting officers heard of the episode and 

were looking into the matter. 

This alarmed the offender and he applied | 
to Game Warden Wyse for a license on the 

18th, or three days after the alleged killing. 
He wanted the license dated the 15th, but 
Mr. Wyse declined to act on the suggestion. | 

All this has an ugly look. If it had been | 
some humbler individual who hal gone | 
hunting caribou or moose without being | 
licensed, it would, no doubt, be assumed | 

that if he had not said he had killed one or 

the other he would never have troubled the 

game warden for the document. 

The fact that Dr. Cox has apparently been 

able to navigate himself through the
