There are
opportunities in plenty of fire insur-
ance of this kind, because the Chinese
find it very hard to keep their hands
off fresh gilt when it can be turned
to the purposes of personal profit.

At Canton there is a famous tem-
ple, the sides of which are lined with
brass and gilded figures in a sitting
posture, to the number of 408, repre-
senting the wvarious incarnations of
the great Buddha.

He is Albert Kir-
by Fairfax, otherwise Baron Fairfax,
of Cameron, to which title he suc-
ceeded uwpon the death of his father
fa few weeks ago.

. Young Lord Fairfax, who is the
 twelfth Baron, and is the oldest sonm
of the late Baroa John Coutell Fair-
fax, of Northampton, Prince George
county, Md., was born in 1870. In ap-
pearance he is much younger. This
may be in a measure due to his light
silken hair, which, with an unusual-
ly pallid complexion and deep blue
eyes, suggest the Saxon.

FAIRFAX UNMARRIED.

Lord Fairfax is unmarried. His bro-
ther, Charles Edmond, is the next in
line of succession. Like his father, the
present Lord is unaffected and modest
to a degree. He is plain in dress and
quiet in manner. He is ‘much like oth-
er young men of his age and similar
pursuit in life, save that his manner
is unusually reserved, and in 'his quiet
dignity the real gentleman is ever
apparent. How some young men
with far more money than Lord Fair-
fax would revel in his title and an-

cestry !

The Fairfax peerage daies from
16.7. It was Thomas, the sixth Bar-
on of that line, who left Scotland and
settled in Virginia in 1739. He had
inherited a {ract of about 6,000,000
acres of land, called the Northern

Neck, between the Rappahannock and
Potomac rivers. Upon this vasL es-
tate he erected two mansions, Be-
voir and Greenway Court, where he
lived for years in state in true paron-
ial fashion.

Northampton, the present home of
the Fairfax family, is a tract of land
of about 700 which the late
Lord Fairfax purchased from the de-
scendants of former Governor Spr.ggs,
of Maryland. The property was al one
time a part of a tract owned by Lord
Baltimore.

AN OLD HOUSsE.

The old house on the plantation is
over 150 iyears old. Im it the present
Lord Fairfax and his sisters and bro-
thers, Sister Mary Cecilia, of New
York; Mrs. Tunstall Smith, of Balti-
more; and two daughters who have
never left their ancestral home—
Carolina Snowden and Frances Mer-
vin Fairfax—and his brother, Charles
Edmond Fairfax, were born. It is a
quaint old structure for a baronial
home. It has a frontage of over 100
feet and is about 30 feet deep, with
a great wide hallway running ithrough
the middle. Surrounding this house
are mumerous others, barns and ser-
vants’ houses, while venerable trees
and foliage shade the grounds for
acres.

There are many quaint relics in the
possession of the Fairfax family. Old
heirlooms, family portraits of former
lords and ladies of the house of Cam-
eron, and some ancient piate. Most of
the family’s valuable possessions, how-
ever, are stored in New York in
the care of the present head of the
house. Young Lord Fairfax does not
go into society to any extent. Many
doors would be open to him, but he
pi'efer.s the company of old acquaint-

acres,

ances.

His ambition is not to go to Eng-
land and take his seat in the House of
Lords, to which he is entitled, but to
become a banker and acquire wealth
sufficient to restore the glories of old
Fairfax in the South.

POINTERS ABOUT BACON.
——

Oniarto Agricultural Dept. Wants Farm
ers to Change Breeding Some Kinds ef
fogs.

A lengthy ecircular, giving pointers

on the bacon trade to the farmers of

the province, has been issued by the

Ontario Department of Agriculture.

Mr. F. W. Hodson, Dominion Live

Stock Commissioner, after summing

up the whole bacon situation at pre-

sent says:—"“ The Canadian market
demands a long, lean singer, there-
fore it is in the interest of Canadian
farmers to supply the best pigs for
that purpose. First class goods mean

a growing market at home and abroad;

anything else means a stationary or

receding "market. At the present
time 25 per cent. of the pigs marketed
in Canada are what is known as ‘softs,’

25 per cent. are flats, and at least

10 per cent. unsizables. Or in other

words 60 per cent. of Canadian pigs

grade as No. 2 or lower, which is 40

per cent. more than might be expect-

ed if breeding were carefully done.

*“Canadian farmers lose at least 20

cents per hundred on all pigs sold be-

cause of this condition; packers fix-
ing their buying prices according to

their average receipts from sales. The °

man who insists on breeding the

wrong type not only loses 20 cents
per hundred, but he causes his neigh-
bour to do so as well; not only this,
but he injures the home and foreign
trade. Therefore, it is to the inter-
est of every citizen that the right
sort of pigs be bred on every Cana-
dian farm, and that they be proper-
ly fed. Pigs of the wrong type can-
not be made good by any kind of feed-
ing, yet bad feeding will spoil a good

pig.9i
