Whereas, it is apparent to everyone that 
the deletion of stauding timber of all kinds 
of wood, by forest tires, aud the axe, is fast 
deauding our forest lands and rendering 
them of little value, and 

Whereas, it is believed that with the 
prevention of fires, protection to the rapidly 
growing timber, and the systematic cutting 
of trees for lumber, our forests wiil be of 
value for many years to come, therefore ° 

Resolved, that this Board of Trade 
suggests that the Governments be urged to 
take immediate steps (0 put suitable 
overseers or inspectors, in charge of the 
timber districts otf Nova Scotia and New 
Brunswick, as an incentive to owners of 
private lands to guard and protect their own

Therefore resolved, that this Board begs 
respectfully to suggest to the Dominion 
Government the desirability of aiding in the 
establishment of such works at some point in 
the Maritime Provinces where suitable 
timber is convenient and may be obtained 
and creosoted economically,
