Spruce in Liverpool. 

London Timber Trades Journal of 19th 

inst. in its Liverpool notes says : 
“The chillness of October appears to 

have crept into most branches of our 

trade this week, and, with one exception, 

prices are not so firm. 

““That exception is spruce, which shows 
a marked advance upon quotations of a 
few weeks ago. The import continues 

very light ; two small sailers from Mira- 

michi have gone up to Garston to dis- 
charge, and a cargo from Buctouche in 

the Brocklebauk Dock, are all that have 

come to hand this week. But two 

steamers with birch timber and deals will 

shortly be here. One of them is reported 

to be sold at better than £6 12: 61. 

c.i.f., and the other at £6 154. c.i.f., both 

to Liverpool. For a small sailer now on 

the way from the Restigouche River to 
the Mersey for orders an offer of £7 c.i.f., 

was cabled out and the reply came 

promptly back aeclining it. The stock 

m Liverpool is beginning to wear a ragged 

look, a scarcity of 3x11 and 3x9 being a 

most prominent feature in it. The 

arrival of the steamers mentioned aboye 

will come as a relief. Ocoee may be 
expected here next week, and the other 

later. The Boston, Mass.,, and Bangor, 
Me., markets for the chief supply of 

spruce in the Uuited States are in an 

excited condition. They have got some 
logs down which have been hung up, and 

the miils are now running day and night 

to make up for their two months’ idleness 

‘as their season closes in November.” 

Hon. Mr. Chamberlain’s Characteristic 
Speech. 

Hon. Mr. Chamberlain, speaking at 

Edinburgh Friday, announced that the 

government intended to frame new rules 

for the House of Commons, so as to limit 

Irish obstruction. ‘‘We propose,” said 

he, ‘to bring forward rules which will 

give to the majority of the Commons 

greater control over its own business and 

greater control of the men who insult and 

outrage it ; and we shall endeavor to pro- 

tect the mother of parliaments from those 

who would destroy her usefulness and 

reputation. The present representation 

of Ireland is,” said he, ‘‘an abuse and a 

scandal. No alteration can be made 

except in immediate anticipation of a 

general dissolution, and we are not con- 

templating that. But when we get 

nearer to the time, we shall ask you 

whether you think Irish representation is 

80 precious to you, is so valuable to the 

national interests, that it is desirable to 

continue it on a scale which gives the 

Irish a representation enormously exczed- 

ing the proportionate representation of 

Scotland and Eagland.” 

In anotieg portion of the speech he 

observed : 

“If these gentlemen who now openly 

shout for the Mahdi and pray for the 

Boers, if they had a parliament of their 

own, if all the sirings of Irish government 

had been in their hands, if they had had 

the power, is it not certain that they 

would have refused to pay their contribn- 

tion to the war and that they would have 

placed us in a position of embarassment 1” 

The relations of the parliamentary op- 

position with the Irish party, Mr. 

Chamberlain said he had considered 

“dangerous to the empire.” 

In reviewing the war in South Africa, 

he declared he admired the tenacity of 

the Boers, but he insisted that it was the 

duty of Great Britain to meet this tenac- 

ity with equal resolution.  *‘l think the 

time has come, or is coming,” said the 

Colonial Secretary, ‘‘when measures of 

grea'er sever.ty may be necessary, and if 

that time comes we can find precedents 

for anything we do in the actions of those 

nations who now criticizo our ‘barbarity’ 

and ‘cruelty,’ but whose example in 

Poland, in the Caucasus, in Algeria, in 

Tonquin, in Bosnia and in the Franco.

CANADIAN STORE CATTLE IN BRITAIN. 

When Hon. Sydney Fisher, Dominion 

Mimister of Agriculture, was in Great 

Britain last sammer he made strong re- 

presentations to the President of the 

Board of Agriculturs in regard to the 

importation of store cattle trom Canada, 

asking that in this matter Canada be 

treated in the same way as Ireland as an 

integral part of the British Empire and 

not as a foreigr country. He also addres- 

sed a number of meetings of farmers and 

others interested in this trade, and since 

his return the agitation has been kept up 

in the Old Land. The Scotch farmers 

want Canadian cattle and have exerted 

every influence t» have the present law 

of restriction repealed, but withont suc- 

cess. The British stock breeders demand 

protection against Canada, although they 

are more willing to welcome Cinadian 

buyers of pure breed stock who pay big 

prices for the best animals. That the 

policy of pretection w:li be continued as 

long as the Right Hon. R. W. Hanbury 

is President of the Board of Agricuiture 

is shown by the following from the Edin- 

burgh Evening Despatch of October 9.h. 

“The Right Hon. H. .W. Hanbury, 
M. P., President of the Board of Agricul- 
ture, was in Edinburgh to-day. In the 
torenvon he received in the City Chamb- 
ers a deputation representing ail pars of 
Scotland in favor of the removal of the 
restrictions on the importation of C nudian 
cattle, Mr. Hanbury ou this occasion 
was accompanied by Sir Jacob Wil-on. 
The deputation which was a very larue 
one, included bailie Brechin, Giasgow ; 
Mr. W, Smith, Baizeordie, Brechin ; Mr. 
W. F. Bell, Luthiie Bank; Mr. A. 
Hutche-on, Beechwood, Peith; Mr. 
Nathaniel Donlop, Clyde Trust; Mr. 
Heury D. M’ Crombie and Mr. Milton, 
of Kemnay. The case for the deputation 
was stated by Mr. Bailie Brechin, who 
comnmented upon the careful examination 
made of ali Canadian store cate landed 
in Glasgow, and upon rhe fact that they 
had not had a single case of pleuro. They 
thought the t:me had now arrived when 
these restrictions should be removid, for 
if the farmer were to be remunerated for 
his trouble, ou:lay and care it was to be 
from the feeding of Canadian: ca tle. Free 
trade should be allowed iu cattle as in 
wany other things. 
Mr, W. S nith said that all they asked 

was the right possessed by every t.ades- 
man in Scotland save themselves—the 
right to buy their raw material cheapest 
aud best. If, he said, the three great 
industries of Edinburgh were compelled to 
buy their raw material 1 the United 
Kingdom alone, the breweries woul 1 soon 
he out of existence, Scottish whiskey 
would be made mn Germany and the flour 
industry would be practically annihilated. 
Canadian cattie, he claimed, we'e the 
soundest and healthiest that passed 
thiough the farmers’ hans. 

Mr. W. F. Ball claimed that if disease 
once existed in Canada there had been no 
trace of 1t for years. 

Mr. A. Huicheson, Mr. N. Dunlop, 
Mr. M’ Crombie and Mr. John Mitchell, 
Newburg, also spoke 1n supp et of the 
plea of the deputat.on, all eager to show 
that Canadian store cattie were absolutely 
free from disease. 

MR. HANBURY DECLINES TO YIELD, 

Mr. Hanbury, mn replying to the deput- 
ation, pointed out that this matter was 
provided for by an Act of Pariament 
passed so recently us 1896, and he believ- 
ed there would be a distinct majority in 
the House of Commons who would make 
it impossible fur any Goyernment to pass 
a measure repealing that Act. He pownted 
ont that it applied to live animals from 
all over the world, and Canada was on 
exactly the same footing asany other 
country. Any alteration, therefore, must 
affect every other country that could 
supply them with store cattle. Then 
there was the perfectly insuperable 
difficulty that they conld not reverse their 
treaties at 4 moment’s notice. He thought 
he was taking what in the end was the 
be:t course for farmers, and certainly for 
‘the consumer at large, when he said that 
so far as he was concerned his mind was 
very clearly made np. He dil not think 

to thie demand as loug #8 he was Minister 
of Agr culture. He hoped that by thus 
gpaaking out strongly he would br.ng 
home to their minds and the minds of 
breeders that so far as he and this Gov- 
ernment were conce-ned, the policy of 
1896 was the established policy of the 
country.

Maritime Sulphits Fibre Co. 

Wednesday afternoon, 23rl1 inst, the 

matter of the Maritime Sulphite Fibre Com- 

pany was up before Judge McLeod in the 
Equity Court at St. Joho.

Mr. Stuart had received about 

$2,000 in these letters for rebates and 
dividends on mutual policies cancelled. 
An order was made for the delivery to the 

liquidators of all these letters. 

“On the return of a summons for the 

liquidators to show cause why the Basak of 
Moatreal should not proceed with the suit 

in equity, Judge McLeod granted an order 

allowing the bank to proceed, on the condi- 

tion that they make the liquidators parties, 
defendants to the suit, and that the liquid- 

ators have the right to bring up the question 
as to the validity of the mortgage under 

which the bank claims and as to the amount 

of property it covers.

Queens County Coal Fields. 

MR. F M. TWEEDIE'S INTERESTING REPORT ON 

COAL MINING IN ILLINOIS UNDER CON- 

DITIONS SIMILAR TO THOSE IN THIS 

PROVINCE—MACHINERY TO BE 

PUT IN OPERATION IN 

QUEENS COUNTY. 
—— 

Taking advantage of the presence in the 

city of a number of shareholders and direc- 

tors of the New Brunswick Coal and Railway 
Company, an informal meeting was he'd on 

Saturday afternoon in the government rooms, 

No. 4 Church street, 
An interesting report was submitted from 

F. M. Tweedie, who had some years’ experi- 
ence in exploring the Queens county coal 

areas under the direction of R. (G. Leckie. 
Mr. Tweedie recently visited Illinois for the 
purpose of inquiring into the merits of cef- 

tain coal mining machinery, which is being 
very successfully worked there, under con- 

ditions very similar to those existing in 

Queens county, the seam of coal being in 
each case quite near the surface. As the 
successful developement of the extensive 

coal areas in Queens county, estimated to 
contain upwards of 200,000,000 tons of coal, 

is of vast importance to the province, the 

readers of the Telegraph will be interested 

in the report, which is as foilows : 
Chatham, Oct. 8, 1901. 

To the president and sha:eholders of the 
New Brunswick Coal and Railway 

Company : 
Gentlemen—In pursuance to your instruc- 

tions, I proceeded to Danville, Illinois, on 

Monday, the 28th, to examine the conditions 
of the coal areas in that locality and to see 
the Butler excavator in use there and to 

report upon the merits of the latter as 

adapted to the coal districts of your com- 
pany in Queens county. 

The Mission coal field is situated about 
six miles from Danville, along the valley of 

the Vermillion River. 

The coal fields of this district extend over 
the greater part of the state of Illinois, but 

the Mission coal field, where the excavators 

are now in use, only extend over that part 
of the country below the hillsand on a 
comparatively level plain. 

The surface soil or over-harden is, iu 

paces, sedimentary, and che remaining 

portion of a glacial nature, the coal lying 
in depths from 10 to 14 feet from the sur- 

face, where the work ie now being carried 
on. 

The work in this field had been prosecut- 

ed for some time by steam shovels, but it 

was found that they were too slow in 

excavating the earth and the ceal could not 

be mined at a profit. Some five or six years 

ago the use of the Butler excavator was in- 

troduced, since which the property has been 
paying fairly large dividends, 
When I visited the mine I found two 

excavators at work. The largest of the two 
is kept at work all the time removing the 

eight hours cut of the 24, and works the 

remaining 16 hours as the other does. 

1 found the coal seams here to be about 

five feet in thickness, lying almost level, 

When a mine of this kind is first opened 

up, it is necessary to make a trench or cut 

as deep as the tire clay which underlies the 

coal, and wide enough to allow the laying of 

a railway tiack. The excavator wiil do 

this work, but it is found in practice, that 
the coxl 1s so broken up by the machinery 

as to bs practically valueless and may be 
thrown over the dump. After the cut has 

been opened up, the track of the excavator 

which runs along the surface of the ground, 
is then moved back a distanee of 20 feet 

from the edge of the cut. The coal 1s then 

oncovered by the excavator a width of 20 

fest. The esrch is transferred by a backet, 
which runs along the boom of the excavator 

to the opposite side of the cat. The bucket 

holds two yards of earth and makes three 

trips per minute. When the coal is uncov- 

ered it is swept off by men with brooms, 

aud a wumber of shots put into it to make 

it :he more earily removed by the excavator, 

it being found by doing this that the break- 

age in the coal is not as great as when the 

shovel is forced into it. 

A chapnelling machine is made use of to 
make a clean cut along the ivner edge of the 

uncovered coal, so that when the excavator 

bucket removes the coal it leaves a clean face 

for the next operation and the size of the 

coal is better preserved. 

Wheu the coal is ready for loading, it is 

placed upon the cars by the excavator at the 

rate of about 90 tons per hour. Three cars 

are loaded at a time, which gives an oppor- 

tunity of removing sulphur or rock which 
may happen to be mixed with the ceal. 
The first day I spent at the mine, 565 tons 

of coal were removed at the cost of 411 

ceuts per ton, which cost covered all ex- 
penses of mining, including a charge for 

wear and tear of machivery, ete. 

The cost given above is about the maxi. 

mum, Some daysthe cost runs as low as 
30 cents per ton, owing to different condi- 

tion prevailing. 

The coal at Danville is sold at 90 cents 

per ton ot 2,000 pounds, and out of this sum 

the owners of the Mission mine have to pay 

a switching charge of 10 cents per ton, 

which leaves them a profit of 30 to 40 cents. 

Owing to the laborers’ union, the scale set 
down for labor is very high. The hours for 

work daring the day are divided ioto three 

shifts of eight hours each. Common labor- 

ers receive $1.80 yer day, while blacksmiths 

and machiuvists receive from §3 to $3.50 per 

day. Thirty-six men are employed for each 

shifr, making a total of 108 men per day, at 

a labor cost of $236. 

The excavators now in use are to be re- 

placed within the next four months by a new 

excavator which, it is claimed, will perform 

all the work that the two excavators now 

do, thereby reducing the cost of mining to 

Letween 25 and 30 cents per ton, This new 

excavator will cost between $10,000 and 

$12,000 at the place of manufacture. 

Iu conversation with Mr. Butler, the 

patentee, he informed me that he would 

not, under any circumstances, sell the ex- 

cavator outright, and made to me the 

following propositions : 

(1). The company to pay the net cost of 

manufacture, the title to the machine to rest 

in Mr. Butler, and he to receive a royalty of 
10 cents per ton on every ton of coal mined. 

1f two excavators are put in, Mr. Butler asks 

royalty of five cents per ton on the total 
output. 

(2). The company to pay the net cost of 

manufacturing the excavator. They (the 

company) to retain all profits on the output 
of coal until the excavator has paid for 
itself, and after that Mr. Batler to receive | 

one-third of the profits that the excavator 
will save, based on the present cost of 

mining. 

(3). The company to pay net cost of 

manufacture, Mr. Batler to oversee all the 

profits which the machine will save, over 

and above present cost of mining. 

The new excavator which is to replace the 

two now at work will, it is expected, be in 

operation about the lst of January next, 

aud 1 would advise that no order be given | 

tor one until the work of the new machine 

can be ex mined into, 

Orders could be placed at once for ex-! 

cavators such aa are now io use, and could | 

be delivered within the next three months ; 

but, if as itis claimed, the new excavator is | 

going to reduce the cost of mining from 10 | 
cents to 15 cents per tou, it w:ll be at onze | 

seen that the purchase of the new excavator | 

will be more desirable, 
Although at the Mission field, the coal is 

five feet thick, and at Queens county but 

two feet, the difference inthe price obtain- 

able for coal and in the cost of labor (there 

being no laborers’ union), and, taking into 

consideration the difference in the depth or 

over-burden, coal mining in Queens county 

ought to prove a profitable investment. 

Daring my visit at Danville, Messrs. 
Butler showed me every attention, and were 

most willing to give me any information 

asked for. 1 herewith attach table showing 

the cost of output and the amount paid for 

labor in that district.

One of the directors of the New Bruns- 

wick Coal and Railway Company informed 
the Telegraph that the company intended 

to construct two of the machines referred to 

in the above report and have them in opera- 

tion in the course of a few months. 

It is hoped that arrangements can be 

made with the inventor to haye them built 

in this province instead of importing them. 
It is expected that, with two of these 
machines, it will be possible to mine from 

800 to 1,000 tens of coal per day. 

The building of the railway from the 
present terminus at Chipman to the coal 

fields is being finished rapidly by James 

Barnes, who has the contract for ite 

construction.

Extracts from Act of Assem- 
bly 60, Vict A. D. 1897. 

The property to the amount of Five Hundred 
dollars of a wife deserted by her husband and come 
pelled to support herself; and where the whole vorperty owned by a widow, as wel! the place where 
she resides as elsewhere, is under the value of 
Fifteen Huvodred dollars, and such widow su 
minor children of her own or of her deceased hus- 
band, her property in the parish where she resides 
shall be exempt froin taxation to the extent of Two 
Hundred dollars ; and asc to tne exteat of One 
Hudred dollars for each winor child wholly suppor - ed by her. If she has no property in the parish | where she resides, then such exemption shall be 
allowed in the place where such property is situat- 
ed ; but such exemption shall not apply or extend 
to school taxes,
