From the Citiz ns’ Band, asking that the 
$100 previously granted by the t«wa be paid 
over as the band was now in need of two 
new instrumects. 

Oa motion, Mr, J. J. Noonan, President of 

the band was heard, and he explained that 

the band was not asking for another $100 
but simply for the pr yment of the $100 
already granted. All the instruments now 
owned by the band ($230 worth) would be 
handed over to the Council and the holder 
of each instrument would have to give a 
bond to the Council for the amount of it, 
and if same was damaged the party (or the 
band if necessary) would have to make good 
the loss.
