The cause of the fire was attributed to 
an overheated stove pipe, two brisk wood 
tires having been built for Major Bond before 
he came to the house the previoas night.

Poor Brobecker, whose unaccountably 
stupid order had caused all the destruction 
of town property, lay where he fell, partially 
jammed un-ier the top, blood flowing from a 
gach in his scalp, his left arm broken and 
back injured, the extent of the latter hurt 
being unknown at ths tim: A crowd 
soon gathered, and Drs.

$200-worth of Town Property 
Destroyed !

Harry Brobecker, a man well known in 
town, undertook, the other day, to reeve 
steel halyards through the track of 
the 114 (t. fligstaff in Chatham Public 
Square. Two sets of hempen halyards had 
been allowed to chafe out, by reason of tuo 
long use, without being replaced by new 
ones, it being necessary to send a man up to 
reeve the last set when those originally 
placed broke and dropped down. 

Brobecker has had som: experience of 
some kind on beard of ships, and when he 
off:red to reeve the new steel halyards, it 
was assumed that he was competent to do 
the job, and it was given to him at $4. 

Subsequently, real'siog that he could not 
himse f cl mb the staff, he reported that it 
needed painting, and he offered to do the 
whole job—paiating and halyard-reeving— 
for $9. This was accepted. 
The topmast of the staff ran up through 

an iron cap at the mast-head, and was fidded 
at the heel at the cross-trees of the top. 
Brobecker undertook to lower the topmast, 
which was about 62 feet long, down through 
th: cap. He withdrew the fid, but there |, 
appeared to be a jam somewhere in the 
framiog of the top, which was circular, 
about ten feet in diameter, and had a slated 
floor. After he had worked for some time 
on the top, unsuccessfully endeavoring to 
get the topmast to descend through the 
crosstrees, he pissed the word down to Wan, 
Cribbs and his own son, who were assisting 
him, to let go the western guy. 
There were four guys of stout galvanizad 

wire rope, which were solely depended on to 
keep the whole staff in an upright position, 
for the bottom of the mast merely rested in 
a mortise in a piece of timber which formed 
the middle piece of a platform resting on the 
ground. As each of the four guys was at 
right angles to those om its right and left, 
the casting off of either left ne support 
whatever to prevent the whole staff from 
falling. When, therefore, Cribbs, in obedi- 
ence to the order of Brobecker, who was up 
in the top, 52 feet above him, unscrewed the 
turnbuckle by which the western guy was 
held, and let it go, the great staff was seen 
to fall towards the east. As it slowly 
started, Brobecker, at once, cried out to 

“Catch it and hold on !” meaning the guy 
rope, but it was too late. Down came the 
staff, with Brobecker in the top. The mast 

which one of our local ‘‘steeple jacks” 

would have done for the same money by 
climbing the staff, riggiog a “*bosuu’s chair” 

aud coming down smilingly for his money 

after finishing the work. Brobecker was too 

old a man to go up, but he undertook, with- 

oat authority, to bring the topmast down. 
The result of his ignorance of the work and 

his inability to do it is that he is much 

cripoled and Chatham has lost $200 worth 

f p overty.
