UNDERGROUND MOUNTAINS.

The conductors of the Trigonome-
trical survey in India have made a
singular discovery. They have rea-
son to believe that there is in the
middle of India an underground, or
buried, mountain range, a thousand
miles in length, which lies parallel
with the Himalayas. The conclu-
sion is based on the peculiarities of
the local attraction of gravitation,
the plumb-line being deflected south-
ward on the north side of the sup-
posed underground chain, and north-
ward on the south side.
