| Less than a year ago Germany

1 4 2
was celebrating the most prosperous
comumercial period m the historv of
i the cmnpire. 'Ifhe Bernn oerse was
crowded. Dankers and brokers grew

rich, bought fine houses, horses, and
vachts, and enlarged thelr omices.

,Everyone was buying electric shares,
which were accepted as collateral by
the best banks as security for loans
and cover for investment. The mar-
ket was eclectricity crazy. Special
electrical departinents were added to

the leading banks, and everybody |
was interested in the gilt-edged
shares. Incicdentally rings of brokers

reaped rich harvests by manipulat-
ing the market. KElectrical compan-
ies sprang up on all sides, and it is
computed that at one time the value
of clectric shares was totalled at
$116,000,000. The new electrical
concerns orhered splendid plants from
the United States payving double. for
speedy delivery. The boom in elec-
tricity boomed other trades. Iron
and coal went up. Steel went up.
Copper, lead, crude gum, cotton, and
all things used in electrieal fixtures
went up, and dealers in thoem  made
money. Skilled labor also went up.

Then came the slump. Industrial
concerns all over the country began
telling the tale of bad trade and di-
minishing profits.

Now business throughout Germany
is practically dead. The Boerse is
hali deserted and bankers and brok-
ers have little or nothing to do. All
