The Great Coal Strike. 

The greatest labor strike the world 

"has ever known—that of the anthracite 

coal mine workers of Pennsylvania— 

seems to be in a fair way for settle- 

ment, a propuesition looking to that end 

having heen submitted on behalf of 

the presidents of the coal-carrying rail- 

ways and mine owners, through J. 

Pierrepont Morgan and by him to 

President Roseveit to be laid betore 

. President Michell of the United Mine 

Workers’ Union. 

Atter re-stating the case, from their 

own standpoint the operators say : — 
“We suggest a commission to be app int- 

ed by the president of tne United S.ates to 
whom shall be referred all questions besweeu 
the c mpanies aod their own employes, 
wheth r they belong to a union or not, ana 
the decision of that commission shill be 
accepted by us. The comm:ssion to be con- 
stituted us follows : — 

I. Au officer in the engineer corps of 
| wither the military or naval service of the 
Umited States, 
2 Ao exert mining engineer, experi. 

enced iu the mining of coal and other 
minerals, and not 10 any way connecced 
with co] mining prope ties, either antnra- 
cite or hitaminous, 

3. Oue ot the judges of the United States 
courts of the eastern district of Peunsyl- 
vania, 
4 A maa of prominercs, eminent as a 

sociologist, 

5. A man who by active participation in 
miulng avd selling coal 18 famihar wich Lhe 
phere and commercial teatures of the 
usiness, 
It being the understanding that immedi- 

ately upon the constitution of such commis- 
sion, in order that idleness and won-produc- 
tien may cease 1ostantly, the miners wili 
return to work aud cease all interference 
with and persecation of any non union men 
who a e¢ working or shall hereftor wok. 
The finding of this commission shall fix the 
date when the same rhall be «ff-ctive and 
shall govern the condit.ons of employment 
bet ween the respective companies and then 
employes for a term of at least three years. 

The latest despatches indicate that 

the proposals made are not satisfactory 
to Mr. Mitchell, but it is probable 
that he will, in view of the great 
pressure heing bronght to bear from 
each side in favor of a settlement, be 

induced to waive his objections and 

advise neceptance, He says that no 
settlement can be made by the officers 
of the Union without the consent of a 
convention ot the Union. A fortnight 
or more must, in any case, elapse before 
work can be resumed by the strikers, 
even under the most favorable condi- 
tions in relation to the proposals made 
tor settlement.

: System. 

It is assuring to know that our water 
works system is to be finally tested in 
a few days—early next week, we he- 
lieve, We understand that Mr. Butler, 
representing the Worthington pump 
people, and who is ready to apply any 
requisite test to-day, is asked by the 
town 10 await the coming ot Mr. Coffin, 
the town’s engineer, It is said that 
Mr. Cofia will be here on Monday 
next. Everybody, of conrse, knows 
that contractors and : engineers, no 
matter which side ot the business they 
are on, not are RO attentive and 

{1 persistent at the end of such com- 
paratively big transactions as the 
constraction of Chatham's Water and 
Sswerage system as they are in the 
earlier stages thereof, particularly if 
the corporations—and especially small 
town ounes—are “easy propositions.” 
We hope that when the pressure test is 
made with the Worthington pump, it 
will be over the whole system, and not 
with nearby closed valves. It will be 
better, if there are weak points in the 
street mains and pipes to find it out 
now, than at a time when a fire may 
occur on some of the wwn’s higher 
levels. This, however, will have little 

to do with the test of the big pump 

from an economic staod-point. In this 
connection we shall expect alderman 
Nicol’s best services, which will, no 
doubt, be eagerly rendered.
