WOMAN'S BURDENS, | OVERCROWDED LONDON. 

Protest Against Free Trade in 
Paupers amd Criminals. 

Some of the facts revealed by the 
inquiry, notably in regard to over- 
crowding in the east end of London, 
are truly awful. The overcrowding 
is such that, in the words of the 
commissioners, ‘health, cleanliness, 
decency, even morality, must neces- 
sarily be sacrificed.”” Thus between 
1881 and 1901 the population of 
‘Stepney, which was already exces- 
sive, increased nearly 40,000 through 

alien immigration, without counting 
the children of alien parents; while 
in the same period the number of 
houses has absolutely decreased by 
about 4,000. The horrors of such 
overcrowding do not reed dwe'ling 
on. 
Again, with regard to crime, the 

report states that in 1899 the num- 
Ler of alien habitual criminals was 

231; in 1902 it had risen to 409. At 
the October Clerkemwvell sessions last 
year, one prisoner in every five was 
an alien; and im proportion to popu- 
lation, in three years there were 
twice as many aliens as natives sen- 
tenced to imprisonment in England 
and Wales. The loss in money to 
business men during the same period 
through the fradulent bankruptcies 
of alirns has also amounted to the 
substantial sum of a million and 
a quarter sterling.

Mercury is Heated 
cence by Electricity. 

The new vaporized mercury light 
is being experimented with consiger- 
ably in Boston. A remarlable at- 
tribute of the new illuminant is 
that it casts almost no shadow! Im- 
agine 
who have always believed as firmly 
that there could be no light with- 
out a shadow as that there could be 
no two mountains without an inter- 
.vening valley. 
| The lamp consists of a 50-inch 
glass tube containing mercury, which 
by electrical current is heated to 
incandescence. It is 10 times as oi- 
ficient as an incandescent for giving 
candle power. The actinic quality of 
the light is far superior to any other 
form of artificial light. 
Photo engravers find that hetter 

work is obtained by the use of these 
lamps in one-half the time and for 
one-seventh the current consumption 
of arc lamps. 
The lamps are also useful for pho- 

tographers and all forms of printing. 
They are especially adapted for ma- 
chine shops, drafting rooms, office 
and the like, because of the pleasing 
quality of the light. Lord Kelvin, of 
the British Association for the Ad- 
vancement of Science, has said that 
it is the most important electrical 
discovery of the past decade.
