REFORMERS WITH SOME- 
1HING TO REFORIL.

When Mr. Blake made his 
celebrated Aurora speech he 
was openly at war with his 
chiefs, nominal and actual. No 
party has ever been so strangely 
conducted during the ‘last fif« 
teen or twenty years as that 
which, by a strange perversion, 
claims the title of Reform. The 
present leader of this singular 
combination found fault with 
his friends, if so they may be 
termed, because they had noth- 
ing to reform. Heat the mo- 
ment,had a full sheaf of projects 
for mixing and muddling our 
constitutional system. He fav=~ 
ored imperial federation, and 
was exceedingly vigorous in his 
demands for compulsory voting 
and the representation of minor- 
ities. When he propounded 
these measures he was on safe 
ground as a visionary theorist, 
trained at the equity bar, could 
fairly be expected to stand. In 
an evil moment, he was called 
to the chfeftainship,and brought 
face to face with practical issues, 
like the National Policy and 
Pacific railway construction, 
Liverybody could see at once 
that when thus tried in the bal~ 
ances, he was found wanting. 
His facts, merely the invention 
of Sir Richard Cartwright and 
theGlobe, would not hold water, 
and the parrot-like lessons he 
repeated had all been heard be- 
fore. 
Now was the golden oppor.. 

tunity for impressing upon his 
party and the electorate the 

-
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grand schemes of reform over 
which his gloomily moody and | 
dreamy spirit had been so long | 
brooding. But it was too late 
for any master-stro/ke of the sort. 
No soon as there seemed a pros- 
pect of ousting Mr. Mackenzie, 
the hon. gentleman suddenly | 
planted himself on terra firma. 
All his theories of reform van- | 
ished, and he made haste to ex-| 
plain that they were subjective! 
or esoteric in character. When 

| 

he railed againstReformers hav- 
ing nothing to reform, his utter- 
ances should have been taken 
in a Pickwicktian sense. Mr. 
Blake plainly told those who 
were gaping for a political 
afflatus that he had himself 
nothing to reform in practice, 
although he knew of number.. 
less things he could talk about 
reforming—in theory. The 
actual leader of a party stands 
in a very different position from 
one who is merely intriguing 
for the leadership. Mr Blake 
had never, to do him justice, 
descended from cloudland. His 
reforms were always in the mist, 
and he could not today, if fairly 
cornered, formulate in plain, 
practical English a single one 
of the so-called reforms he 
mouthed about at Aurora, and 
feebly dragged in at Montreal 
to tickle the ears of the demox 
crats of the parti Nationel. Not 
one tangible or comprehensible 
definition has this airy philos- 
opher ever submitted to the 
pupils who wander spell-bound 
and dazed under the foliage of 
his fantastic academe. SirWil- 
liam Harcourt, in referring to 
one of these crotchets, the re.. 
presentation of minorities, said 
that “he had no liking for 
“schemes which would turn the 
“election of members into a Chi- 
“nese puzzle or double acrostie.” 
But as propounded by Mr Hare, 
however much it may bewilder 
the unsophisticated elector, the 
riddle is there before him. Mr 
Blake, however, has never stated 
the enigma; but contented him- 
self with uttering oracular 
sounds of mystical import, ap- 
parently to acquire a sphinx- 
like reputation for profundity.
