Because thousands of spec~ 
tators flock to the boat races,ball 
matches and other athletic div- 
ersions that a few spirited fel- 
lows indulge in every holiday, 
thereisa general impression that’ 
muscle is held in high esteem by 
the present generation. The 
truth is that for every man who 
takes part in the games there are 
a score of spectators who never 
willingly indulge in any exer- 
cise more violent than that of 
cigarette sucking, and among 
the remainder there are not 
many who can see that athletic 
sport is good for anything unless 
it enables a man to outdo some- 
body else and get his name into 
the newspapers. The idea fo 
cultivating and maintaining the 
muscle because it deserves good’ 
treatment and because it richly 
repays its owner for all that is 
done, is one that seldom gets 
fairly into the American mind.

MISCELLANEOUS. 

The abolition of primogeni- 
ture has had the greatest effect, 
within the present century, In 
emptying the chateaux and 
castles in France. Fortunes 
have so often been divided down 
that there are fewer great m.. 
comes than there were among 

the French aristocracy. It thus 
happens that aFrench nobleman 
who inhabits a chateau may 
only have furnished one nook of 
it, and his roomystables may 
have only one or two horses at 
the stalls. To withstand the 
effects of the abolition of primo.. 
geniture, many French families 
agree to enjoy their revenue In 
common. But full chateaux, 
with several generations of re.. 
latives in them, even under the 
methodical life of Frenchmen, 
may not be permanently suc.. 
cessful. 

The Profit on Cinchona plant- 
ing in Ceylon has hitherto been 
estimated at seventy to eighty 
percent, but the plantations of 
the Government in India, and 

the immense and thriving cin.. 
chona groves at La Paz, Bolivia, 

will soon be sufficiently advanc- 
ed to come into competition with 
them. The cultivation of the 
cinchona in this, its original 
home, is easy. The chief 
danger is from 'drought or 
and during the first two years, 
and the only labor necessary is 
to keep the young plants free 
from weeds. To give shades to 
the seeding plants, bananas are 
planted between them. 

A VESSEL STRUCK BY A 
SWORDL ISH. 

A most extraordinary occur- 
rence has lately been brought to 
light on board the Liverpool 
barque “Junak,” Capt.M.Wood- 
house, lying in the Brunswick 
Graving Dock, Liperpool, where 
she had been docked to be re- 
coppered. Upon examining the 
vessel's bottom when the water 
was run off, a large rupture was 
noticed in the copper, which on 
closer examination was found 
to have been caused by the 
sword or spear of a large sea 
monster. It must have struck 
the ship with a terrible force, as 
it is deeply imbedded in her 
timbers, under the counter and 
abaft the waist, where it has 
pentrated through wood of 
Italian oak to an unknown 
depth. This encounter of the 
ship and gigantic fish must have 
occured in the Indian'Ocean, for 
one evening,about eight o'clock, 
whilst about the latitude of the 
island of Mauritius, an unexs 
plained shock roused every one. 

FISHERY DISPUTE. 

The fishery dispute is not it 
appears, finally settled by the 
payment of the large sum in 
compensation of the fishermen 
but merely the Fortune Bay af- 
fair. Negotiations are to be im- 
mediately entered upon at Lon- 
don to determine the construc- 
tion of the fishery articles of the 
treaty. It seems to us a pity 
that the Earl of Granville con.. 
sented to re-consider this part of 
the question. It was right that 
the illegal action of the New- 
foundland fishermen should be 
atoned for, but there appears to 
be no room to dispute that the 
intention of the treaty was to 
give the American fishermen the 
same privileges and no greater 
than are enjoyed by Newfound- 
land and Canadian fishermen. 

Of course, the treaty stipulations 
may be construed into meaning 
anything or nothing, and it is to 
be allowed the chance of con- 
struing them to suit its own in- 
terests. The Premier of New- 
foundland 1s in London and 
will defend the interests of the 
colony, and we suppose that 
Canada will be represented by 
Sir Alexander Galt, who is thor- 
oughly conversant with the 

fishery question—perhaps by 
Sir John himself, as he is now in 

London, and we are told not; 

seriously ill. It would be to the 
advantage of Canada if her 
counsel at the late Halifax arbi- 
tration were present.—Eu-«
