Prices For Books. 

er in one generation are neglected in the 
next. Booksellers now rarely think it 
worth while to give the height of an 
Elzevir or to devote a nete to an Aldus. 
The first editions of the classics, which 
in the days of our grandfathers were 
the collector’s chief pride, are now fall- 
en from their high estate. I have bought 
recently for 30 shillings a fine copy of 
the first edition of Aristophanes, Aldus, 
1498, in a handsome binding, with 
gauffered edges, which in the first half 
of the century brought prices ranging 
from 130 francs to 425 francs. I could 
instance other similar cases of decline 
and fancy I can see symptoms of giving 
way in those books which the modern 
collector most affects. 

In Paris, indeed, a ‘‘rot’’ has set in 
as regards modern works. Yet the best 
books in good examples steadily mount 
in price. First folio Shakespeares, con- 
cerning which a discussion is being con- 
ducted in Notes and Queries, are far 
commoner books than is generally 
thought. The ‘‘boom’’ in them was 
started by Lilly of New street, W. O., 
who showed me rows of first folios 
which he never allowed to be sold under 
a certain price. These now bring large 
sums, and the tendency is and probably 
will be upward. In early poetry gen- 
erally the prices, once thought very 
high, of the ‘‘Bibliotheca Anglo-Poet- 
ica’’ are now often surpassed. Booksell- 
ers of the better class tell me that there 
is a steady demand for good books. — 
Notes and Queries.

Snail Raising. 

Snail farming forms a peculiar branch 
ot agricultural industry in France and 
other countries, and the consumption of 
them in I'rance is very large. Edible 
snails vary greatly in size; the large 
white ones are the real escargot, hut 
this term is wsually employed to design- 
ate all edible snails adapted to table pur 
poses, But in the markets, besides 
escargot, there are two other varieties, 
known as limace and Kmacon, the form- 
er being of medium size, and the latter 
quite small. Though the great majority 
of the edible snails produced in France 
are of natural growth, their artificial cul- 
ture is carried on to a very considerable 
extent. They are prepagated from 
August to October in ground especially 
prepared for the purpose, and fed with 

-entshge clover, ete. 
During the winter they are sheiterad 

in houses composed of brick or wood, 
and they are gathered and marketed 
from April to June. In the Tyrol from 
June to the middle of August the snails 
are collected from every available damn 
place and taken to the feeding ground 
near the owner's dwelling. This is » 
bit of garden ground free from ‘ress 
and shrubs and surrounded on all sides 
by running water. In this feeding ground 
are little heaps of mountain pine twigs, 
mixed loosely with wood moss, and 
these twigs when dry are replaced by 
fresh ones. Every day they are fed on 
cabbage leaves and grass, and when e¢o!d 
weather sets in they go unaer eaver, 
that is. they collest under the heaps of 
twigs and bury themselves and there s2al 
themselves up for the w'nter. When this 
has been successfully accomplished they 
are collected, packed in perforated boxes 
lined with straw. and sent off to I'aris 
and other towns. —Nature.

When traveling in the forests of 
Guiana and Paraguay it is not uncom- 
non to meet with a binl whose musie 
greatly resembles that of an Angeins 
bell when heard from a distance.
