X ns by unacclimatized white troops 
in Cuba are extremely great, and are 
deadly in their effect. The island is 
swept by wind and rain in summer, and 
the whole coast country, as well as the 
vast inland swamps, become malarial bogs, 
which render the movement of heavily 
armed and equipped forces almost impos- 
sible at times. In May the rainfalls of 
Havana varies from three inches to five; 
in June it varies from eight to eleven in- 
ches, and July from fifteen to seventeen 
inches. The temperature is not exces- 
sively high, seldom above ninety degrees, 
but it is steadily high and the wet atmos- 
phere renders it oppressive in the ex- 
treme. Troops, even those inured to the 
climate, cannot march in midday. Yellow 
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fever begins in April, and prevails 
until November. Under such deadly 
condition it is not strange that the Span- 
ish forces suffer far greater losses from 
disease than from the rifles and machetes 
of the insurgents, being more than deci- 
mated every year. American troops, 
better supplied and with all medi- 
cal stores and necessaries, will fare better 
and suffer less. In the interior and in 
the western part of the island there are 
mountains, but the rainfall is so great 
on these that residence upon their slope 
is not regarded as healthy.

Oa Monday night there arrived in 
town from the Arciic Ocean a ship-wreck- 
el sailor bearing the appropriate name of 
Walker. The man who full name is 
(Chas. H. Walker, was boat header on the 
whaling steamer “Oca” owned by the 
Pacitic Steam Whaling Co., of San Frau- 
cisco. His story seemed almost inered- 
ible, for that a man could walk from 
Point Barrow, the most northerly point 

in Alaska, braving the rigors of an Arctic 
winter, to Edmonton, an approximate | 
distance of 3,300 miles is almost past be- 
lief, but Walker in himself 1s very mater- 
ial evidence of its truthfulness. The tale 
he tells is: The Orea, together wth the 
Freeman, Jeannie, and Newport, t.e 
whaling Hieet of the Pacitic Steam Whal-- 
ing Co., left San Francisco on the 1st of 
April, 1897, for their annual whaling 
voyage. They had fairly good luck until 
the 8th of September last when they, 
with the Belvidere and Fearless, two out- 
side vessels, were nipped in the ice off 
Cape Halkett. From there the fleet 
slowly worked through the ice floes to 
Point Tangent, and oti Point ''angent 
blasted off three miles of ice, using 1000 
pounds of gun powder, in a vain attempt 
to gain the open sea. In the jamb the 
Orea lost her radder, but had it mended 
at Cape Smith, where they left supplies 
for the Jeannie and Newport which were 
frozen in sowe miles to the east of Point 
Parrow. After mending the rudder the 
vessel left Cape Smith with a dine lead, 
striking thin ice, from three to five inches 
thick, which they steamed through all 
nizht. They arrived at Sea Horses at 
three in the morning and steamed by. 
Nine miles east of Point Belcher they 
took the jamb three miles from land. 
The ice carried away the vessel's rudder 
and crushed her timbers At seven in 
the evening they abandoned her, this was 
on the 21st of September, and took refuge 
on the Freemen, but at 10.30 she also 
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took the jamb and was wrecked and all | 
bands went on board the Belvidere. This 
latter vessel was in comparatively clear 
water and steamed through four inches 
of ice to Sea Horse Islands, when she 
went into winter quarters. 
On the first of Novembar Mate Walker 

left the vessel for Herschel Island, taking 
two Esquimaux boys with him. At the 
island he purchased a dog team and with 
some Indian drivers started up the ice on 
the Mackenzie for Edmonton. The total 
distance covered was 3,300 miles out of 
which he walked 2,500, arriving at Sad- 

dle lake on Saturday last. He “came 
around by Lac la Biche and touched Sad- 
dle lake as that was the nearest point of 
telegraphic communication, and from 
there he sent despatches to the company 
advising them of the plight of their ves- 
sels. Walker had a hard trip and a great 
deal happened after he left the vessels of 
which he will not speak at present. 

At the Peel river he met six of the 
Segers party, namely Capt Segers, Dr. 

Neil, F. G. Taylor and Adamson. 
were all in good spirits and health and 
thoroughly satistied with their progress 
as they had got much farther than they 
expected. Wm. and Mel Mathison, M. 
Sutherland and Fred Robertson had pul- 
led out from the party and gone on and 
when last heard from they were at La- 
pierre’s House. Mr. Walker estimates 
that he met about fifty other prospectors 
below Fort Simpson and states that they 
were all in good health. He brought 
mail from a large number of the parties, 
which he posted here. 
The frozen in whalers, for whose re- 

lief Walker made the trip, number about 
300 men, the crews of six whalers. He 
does not consider that it will be possible 
to get relief to them until about the first 
of July. There is a whaling station at 
Point Barrow, but their supplies consist 
of only 300 barrels of flour. The dog 
team which he bought at Herschel Island 
he brought right through with him, and 
they are now in town in charge of Forbes 
Groat who came in from Fort Simpson 
with him. Walker left on this morning’s 
train for San Francisco. He looked 
wonderfully well for a man who had made 
such an arduous

Solicitor General Fitzpatrick in reply 
showed: (1)—That the new franchise bill 

did not delegate any powers to the local 
legislature, 1t merely adopted the pro- 
vincial franchise; (2) —That the British 
North America act expressly provided 

for the adoption of the provincial fran- 

chise until the Dominion parliament pro- 
vided otherwise; (3)—That the late Sir 

John Macdonald, in 1869, introduced and 

carried a franchise bill specifically adopt- 

ing the provincial franchises and provin- 

cial lists for Dominion purposes; and (4)— 

That in a suit arising in connection with 
that law in Ontario, Chief Justice Wilson 

held that the adoption by the Dominion 

parliament of the provincial franchises 

for Dominion purposes did not necessarily 

delegate any federal powers to the pro- 

vinecial legislatures. 

Mr. Gillies was speaking at midnight 

on the necessity of revision by judicial 

authorities. 

At 12.35 sub-section A of clause 5 was 

passed.

The solicitor general 
introduced amendments providing for a 
separate list for non-residents in New 
Brunswick, for the eniranchisement of 
Dominion officials disqualified under the 
provincial laws and for the subdivision of 
congested polling divisions. This latter 
matter was under consideration at 6 
o'clock. After recess good [progress was 
made and by 11.30 all the clauses had 
been passed through committee, several 
being the subject of verbal amendments. 
One or two amendments remain to be 
considered in committee. 

Sir Charles Tupper has not been in the 
House since Friday. He is confined to 
his house. 
Orrawa, April 29.—-The franchise bill 

passed through committee today with 
some technical amendment, and now 
stand for a third reading.
