THESETTING OF MILK 

SOME RULES THAT IT WILL PAY 

DAIRYMEN TO OBSERVE. 

The Best Manner of Shallow and Deep 

Setting of the Milk- Conveniences for 

Cooling—Milk Should Be Set as Soo 

as Possible After Being Drawn From 

the Cows. 

1. All milk should bs carefully strain. 
ed immediately after the milking is com- 
pleted. > 

2. When shallow pans are used, they 
should be placed in a room with a pure 
atmosphere, at a temperature as even as 
possible at between 50 and 60 degrees 
Fahr. 

3. Whon deep setting pails are used, 
the water in the creamer or tank should 
be keat below 45 degrees Fahr., or as 
near 46 degrees Fahr. as is practicable. 
15 is advantagéous to have a supply of 
ice for use in the water, 

4. When an abundant supply of cold 
water from a flowing spring is not avail- 
able, the cooling power of fresh cold 
water may be applied economically by 
conveying it in a pipe to the bottom of 
the tank or creamer, and allowing the 
warmed water to run off from the top. 
It the water be scarce, the overflow may 
be carried into a water-trough for the 
live stock of the farm. 

b. It is advantageous to set the milk 
as soon as practicable after it is drawn 
from the cows. 

In a test with deep-setting pails, it was 
found that the quantity of butter fat not 
recovered in the cream, and consequently 
left in the skim-milk, was 11.48 per 
cent. greater when the setting of the 
milk in ice water was delayed one hour, 
than when it was set immediately after 
it was drawn. 

6. There was not much difference in 
the percentage of butter-fat reocoversd 
into the cream, due to the temperature 
at which the milk was set, when between 
88 and 98 degrees Fahr. The loss of but- 
ter-fat unrecovered from the skim-milk 
was 2.563 per cent, greater when set at 78 
degrees than when set at 98 degrees Fahr, 

7. The milk should be left undisturbed 
for about twensy-two hours. The quan: 
tity of butter-fat not recovered into the 
cream was 8 per cent. great’r when the 
milk was set for only eleven hours than 
when it was set for twenty-two hours, in 
deep-setting pails in ice-water. 

8. With ordinary milk, there is no 
gain from adding water ‘‘to thin it’ 
when it is set. There was practically no 
difference in the psrcentages of butter 
fat not recovered into the eream when 
(1) twenty-five per cent. of water at 160 
degrees Fahr, added to the milk, (2) 
twenty five per cent. of water at 60 de- 
grees Fahr. added to the milk, and (3) 
no water added to the milk, were the 
differences of treatment in the setting of 
milk, in deep-setting pails in ice-water. 
— From Prof. Robertson’s report. 

AN EXHIBITION COOP. 

It Is Roomy Enough for the Birds to 

Appear to Advantage and to 

Ba Comfortable. 

We have several requests for dirsctions 
for building coops for exhibiting fowls 
at fairs and shows, and, give below an 
illustration of such a codp. The illustra: 
tion explains itself so well shat but little 
by way of explanation is necessary. This 
coep is 30 inches high, 30 inches wide, 
and 24 inches deep—but these dimensions 
are by no means obligatory, as coops are 
built of various sizes, to suit the taste 
and purpose of the builder. We would 
urge, however, that exhibitors who sup- 
ply their own coops make them roomy 
enough for the birds to be comfortable 
in; nothing is so certain to make the 
birds appear at a disadvantage as too 
vlose quarters. We would make a frame 
of 14-inch stuff—the ends. back and top 
being covered with stout serviceable 
duck, the floor beiirg of half-inch matoh- 
ed boards, and the front being nade of 
half-inch rods set inte top and bottom of 
frame 234 inches apart, excepting that 
the two or three center rods are set into 
a sliding bed plecce at bottom, and pass 
up through the top frame, giving access 
to the interior. The bed plece of the gate 
should slide upon the rod on each aide. 
Short rods are set in the front, upon 
which to suspend oups for foed and 
water. A ourtain for the front, to be let 
down at night, and in day time be rolled 
up as in the f{llustration, adds to the 
neatnesa of the structure; and ornamental 
brass-headed tacks to secure the duck 
ends, etc., improves the appearance. The

rods in front look best if round, although 
eight square rods are very neat. Many 
owners of private coops keep them neatly 
painted.—Farm Poultry. 

Sheep and Their Care. 

Ensilage is good for ewes if not fed 
too bountifully. : 
Sheep always seek the highest ground 

when they sleep. 
Unprofitable sheep often consume as 

much as profitable ones. 
Keep the lamb growing as you would 

any other young animal. 
If you mean to feed sheep during the 

winter feed only good ones. 
Do not keep sheep and hogs‘ or sheep 

and cattle together in one yard. 
Ten or twelve feet space should be al- 

lowed in the barn for each sheep. 
Mangels, carrots and oil cake will be 

good feed for sheep in winter. 
If a sheep does not yield eight pounds 

of wool it is not the sheep you wans. 
Sheep that are kept in robust health 

will not likely be attacked by vermin. 

The Collie and Sheep. 

Do you think that you can throw an 
untrained collie into the midst of a flock 
of sheep and not create a rumpus’ The 
collie knows how to manage sheep only 
when he is taught to manage them. 

Cabbage for Cows. 

Cabbage is a good food for the miloch 
oow; and besides the leaves there are soft 
heads that are good for nothing else. 

A clean sott bed is the right of the 

maid, who literally earns her bread by 

the sweat of her brow, and if she has a 

comfortably appointed room to retire to 

she will be likely to take all the more 
pains with herself and her work. Gen- 

erous pitchers and wash bowls, with 
everything necessary for thorough ablu- 

tions, will do away with all necessity for 

making toilets in the kitchen.

pany on its extension from Newcastle to 
Gibson, opposite Fredericton, and also for 
the re-vote of the subsidy already granted, 
between Chipman and Newcastle.
