Vicroria, B. €., May 10.—The fire 

which completely destroyed Carry Castle, 

the official residence of the Lieut.-Gover- 

nor, on Thursday morning, was the fourth 

which has occurred during Mr. McInnes 
occupancy, all from the same cause, a de- 

fective flue. Attempts to remedy the de- 
fect have been made but without success 
the age of the chimneys no doubt causing
