We find by a ~areful study of history

Arabian chemist . discovered a pungent

Spirits. A modern writer has asserted 
that this warmii x liquor is the water of 

the Elysian Fie! ls or is the aqua divina 

invented by Democritus and he maintains 
that the term ‘‘alcohol” has nearly the 
same import as ‘‘golden liquor” applied 
by some of his countrymen to the precious 

invention of the Greek philosopher. We 

find that this liquor was first introduced 
into Europe at the time of the Moorish 

Conquest. It scon came into general fa- 
vor and now exerts an important influ- 

ence over the civilized world. 
Let us take liquors in small quantities 

and we find thaf it diffuses its influence 
over our bodies and a fresh impulse is 
given to the povers. Our countenance 
lights up with -leasure and our mind acts 
with new intercst and vivacity. Let us 

take a la.uc Jose of this wonderful fluid 

and see what it will do for us. When 
this is done and we have taken this exhil- 
arating fluid, sensibility and sympathy 

unfold themselves. We see tears fall as 
a pensive thought crosses the mind or a 
tale of common suffering is told, the af- 
fections flow out upon all surrounding 
objects and the world is not half large 
enough for the exercise of the general 
sentiments which swell the bosom. When 
we get in this state by the use of ‘ardent 

spirits the mind disregards the past and 
the future and sees no impediment to the 
most extravagant enterprises, to rioting 

in the luxuries of present existence, and 
will not acknowledge a superior in the 
world. How disgusting this isto all in- 
telligent people and we find that it is 
right here the distinctions of society begin 

to disappear and the idle und half starved 

vagrant is transformed into a lord, sur- 

rounded with pomps and plenty, and a 
miserable outcast, who has tenanted a 

prison for his crimes, imagines himself 

on a throne, clothed with power sufficient 
to direct the destinies of a nation. We 
see examples of this every day, and more, 

we see them resort to song as an expres- 

sion of their glee, and as the liquor takes 

a more deadly grasp upon them you hear 
them shout and sing in response to music, 
voices, etc., that seem te them to come 

from a distance, but in reality are caused 

by the violent beating of the arteries of 
their own brains. This we know tobe a 
fact and all right thinking people will 
substantiate it. Let us for a moment 
take men of this kind and look at them 
—see if they are different from others. 

You will find they are, in so far as their 
faces are disterted, forehead and temples 

patched with red and white, cheeks a 

deep crimson, nose tipped with ruby, 

eyes bloodshot and glassy, the body and 

limbs no longer under the centrol of the 

will, but under the control of this ardent 

spirit and it is in this way he remains as 

in a trance.

Has it ever 

given a spur to industry in the farmer, 

the tradesman, the merchant, or the pro- 

fessional man by urging upon him the 

claims of a dependent family, or of hu- 

manity in general? Who has ever felt its 

influence directing his thoughts upward 

toward the author of his being and 

prompting him to confess his departure 

from duty, and to the submission of His 

will and the obedience of His commands? 

Who has not seen its effects in poisoning 

the fountains of social and moral feeling 

and in transforming the affectionate, kind 

and devout man into a savage or a brute?

These are all unmeaning things to 

them and the high considerations which 

they present they regard not. They 

wander about the associates of idlers and 

thieves, the butt of vulgar insolence and 

and intellectual companion.

the insigna of office, tear off the priestly 

vestments of his office and extinguish

This is all done for the honor of becom- 
ing the companion of fools and drunk- 
ards. How sweet is the breath of the 
rum and the brandy drinker. And does 
it not learn us a lesson, does it not show 

us there is a lack of sense and judgement 
in the one that will betake himself to the 

bottle and put himself below the brute 
creation, and lower himself into everlast- 

ing degradation, so that he is not worthy 

of recognition of even the beasts of the 

field? A man that becomes a habitual 
user of spirituous liquors will do anything 
—even at the cost of his life—to procure 
such liquors. It used to be that a party 
of men could not assemble together to 

perform labor without they had rum. Do 
they require it? No! No more than ar- 
senic. The experiments have been tried 
and the results are well known. There 
is no doubt that the liquor traffic is op- 
position to all that is good, that it does 
more damage, causes more insanity, more 
deaths, and costs the world more than all 

the other evils put together. We might 
almost say that it is the starting point of 
every evil. This mighty evil has been 
checked. @We must exert ourselves to 
stop it entirely. We must make it un- 
popular and unfashionable, and change 
public opinion with regard to it. We can 
accomplish wonders if we try, and if all 
well wishers to social life and tamily quiet, 
to health and industry, arts, religion, 

morals and good government, unite our

Greased Roads of California. 

The use of oil as a road improver has 

passed the experimental stage. In Cali- 

fornia it has been tried in a small way 

for some time, and now the county super- 

visors of Los Angelos are preparing to 

sprinkle several miles of road. ~The ma-- 

chine for distributing the oil is a tank 

about six feet long running on two 

wheels which are attached tothe rear of 

the oil tank wagon. The oil is discharg- 

ed into the small tank by means of a hose 

and is then discharged through tubes six 

inches apart below the tank, which are 

operated by a lever. Only a sufficient 

amount is run through the pipes to take 

up the dust. The oil is run into furrows 
made by a little hoe and is covered by 
other hoes attached to the machine. This 
is to prevent it from seeking a level in 
any low ground and becoming unevenly 
distributed. After all the oil has been 
applied the same machine is used to in- 
corporate the oil and the earth. In On- 
tario, the experiment of making up roads 
with oil has been tried and the results 
have been discouraging.
