1c is estimates that 
thie film in some places is only oue three 
millionths of un wich in thickness, PP1oH- 
ably few of us can conceive of such 
thinness. Let us express it in another 
way. The Old aia New Testament 
conta some three million letters. Now 
one threc-umilionth is such a part of wu 
inch as the first letter of the Bible is 
a part of the sun of ail its letters. 
dhe bublie, however, is not of equal 

thickness at all points, and it is for this 
reasen that it pas we various coloss. 
For instance, wherever the fian is 
crange-red it measures z2bout three one- 
midhontins of an inch; where it is ble, 
cinhty one-miiionths of an inch: and ut 
4 point where lemon-yellow is prominent, 
about twenty one-miliionths or au iuch. 
Perhaps you wonder why the colors 
cuange from one part of the soap bubble 
to another. This is bLeeause the 
of the svap-bubble evaporates and grows 
thinner, Lut unequally so at different 
portiens. A greenish blue with a pale 
rosc-red spot near it indicates an extreme 
thinness, aud at such a point the Lilm is 
ready to give way at the least jar. 
You will be glad {¢ know the soure 

of the beautiful colors. Everyone is 
delighted with them, even if not terest 
ed by the explanation of their origin. 
We may say that they come trom ine 
light. Light gives color to all objects, 
but not exactly as it does to the soap- 
bubble. White light from the sun can 
Le broken into the seven colors which 
we have seen in the rainbow. In that 
instance the raindrops separate it into 
its parts. A glass prism will do the 
same, as you may prove by looking 
through a glass pendant from a hangmg 
lamp. When the light reaches the sure 
face of the soap-bubble a part is refizet- 
ed from it ,and we see mages on irs 
surface as if it were a curved mirror, 
Another portion ‘of the light, however, 
cuters the film and is separated so that 
a part of the seven colors are thrown 
into the bubble, and we can see them 
at various portions of the opposite sur- 
face. Another part of the light, after 
being kroken by the film, is reficcted by 
its inner surface back to our eyes, so 
that we see colors at the point where 
the light enters.—Jacob ¥. Butcher, in 
St. Nicholas. 

Elecivicity Made uv Home, 

It has been discovered that if a steel 
inife and a silver fork are inserted in 
a large crange an electric current will 
be generated. If the end of the fork 
and the end of the knife sticking from 
the orange are connected Awith an elec- 
tric measuring instrument, quite a per- 
ceptible current will be seen to pass. 
The same kind of a battery cun be made 
by substituting a cucumber in place of 
the orange, in fact, any acid fruit can 
Le used. 
In order to make a voltaic pile it is 

only necessary to procure ten or more 
picces of zine about one inch square, 
the same nunber of pieces of copper, and 
a like number of pieces of paper. 'Dhe 
paper should be thoroughly soakad ip 
vinegar, 

First, take a piece of zine; on it plac 
a piece of vincgar-scaked paper, they! 
iit ena piece Or jcopper, ihien a plete- 

of paper, then another zine and then 
paper, and so on uml all the pieces of 
zine, copper aud paper are used up. It 
is important that a piece of zine should 
be ‘on one end and a piece of copper 
ont the other. After the pile is com- 
pleted, again soak the whele slightly in 
vinegar, then clean it off on the outside. 

If the forefinger of one hand is held 
against one end and the forefinger of 
the other hand is held on the other end 
of the pile, quite a perceptible current 
will be felt. If several persons clasp 
hands and the perscns on each end of 
the line teuch the voltaic pile, the cue- 
rent will flow through the bodies of all 
those in position. 

Art ficial Diamonds. 

About a century ago the great French 
chemist, Lavorsier, learned that the wou- 
derful gem known as the diamond is 
really composed of the sane material as 
charcoal, namely carbon. At once 
was suggesied that it might be possible 
to make diamonds out of coal. Dut 
unost chemists scouted the idea—the dia- 
mond was 4 natural mineral and na- 
ture’s processes could not be duplicated 
in the laboratory. 
M. AMotsson has taken up the subject, 
and has actually succeeded in making 
true diamonds in his forge. The gems 
thus manufactured are very small, it is 
true, but the principle has been found, 
aud who can doubt that its application 
will be extended until gems of any de- 
sired size are made at will? It would 
be nothing surprising if within the next 
generation or two diamonds equal to 
the finest jewels were to be turned out 
from factories by the ton and sold at 
SO many cents an ounce, instead of so 
many dollars a carat.

The Are Light in Rheumatism, 

If the resuli claimed he Klozlovsle,

In three months 38 patients were treat 
ed, and recovery was reported in eight 
cases of sciatica, in two cases out of 
four of neuritis, in fourteen cases out 
of eighteen of chronic rheumatism, and 
in three cases of lumbago. The ex- 
posure lasts from three-fourth of 2 min- 
ute to two minutes, not more than a 
dozen applications—at intervals of three 
oi four ? fm oe J Necessary in any case. 

To Find Out it a Noom is Damp. 

To ascertain whether or not a room 
is damp, a kilogrammea of fresh ine 
should be placed therein, after hermeti- 
cally closing doors and windows, In 
twenty-four hours it should be weighed, 
and if the kilogramme (2.204 Ibs.) has 
absorbed more than ten grammes of 
water (that is, more than one per ceat.), 
the room should ke considered damp and 
classed as unhealthy. The question of 
the dampness of dwellings is a frequent 
cause of dispute between landlord and 
tenant, and is naturally solyed in the 
negative by the former. The question 
can be settled in the future by the test 
of the hydration of lime, which will 
give irrefutable proof of the validity of 
such complaint. 

Building Submavine W- 1's 

A revolution in the building of sub- 
merged walls and piers is promised from 
an invention on exhibition in New York. 
The present method is to dump stones 
into the water until a suflicient pile is 
made on which to build the masonry. 
This new scheme arranges for the haild- 
ing of a solid wall from the river's 
bottom. A raft is placed between two 
scows and supported by ropes. A solid 
wall is then built on the raft, whizh 
sinks gradually as the weight increases, 
In this way the inventor claims that 
he ean build a stone wall weighing three 
thousand tons and float it to any part 
of “he bay or beach, and lower it in place 
wherever directed.
