Dominion Parliament. 

COrrawa, March 16.—At three o'clock 

this afternoon His Excellency the Gover- 
nor General proceeded to the chamber of 

the Senate in the parliament building, and 
the members of the Senate being present, 

and the members of the House of Com- 

mons having heen summoned to the bar 
of the Senate His Excellency was pleased 

to open the fourth session of the eighth 
parliament of Canada with the following 

speech: 

Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate: 

Gentlemen of the House of Commons: 

In meeting you for the first time since 
entering upon my duties as the represen- 
tative of Her Majesty in this Dominion 
it affords me great pleasure to be able to 
congratulate you on the large degree of 
prosperity which the people of Canada 
at present enjoy as evidenced by the ex- 
pansion of trade and commerce, the flour- 
ishing coudition of the public revenues 
and the increased number of immigrants 
which are to become permanent settlers 
amongst us. To these evidences may be 
added another, which is even more grati- 
fying, the almost total cessation of the 
exodus of our population, which at one 
time was a regretable feature of our af- 
fairs. 
The negotiations which we set on foot 

during the recess between Her Majesty's 
covernment and that of the United States 
in reference to the settlement of certain 
questions in dispute between Canada and 
the Jatter country, were, I grieve to say, 
greatly delayed by the illnéss and subse- 
quent death of two of the most eminent 
members of the commission appointed for 
that purpose. Considerable progress had 
been made on several of the subjects sub- 

mitted, but a serious disagreement arose 
between her Majesty's commissioners and 
the commissioners of the United States 
of the question of the delimitation of the 
boundary between Canada and Alaska. 
The question was referred by the com- 
missioners of their respective governments 
the commission being adjourned to the 
second day of August next in the hope 
that in the meantime the difficulty might 
be overcome. 

In compliance with the act passed last 
session a plebiscite was held on the ques- 
tion of prohibition, and the oftiicial figures 
of the vote will be placed before you. 

I observe with pleasure that the mother 
country, Canada and other British posses- 
sions have recently adopted a penny pos- 
tage letter rate. The satisfaction with 
which this action has been received by 
the Canadian people is a further proof of 
the general desire existing amongst our 
people for closer relations with the mother 
country and the rest of the Empire. 

I am also glad to be able to state that 
the satisfactory condition of the finances 
of the country permitted a reduction on 
the first of January last of the Canadian 
domestic letter rate from three to two 
cents, and although such reduction in- 
volves a temporavy loss of revenue, it 
is nevertheless confidently expected thut 
the cheaper rate will prove of such ser- 
vice in the promotion of trade and in 
the general interchange of correspondence 
that within a reasonable time the revenue 

stored to it; former figures. 
Much information has been obtained 

since you last met relative to the value 
of the deposits of gold and valuable 
minerals in the Yukon and other parts of 
Canada. The returns from the Yuken 
have so far proved sufficient to meet the 
heavy expenditure it was found neessary 
to incur for the purpose of preserving 
law and order. It has been thought ex- 
pedient in the public interest to authorize 
the construction of a line of telegraph for 
the purpose of maintaining speedy com- 
municaticn with the people in these dis- 
tant territories. 
A measure will be submitted to you for 

the better arrangement of the electoral 
districts throughout the Dominion, as also 
several enactments of less importance. 
Gentlemen of the House of Commons: 

The public accounts will be laid before 
you and also the estimates fer the coming 
year. They have been prepared with a 
due regard for efliciency and economy 
and the responsibilities arising from the 
rapid progress of the country. 
Honorable Gentleman of the Senate: 
Gentlemen of the House ot Commons: 

I am confident that the important sub- 
jects 1 have mentioned to you will receive 
your serious consideration, and that it 
will be your earnest endeavor'to promote 
the public interests and prosperity of

would respond and thus show the Cana- 

dian people prepared and ready for its 

adoption. 

It must be admitted that the expecta- 
tion was not justified by the event. On 

the other hand, it was argued before us 

by yourself and others, that as the plebis- 

cite campaign was cwried ont by the 

friends of prohibition without any ex: 
penditure of money and without the usu- 

al excitement of political agitation, the 
vote recorded in favor of it was compari- 

tively a large one. This statement I did 
not then controvert, nor do 1 controvert 

it here and now. I would sbuply remark 

that the honesty of the vote did not suf- 

fer from the absence of those causes of 

excitement and that even if the totality 

of the vote might have been somewhat 

increased by such cause, its moral force 

would not have been made any stronger. 

I venture to submit for your considera- 

tion and the consideration of the mem- 

bers of the Dominion Alliance, who be. 

lieve in prohibition as the most efficient 

means of suppressing the evils of intem- 

perauce, that no good purpose would be 

served by forcing upon the people a 

measure which is shown by the vote to 

have the support of less than 23 per cent 

of the electorate. Neither would it serve 
any good purpose to enter here inte fur- 

ther controversy on the many incidental 

points discussed before us. My object is 
stinply to convey to you the conclusion 

that in our judgment the expression of 

public opinion recorded at the polls in 

favor of prohibition did not represent 
such a proportion of the electorate as 
would justify the introduction by the 

government of a prohibitory measure.
